Inquiries made by the Michigan Tu­
berculosis Association have disclosed 
the fact that many patients, on their 
discharge from a sanatorium, are con­
fronted by acute financial problems. 
Few are able to return to their for­
mer employment at once, and some 
must permanently change their occupa­
tion.
