In  th a t  long, narrow  trian g le  which 
fo rm s th e  sou thern  ex trem ity  o f South 
A m erica, and  whlcji, s ince th e  first 
v isits  o f M agellan an d  o th e r ea rly  n av ­
igators, h as  been assoc ia ted  In the im­
ag ina tion  of m any persons w ith , th e  
sto rm s of C ape H orn  an d  th e  m ysteries 
of T e r ra  del Fuego, geologists have 
discovered th e  rem ains of a  c la ss  of 
g igantic  b lrd s ’w hlch, In m any respects, 
differ from  all b ird s  th a t  a re  known 
ev e r to  have ex isted  e lsew here upon 
th e  globe.

T h ese  birds, It Is believed, could not 
fly, and  th e ir  g re a t Jaw s w ere so like 
th o se  o f som e four-footed  b ea st th a t  
w hen one of them —an  u nder jaw  
abou t 21 Inches in leng th—w as ex­
h ib ited  in E ngland, m any n atu ra lis ts  
w ould no t adm it th a t  It h ad  belonged 
to  a b ird  a t  all, and  a sse rted  th a t  it 
m ust be th e  jaw  o f som e anim al re ­
sem bling a g igan tic  sloth.

M ore recen t d iscoveries, however, 
have proved th a t  no m ista k e  was 
m ade In ascrib ing  th e  Jaw  in question 
to  a bird. Specim ens o f en tire  skulls 
and o f o th e r p a r ts  of skeletons have 
been found In P atagon ia , w hich show 
th a t  long befo re  th e  records of hum an 
h istory  began, and  possibly before 
m an had  m ade h is appearance  on the 
ea rth , such b irds  inhabited  th a t  coun­
try .

T h e ir  leg bones w ere p roportionate 
In size and  s tren g th  to  th e ir Jaws. 
They had  wings, b u t n a tu ra lis ts  think 
th a t  th ese  wings, like th o se  of the 
ostrich , w ere not U9ed fo r  flight, but 
sim ply as  an  a id  ta  running.

G igantic flightless b irds, som e even 
larg e r p erhaps th a n  those of South 
A m erica, a re  know n to  have lived in 
o th e r p a r ts  of th e  world, bu t th ere  
a re  c e rta in  pec u lia ritie s  of s tru c tu re  
w hich se p a ra te  th e  ex tin c t P atagon ian  
b ird s  from  all o thers. T h is  gives 
them  a  pecu lia r scientific In terest, be­
cause It h as  been  found th a t  m any of 
th e  four-footed an im als  Inhabiting 
South Am erica In anc ien t tim es w ere 
unlike th o se  of th e  o th e r continents.

Such d iscoveries a re  a s  .full o f m ean­
ing to  th e  geologist w ho Is try in g  to 
re ad  in th e  reco rds o f n a tu re  th e  his­
tory  of th e  globe a s  are  th e  ancien t 
Inscriptions and  hum an  remain's found 
In th e  tom bs an d  caves and tem ples 
to s tu d en ts  of th e  ea rly  h istory  of man.

Probably  Few  A m ericans R ealize th e
E x ten t of th e  W onderful Business 

T ra n sacte d  by D epartm ent.

From  th e  use of th e  drom edary in 
biblical tim es to th e  sw iftly  flying 
m ail p lan e  of today, th e  h is to ry  of th e  
le tte r, a s  a w ritten  m eans of com­
m unication  betw een peoples, was 

j trac ed  by A ssistan t P o stm aste r Gen­
e ra l W. Irv in g  Glover In a speech re­
cently  to  p o stm a s te rs  and  posta l em ­
ployees i£  a postal conference conven- 

| tlon a t  W inston-Salem , N. C. 
i “O n th e  post office job,” he said,
! “noth ing  can tak e  th e  p lace of th e  in- 
j dividual. W hile in m any g re a t Indus­

trie s  th e  hum an  equation  has been 
reduced  to a m inimum, no one has 
yet Invented any th ing  to  ta k e  the 
p lace o f a m an in  th e  delivery  of le t­
te rs . Today, a s  a h undred  y ea rs  ago, 
we a re  dependent on th e  nerve and 
th e  sense of loyalty  of a  hum an  being 
fo r th e  punctual delivery  of o u r mail 
regard less  of the w e ath er and  every­
th ing  else. '

“T he h isto ry  of th e  posta l service 
goes hack as f a r  a s  th e  S ix th  century  
B. C. and  may be called th e  hand­
m aid of civilization and , trac in g  it 
from th e-d isp a tc h  b ea re r of th e  Assy­
rian  and  Rom an tim es to th e  airp lane 
service of th e  p re sen t day, th e  postal 
business has doubled in th e  la s t  de­
cade w hile th e  num ber of em ployees 
h as  Increased only 9 per cent.

“T he use of postage stam ps is now 
so common and th e  m ailing of le tte rs  
so general th a t It seem s a s  if th e re  
never w as a tim e when tills p ractice 
w as unknow n. B ut th e  s tam p  itse lf 
Is com paratively  new, w hile th e  send­
ing of le tte rs  Is o lder th an  Solomon.

“T he Book o f E s th e r  In th e  Bible 
te lls  of how K ing A hasuerus, learn ing  
from  Queen E s th e r  th a t  H ainan  had  
o rdered  th e  dea th  of all th e  Jew*, 
com m anded M ordecul to call together 
th e  scribes and send le t te rs  to  every 
p rovince of th e  kingdom forbidding 
th e  m assacre.

“T he Romans, too, sen t th e ir le tte rs  
by m ounted couriers. T he courier 
ca rrie d  th e  m essage abou t tw enty  
m iles when he would come to  a ‘posta ,’ 
w here  an o th e r m essenger w as s ta ­
tioned  w ith  a fresh  horse. He, in 
tu rn , w ould be relieved by still an o th ­
e r  courier. T h u s  by re lay  a f te r  relay 
th e  le t te r  w as sped on u n til a t  la s t It 
a rrriv ed  a t  its  destined  ‘posta ,’ m ean­
ing s ta tio n  or stopping  place, anti 
from  th a t  word we obtained  th e  word 
‘p o st’ a s  found in post office, post­
card  and m any s im ila r words.

" In  tk e  tim es of B enjam in  F rank lin  
each -'refter w as charged  fo r by the 
sheet-.instead  of by w eight, and also 
fo r th e  d is ta n ce  It was carried . Ten 
cen ts w as charged  fo r one sheet, 20 
cen ts fo r tw o sheets, an d  so on, and  
fo r every  50 m iles an o th e r full fee 
w as added.
