Im m ense flocks through th e  fall and 
w in te r m onths, cause g rea t dam age to 
crops of mllo m aize in th e  Im perial 
valley, C aliforn ia. Investiga tions made 
by th e  biological survey  of th e  U nited 
S ta te s  D epartm ent of A gricu ltu re re­
veal an  average  destruction  of about 
10 p e r  cent of th e  crop over an  area 
of 20,000 acres. T h is l0 3 S , w ith  lesser 
dam age in ad jo in ing  areas , and  ex­
p en d itu res  fo r p ro tec ting  th e  grain, 
to ta ls  abou t $50,000 annually . Poisons 
cannot be depended upon fo r control. 
It h as  been found. T he possibility  of 
em ploying toxic gases h as  been con­
sidered . bu t th e ir  p rac ticab ility  Is 
doubtfu l.

It seem s ra th e r  s tran g e , bu t th ere  
a r e  a num ber of th ings w hich we 
know well enough and  yet a re  to tally  
unable to  desc ribe  accu ra tely .

In som e cases, to  give a description 
of an  o rd inary  common objec t m ay re ­
q u ire  special scientific knowledge, In 
o th e rs  it seem s as though it ought to 
be s im ple enough to  anybody—and  yet 
nobody can do it !

An exam ple o f th e  fo rm er class Is 
show n by th e  jo k e  which w a s common 
a li tt le  w hile ago, of ask ing  people 
w hat a sp ira l s ta irc ase  is. I t  tak e s  a 
m athem atic ian  to  define a  sp ira l, and 
th e  av erag e  person finds it  eas ie r to 
tru ce  one w ith  h is finger.

B ut suppose som e one is  a sk e d  how 
he d istingu ishes betw een beef and  m ut­
ton ! T h a t requ ires no specialized 
knowledge, bu t th e  chances a re  th a t  he 
will be hopelessly floored. Y et when 
he sees them  both be will know each 
in a m inute. Even then  he will p rob­
ably still be unable to expla in  exactly 
how he recognizes them.

Again, suppose some im ag inary  per­
son of ord inary  intelligence had never 
seeu any  flowers and  had  no Idea w hat 
they w ere.

I’om pey and  A ntony had  finished the
