OLD FORT FOOTE

River Defense of National Capi-
tal in Civil War.

Controlled the Potomac and Command
ed the Channel as Far as Fort
W ashington, but Now Obsolete

Among the old forts which may be

sold by the War department Is Fort
Foote.  This was one of the Civil war
river defenses of the capital, and Its
site Is a high bluff In Prince Georges
county. Mil, six or seven miles below
the u'd ferry wharf at Washington and
diagonally across the Potomac from
Jones point, the southern tip of Alex-
andria. The river channel passes close
to the Maryland shore, and ships navi-
gating the Potomac would have to pass
close to the guns of Fort Foote. The
south face of the fort commanded the
channel as far as Fort Washington.
Fort Foote, according to one of the re-
ports made during the Civil war by
General Burnard, In charge of the de-
fenses of Wa;*hington, was built for
the purpose of defending, In connec-
tion with Battery Rodgers, In the low-
er part of Alexandria, the water ap-
proach to Washington. The parapets
which wore exposed to naval attack
, wore from 20 to 25 feet In thickness.
11Q’i 'foot above the river and were
armed with the heaviest Iron guns of
the peri;-/. The river face of the fort
was 5*/ feet long. The roar of the fort
wax /-urallel to the water front and
v/. bastloned and armed with _field
‘IA siege guns for land defense. There
were the usual high, thick traverses
familiar In the earthworks of the
time.

After the Civil war Fort Foote was
maintained as an armed and garri-
soned post, but was Anally left In
charge.of a single caretuker. an old ser-
geant. Later, and for some years, the
fort was In charge of a soldier's wid-
ow, and she was several times written
of as the only woman fort-keeper in
fhe United States. At the beginning of
the great war Fort Foote was a ruin
of tumbled earth-mounds, half-filled
ditches grown with trees and vines,
among which many of the guns, fallen
from their war-time positions, lay.
During our late war t» place was
used as a training, and practice place
by engineer troops and Its appearance
was much changed.

While, most river people speak of
the bluff ns Fort Foote, many of the
old-timers still call It Hosiers* bluff,
because that was Its name at the
breaking out of the Civil war and had
been its name for n century before
It was part of a plantation belonging
to members of the Rosier family, and
the Rosier house, a small and very
old structure, shaded by large and
venerable pecan trees, still stands
close to the river on flat land north
of the bluff. Relics of the Rny.iers
who lived and died there many years
ago lay exposed for years In the debris
of the ruined family vault, but eight
or ten years ago they were removed
and reverently interred In the cemetery
of St. John's or “Broad Creek church.”
about two miles away, the oldest
church In the Washington neighbor-
hood. Its walls dating hack to the time
of the establishment of Church of Eng-
land parishes in Maryland. Tt was the
parent church of St. Paul’, or “Rock
Creek church,” and of other churches
north of the Eastern branch.—Wash-
ington Star.

Olympic Games of Hercules,

The Olympic games of Greece were
established In very early times—ac-
cording to Greek tradition by Her-
cules himself. They became a truly
national festival In 770 B. C. Every
four years a series of athletic contests
were held In honor of Zeus on the
Olympic plain In Ells. The games at
first comprised chariot races, foot
races, boxing, wrestling, leaping and
running, etc. Later the drama had a
part and works of art were exhibited.
Garlands of olive twigs from the sa-
cred olive tree, crowned the heads of
the victors who were welcomed home
with triumphant processions.  The
games were kept up until 394 A. D,
and dates were commonly reckoned by
these Olympiads.  About that date
they were abolished by Emperlor
Theodosius I. Th the present century
they have been successfully revived
as an International contest.

England Swatting the Fly

Swatting the fly In England under
the Incentive of sanitation and health
propaganda has resulted In the reduc-
tion of the number of house files from
myriads to a comparatively few, ac-
cording to the medical assessor of the
ministry of pensions. He toured the
British Isles last summer and. In those
places where previously there had
been thousands of files, they were con-
spicuous by their absence, he declares.
Some out-of-the-way villages and
farmhouses still sheltered the grubs
and insects, hut the locations were not
numerous. There has been a very
great decrease. In the figures of Infant
mortality, as compnred to 1011, and
the Improvement Is credited by the
medical assessor to the relative ab-
sence of files.
