PLYMOUTH SCHOOLS 
NEED MOBE ROOM

The Plymouth Public Schools are 
badly congested with practically no 
way to relieve the congestion except 
through building. It is an accepted 
fact by all authorities on School Ad­
ministration that the largest number 
which should be placed in any lower 
grade room is forty, while the 
rooms in the first six grades, which 
were designed to care for forty 
pupils, have the following number 
of pupils:

Kindergarten—Forenoon, 39; Af­
ternoon, 44.

F irst Grade room, 54.
F irst and Second grade room, 49. 
Second grade room, 52.
Third grade room, 49.
Third and Fourth grade room, 40. 
Fourth grade room, 42.
Fourth and Fifth grade room, 48. 
Fifth grade room, 48.
Sixth grade room, 71.
A survey -of these grades, using 

the P. M. railroad as a division line 
in order to determine the number 
north of the railroad, and the num­
ber south of the railroad, shows the 
relative number from each side to 
be as follows:

From the above data it would 

seem practical, a t this time, to con­
struct a Ward school north of the 
P. M. tracks in order that the same 
might be available at the beginning 
of school in 1924. With the added 
facilities for travel between Plym­
outh and Detroit, which will soon be 
completed, it would be well for us at 
this time, to make preparations for 
the future. While the building of a 
new school house will entail the ex­
penditure of money it will probably 
prevent, in a large degree, much of 
the loss which we are now getting 
in the efficiency of our school sys­
tem due to over-crowding. The 
problem is nowhere as acute in the 
fall and s pring while it is possible 
to open wide the windows, but as 
cold weather comes on and we must 
depend upon forced ventilation, it is 
then that the impure air in over­
crowded rooms makes the best effort 
for children impossible.

Be sure to think this problem over, 
talk it over with your neighbors, and 
be present at the school meeting 
October 4th.

Traveler Describe* the Felucca as
Egypt's Floating Crockery Shop—  

Crew of Two Men.

What u felucca of the Nile Is, and 
«hat she carries, is thus described by 
un English traveler In Egypt, writ­
ing from Cairo:

Her huge canvas sail bellying from 
the curved yard, forging on her way 
like some freak swallow with one 

j white wing, a felucca sweeps down 
1 the Nile with the combined speed of 

the wind and a swift current. Her 
crew consists of two men, who squat 

I like monkeys high above hex deck, one 
! them holding the vessel's halliard 
*n his right hand while his left grasps 
the clumsy tiller.

But such a ship never sailed on any 
sea or on the waters of any river save 
the Nile. Her must and sail supply 

I her only visible connection with nav­
igation. She looks like a floating 
crate, and such. Indeed, she la.

Somewhere under the mountain of 
her cargo she has a hull of sorts. But 
she U piled, yards high, into a redoubt 
■of pink and brown earthenware Jars, 
and hundreds of similar pots, slung in 
nets, yards deep, on either side of her 
bulwarks, float her so high In the air 
thut her keel can hardly touch the 
water.

The felucca is Egypt's floating 
crockery shop. She Is on her way to 
Lower Egypt, hearing to Cairo and to 
scores of villages along the banks of 
the Nile the broad, cone-ended Jurs 
wherein water is carried, on the heads 
o< fellah women, from river and well.

Hex "home port” Is Kena, nearly 
400 totim ap the Nile, which from its 
poeweloo <4 t  peculiar turlety of 
otoijr has been fbx centuries the home 
m Egypt at the potter and hlfl handi­
work.-

The broad-based, narrowemouthed 
water-jar, or talus—whose name 
comes from the village near Kena 
where It Is mude—Is shaped not to 
stand, but to balance, on a woman's 
head. It Is familiar In all pictures of 
Egypt.

But the balas Is not the only prod­
uct of Kena's clay, though It Is the 
chief Item of native catering for na­
tives. The custom of upper-class 
Egyptians and Europeans Is secured 
by a species of clay vase, round-bod- 
led and narrow-necked, which Egyp­
tians called a kulleh and we. In 
felicitous Ignorance, a  •‘cooler."

It deserves Its name, and the ab­
sorbent properties of Its clay make it 
ooe of the best of natural Alters. 
Stand one kulleh on top of another, 
put your water In the upper one. set 
the whole erection in a draught and 
drink from the water that has Altered 
through to the lower Jnr Is the recipe 
for a thirst-quencher, perfectly pure 
and of a coolness which can be appre­
ciated only by summer exiles In the 
East.

Conquerors.

S ince th e  g re a t conquests of Peru 
an d  Mexico and  th e  lesser expeditions 
Into C en tra l A m erica and  our South­
w est, all ob jec ts m ade by th e  natives 
a re  m ore th an  likely to hav e  a divided, 
a r tis t ic  origin. In  m useum s very 
ca refu l d istinc tion  Is m ade betw een 
pre-C olum bian and  post-Colum bian 
a r ts .

T his Is in no sense proof of in ­
fe rio rity  o f n a t i \e  crea tive  power, but 
ra th e r  in d ica tes  th e  high s ta tu s  of all 
e s th e tic  expression  In these  favored 
regions since a r tia m s h lp  bad arisen  
to  a  point w here ad a p ta tio n  o f exotic 
Ideas w as w ith in  th e  scope of both 
m en tal a n d  physical pow ers. Only 
peoples dom inated  by Iron su p ers ti­
tions In re g a rd  to  th e  significance of 
design rem ain  unaffected through  con­
tac t. Only peoples lacking In tech ­
nical skill re fuse to  copy.

In  th e  accoun t of his first voyage 
to  H ispan io la which Colum bus sent 
back to  th e  court o f F erd inand  and 
Isabella, th ere  Is m ention of th e  n a ­
tive  a r ts  and a deep sa tisfac tio n  at 
th e  w ealth  and  c u ltu re  o f these  new 
lands. I t  w as su re  p roof to  the 
G enoese d ream er th a t  he had found 
th e  road  to  th e  fabulous Indies. It 
canno t be doubted th a t  Spanish  a r ts  
and  S panish  custom s an d  a ttr ib u te s  
w ere to  these  n ativ es  as  deep a m at­
te r  of in te re st. B ut th e  Insu lar popu 
lation  was n e ith e r la rg e  no r vigorous 
enough to  profit by th e  lesson. They 
w ere soon absorbed  o r destroyed in 
th e  first developm ent o f the Islands. 
F o r th is  reason  w e have no record  of 
Spanish  Influence here. T he rapacious 
an d  ignorant cruelty  of th e  first gold 
m iners, th e  In troduction  of negro 
slaves, subm erged  th e  s im ple native  
papu la tion  beyond all chance o f re­
dem ption.

W hen, however. C ortez landed on 
the coust of Mexico, in th e  y e a r 1591. 
th e  native a r ts  of th e  Aztec showed 
Spanish  Influence. T h ere  is a  tra d i­
tion tha t a ru n n e r ca rried  to  th e  court 
o f M ontezum a a naively d raw n sketch 
of his g re a t and  m ysterious ships. 
T he m eeting o f C ortez and  M ontezum a 
la te r  In th e  sam e year. Is Illu s tra ted  
In th e  Codex Rios, and  hs a  com panion 
p ic tu re  A lvarado, h is fiery lieu tenant. 
Is show n s lau g h te rin g  the Aztec nobles 
In th e  tem ple inclosure. It w as n a t­
u ra l enough th a t th e  superio r mili­
ta ry  accom plishm ents of th e  S paniards 
should m ake a s tro n g  Im pression on 
th e  A ztec m ind, them selves a w a rrio r 
ra ce  of no mean distinc tion . It Is 
n a tu ra l enough th a t  o u r own h isto ries 
should follow th is  sav ag e exam ple.—
