In  1911-12 th e  ca p ta in  of th e  F rench  
b a rk  E m llle  .p e llln e , hom ing from 
New Caledonia, reported  on reaching  
B ordeaux th a t  when roundii.„ th e  
H orn th e  ship b a d  run  in to  a vast 
field of g re a t icebergs and  th a t  w hile 
groping Its  w ay Into th e  open i t  passed 
a  g igantic  berg  th a t, to  th e  am aze­
m ent of all hands, w as ca rry ing  In a 
cleft a la rg e  th ree -m asted  schooner, 
p artly  d ism asted  b u t o therw ise ap p a r­
en tly  In tac t w ith  Its bo ats  still on the 
booms. T he ca p ta in  had m ade every 
effo rt to  find th e  su rv ivo rs b u t th e re  
w ere no signs o f hum an beings on the 
iceberg.

A G reenland  w h a le r out of P e te r­
head cam e upon a strange-looklng 
d e re lic t; th e  runn ing  g ea r an d  s ta n d ­
ing rigging w e re  broken and flying 
loose; th e  canvas w as in ta t te r s  and 
th e  hull was b a tte red  and  w e a th er­
worn.

In  th e  m ain cabin  on 
th e  floor w as th e  body of a young 
womnn. po rfeeily  p r^ je rv e d  by th e  
a /o tic  frosts. S ittin g  n e a r  It an d  not 
f a r  from  th e  long dead fire  w as th e  
body o f a  young m an still holding in 
his hands a  flint and steel, w hich he 
appeared  to  be strik ing . In  one of 
th e  cabins of th e  cuddy w as th e  body 
o f an o th e r m an ; he w as s ittin g  In a 
chair, leaning back in a m ost n a tu ra l 
position and  had  a ll th e  fresh n ess  of 
life  in h is a tti tu d e  and  expression.
