S the best college student judges in
the country (there were three men
on each team), Miller stood first
with both Jersey and Holstein cattle,
and ranked high enough in the other
breeds to lead the entire contest for
he sweepstakes award.

While M. A. C. teams have stood
high before in the national competi-
tion, this is the first time that the
premier honors among individuals

ave been brought back to the state.

The Michigan club boys judging
team also won high laurels at the
big show, finishing third among
twenty teams from states scattered
all over .the country. Illinois and
Connecticut won first and second
places, respectively.

The Michigan team was composed

3 of James Gallup of Gaastra, lron
county; Starr Northrop, Northville,
a\ﬁlayne county; Roland Stein, Ann
rbor, Washtenaw county, and Glenn
Livermore, Romeo, Macomb county.
A fitting team at the same show was
composed of Wayne Clark of Sand
Creek, Lenawee county, and Harland
Andrews of Adrian, Lenawee county.

The boys were sent to Syracuse by
the Michigan State Fair Association,
having won the right to represent
the state by virtue of victories in the
club boys’ judging work at the last
state fair.

CROP AND FARM LABOR RE-
PORT SHOWS DECLINE.

According to the special crop re-

port just issued by the U. S. de-
partment of agriculture bureau of
markets and crop reports at Lan-

sing, September rains have greatly
improved pastures, late potatoes,
sugar beets and some of the truck
crops, but the cool and wet weather
has delayed the maturing and har-
vesting of late crops.

Considerable damage has been
done to beans in the process of har-
vesting, and the heavy frost in

northern and some eastern counties,

stopped the growth of potatoes.

Of all the crops listed only pota-
toes, cabbages and sugar beets 'are
declared in good condition, propor-
tionately to last year. Farm labor,
as a result of special inquiry, is
found to be only 66 per cent of the
demand. The average wage paid is
$43 per month with board and $61
without board. The average day
wage is $2.80 with board and $3.65
without. The,supply is 59 per cent
normal.
