THE NEW HUSTON BUILDING

If  the weather permits, it is ex­
pected that actual construction work 
will soon be commenced on the build­
ings for the net* Wayne County 
Training School, which is to be 
erected on the land recently pur­
chased by Wayne county in North- 
ville township, which borders the 
Plymouth-Northville road and the

: and beautified with shrubbery, with 
jdrves laid out, etc. The board of

The California holly—Christmas ber­
ry—toyon—is lot very similar to the 
regular holly i i  structure, but the tint 
of the leaves and of the berries ap- 
proximtitex the colors' afforded by the 
regui.: r :-ort.

The leaves of toe California holly 
are not of the form of holly leaves, 
but the berries easily suggest the reg­
ular species. To make the effect seem ! 
more real, some florists of coast cities | 
mix the berries of the California holly 
with the prickly foliage of the live oak.

The. shrubs of the California holly 
grow 4 to “5 feet tall, a id the flowers 
appear in July and August, and the 
berries, which grow in large clusters 
similar to cherries, are ripe by Thanks­
giving and remain' on the trees for 
some time; although they do not keep 
well after being plucked. |

The plant is common in most of the | 
southern hnlf of the state, and at I 
Christmas time the rich cardinal ber­
ries contrasted with the full green of 
the foliage adds a gay note to the 
florists’ windows and the baskets of 
the street vendors.

The berries have a rather pleasant 
taste, somewhat add and astringent, 
and are “sometimes eaten by the In­
dians with great relish," according to 
Mary Elizabeth Parsons Cunningham, 
in “Wild Flowers of California.’'

Such has been the wild scramble for 
California holly at Christmas times In 
recent years that It has been necessary 
to protect the shrubs by law. It now- 
being a misdemeanor to gather the 
holly In the hills and along the high­
ways without the permission of the I 
owner of the property. Landowners, 
however, usually are willing for motor 
parties to avail themselves of a reason­
able supply of the rich red and green 
decorating material for home use. but 
dealers are often at a loss to supply | 
the demand at Christmas time.—C. F. j 
Wadsworth.

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FIND NO TRACE OF 
FRENCH COLONISTS

Recent D iscoveries in Florida 
Indicate M assacre .

ANNOUNCE DATES) FOR 
ANNUAL FARMERS WEEK

Bones of white men in an Indian 
burial mound on Miami bench and a 
few scant traces of an apparent 
French settlement near Lemon City, 
Fla., have aroused the speculation of 
citizens and scientists of Florida. The 
mysterious origin and fate of the set­
tlement have given renewed interest to 
old legends that have survived on the 
Florida coust through the centuries.

Edward F. Flannery, writing in the 
Miami Herald, describes stone steps 
discovered some time ago in Garden 
Isle Park, buried under debris. They 
have been carved out of the natural 
coral formation there. The steps lead 
from a lower level of ground which is 
at present the same level as the shore 
of Little river, to a higher level of 
ground. There four steps are carved 
in an artistic way entirely different 
from anything likely to have been con­
structed by Indians. Nearby in the 
same rock is cut an opening which evi­
dently served as an oven.

Ferney W. McVeigh,** on whose estate 
the stone steps were discovered, has 
concluded that a French settlement 
wag established there late in the Fif­
teenth century, from a party which 
left St. Augustine. History shows that 
St. Augustine had some internal 
troubles at that time which resulted 
In the migration of discontented fac­
tions to Southern Georgia, and it is 
possible that some went to other parts 
of Florida.

Mr. McVeigh believes there existed 
in the vicinity of Little river a race 
of Indians which subsequently disap­
peared.

DESERT HOLLY I
Though not profuse enough for gen­

eral gathering at Christmas time, and 
not as suitable as the regular holly for 
wreath-making purposes, the desert 
holly (I’erezia nana) of the Southwest 
is a peculiar little plaut with stiff, 
smooth, dull bluish-green leaves with 
prickly edges, like holly leaves, but 
nor so stiff. The plant bears one light 
purplisli-pink flower, the head about 
an inch long, with purplish bracts. 
The plant grows but two or three 
inches high, and looks somewhat like 
a little sprig stuck in the sand. An­
other plant with bluish-white leave*

Is sometimes used for wreaths on the
