LIBRARY SERVICE
FOBJRAL SCHOOLS

FREE USE OF COUNTRY' FACIL-
ITIES OFFERED TO TEACHERS

In an effort to increase the lib-
rary facilities in the rural schools in
Wayne County, a free library service
has been inaugurated by the Wayne
County Library so that a variety of
books are now at the disposal of
teachers. and schools. For three
months, a collection of 25 books may
be obtained for school use by any
teacher in the rural schools of the
county.

Should the teacher desire help in
selecting books for school orders, the
office of the county school commis-
sioner will give such help on appli-
cation. In addition to this service,
the teacher may borrow books for
personal use for four weeks. Be-
cause of the close connection of
county school authorities with the
Detroit Public Library, material on
almost any subject may be obtained
through the Wayne County Library
service.

Further material is at the disposal
of the rural teacher who may obtain
a loan of 50 books for from three to
six months by applying to the sec-
retary of the State Library at Lans-
ing. This entire service is free.

HOUSE WARMING FOR HOME
ECONOMICS STRUCTURE PLAN-
NED DURING FARM WEEX.

The new Home Economics building
which is n««rijig completion at the
Michigan  Agricultural College will
be opened formally on Tuesday even-
ing, February 6, as a feature of the
annual Farmers Week at the college,
according to announcement made
last week.

The building, whirfi is part of the
construction program at M. A. C. for
which fends were authorized by the
last legislatmn, srlll ns*.
the finest and most modern home

economics plants in the entire
country. Complete laboratory equip*
ment for experimental and teaching
work, class rooms, offices and special
features make the building a modal
of its kind.

While formal dedication of the
building will not be held until next
summer, the “house warming” will
mark- the real opening, as college
work will be conducted there daring
the rest of the year.
