A BAD FIRE

\J~. most disastrous fire occurred
early Monday morning, when the
plant of the Plymouth Agricultural
Association and “the Plymouth Pre-
serving Co.was burned to the ground.
How the fire originated is_unknown,
but when first seen by railroad em-
ployes in the yard, the flames were
coming through the roof. An alarm
was sent in, but owing to the burning
of a light pole, which stood near the
burning building, the wires were
burned” and the “electric service was
temporarily out of commission, and
the operafor at central was unable
to sound the electric fire siren. The
operator then began calling the fire-
men and also the Detroit Edison Co.
at Northville, who soon had a crew
of men here, and re-establishd ser-
vice in a very short time.

When the firemen arrived at the
scene of the fire, the building, which
owing to  its wooden construction
burned rapldlly, was a mass of flames,
and they could do but little. Nothing
in the building was saved, even the
books in the office, which were kept
in a metal case, were destroyed.
The building and contents were in-
sured. George C. Raviler, manager
of the Plymouth Preserving Co,
which occupied the building is unde-
cided as to his future “plans at
present.

People of Plymouth are to vote on
a bonding proposition, Monday even-
ing, January 28th, from 8 to 10 p.

Since the erection of the present
building, which was completed in
1917, and considered adequate for an
almost unlimited number of years
has been, due to Plymouth’s Tapid

The present building was designed
to care for 400 pupils in the grades,
instead of 549, and the high  school
to care for 264 instead of 377. The
increased pupils in the high school
have been cared for by crowding
labratories together and placing as-
sembly rooms 'in what were original-
ly labratories, and re-seating ~orig-
inal assembly rooms so as to make
them care for more pupils than they
were originally intended. One room,
which was intended to accommodate
66, is forced to accommodate 105 at
present.

The congestion in the grades is to
be further increased on Monday,
January 28th, due to the fact that at
that time 40 pupils, who have been
in the kindergarten for one year, will
start firsfc grade work, and”an addi-
tional group of beginners will take
their place in the kindergarten. The
addition of 40 more pupils in the al-
ready congested first three grades
will "necessitate having, during the
second semester this year, at least
three grade rooms, not counting the
kindergarten, on double sessions.

This is a_statement of conditions
as they are in the school at the pres-
ent time, and the only solution for
the problem lies in rushing our new
building to completion before school
OPens in September.  This solution
of the problem is possible if we start
at once. No community can afford
to neglect. the educational advan-
tages for its children, and therefore
, as superintendent of schools, ask
ou to consider the above data care-
ully and seriously.
