VILLAGE COMMISSION 
HOLDSJIUSY SESSION

At a regular meeting of the village 
commission held Monday evening, 
the commission amended the fire 
limits brdinance, which now includes 
the fallowing territory: That por­
tion of the village bounded by 
Church, Harvey, Ann Arbor, Main 
streets, Penniman avenue, Union and 
Dodge streets. Also 100 feet either 
side of Main street, between Ann 
Arbor street and Maple avenue. 
In north village, the limits as now 
amended will take in all of 
the block between Spring, Mill, Lib­
erty streets and • Starkweather 
avenue. Also a strip 100 feet wide 
between Mill and Holbrook on Liber­
ty street.

The commission also amended the 
ordinance relative to the moving of 
wooden buildings within the fire 
limits. As the ordinance now reads, 
it will not be permissible to move a 
wooden building withn the fire 
limits. That part of the building 
code relative to the submission of 
.plans for buildings to be erected 
within the fire limits, to the village 
manager for approval, and the issu­
ance of a building permit, will here­
after be enforced.
