T he h istory  of F o rt Cham bly goes 
back more th an  tw o and  u h a lf cen­
tu rie s  to th e  y e a r  In w hich Now 
F ran ce  received Its first substan tia l 
a ss is tan ce  from th e  m other cm nurv  
In com bating ib*- a tta c k s  of tin* ho>. 
tile  Iroquois. T he first fo r t w as erect­
ed  o f wood by Jac q u es de ('hum bly, 
a cap ta in  o f the Curignxn regim ent, 
a s  one of a s trin g  of fo rts  including 
Sorel and  S te. T herese. It w as built 
in  th e  form  of a square, 144 feet on 
each side, w ith p alisades 15 feet high. 
Inside th e  w alls w ere erected  barracks, 
a chapel and a house lo r  th e  com m and­
an t. Seven y ears  la te r  the fo rt was 
tem pora rily  abandoned and th e  Indians 
seized the opportunity  to  commit it 
to  th e  flames. It w as p a rtia lly  de­
s troyed  bu t wras  sho rtly  a f te rw a rd  re­
built, though on a sm aller scale.

I t  w as In 1709 th a t  th e  construction  
of th e 's o l id  s tru c tu re , the crum bling 
w alls of which rem ain  today, w as be-, 
gun. T he fall of 1711 saw  Its com­
p letion  and  fo r the next tw enty-three 
y ea rs  th e  new  F o rt Cham bly w as one 
o f th e  Im portan t m ilita ry  posts o f the 
colony. R um ors of w ar w ith England 
necessita ted  re p a irs  being m ade in 
1740. T he strugg le lasted  tw enty 
yea rs, and  in 1760 tlie fo r t w as su r­
rendered  to  th e  E nglish forces.
