NEAR BELLEVILLE.

Detroit Edison Company’s water
impounding project on the Huron
river, near Belleville, Mich.,at French
Landing, will be completed by the
end of this year. The power dam
being constructed at that point will
create a lake covering 1,300 acres,
and five miles in length, extending
from French Landing to Rawsonville.
The dam itself will be 1,100 feet long,
and the land acquired around its site
will involve 'an expenditure of- ap-
proximately $1,000,000.

The dam and power house are be-
ing connected by Phelps & Son of
lowa. The spellway will be 200 feet
wide, the power house and waste
gates 150 feet, ahd embankment 750
feet. The plant will develop 3,000
kilowatts through two vertical shaft
turbines.

Acquisition of the land involved
began eight years ago, and was just
completed this year. The project in-
volves changing the route of the
Belleville road, the new road now
being under construction at a cost of
$120,000, two-thirds of which is be-
ing borne by the company.

Tracts Wearing Art_
to Neolithic Woman

Neolithic woman';! entile efforts to
construct a roof for her primitive hut
gave rise' to the manufacture of fUk
stockings for modern girls. Prof. Har-
ris Hawthorne Wilder of the depart-
ment' of zoology at Smith college,
Northampton, Mass., baa traced the
history of weaving back to the Stone
age shelter and even suggests that the
apes started the practice which Is re-
sponsible for Twentieth-century dress
goods.

“The chimpanzees and orang-outangs
of the present day,” he says, “construct,
for themselves serviceable nests and
twine above them «<the smaller
branches, interlacing as well as their
thick fingers and Inferior brains will
permit. But the primitive woman was
far above this, and. In her twlg-twining
there Boon grew beneath her supple
fingers a definite system, by which,
perhaps, one set of twigs Interlocked
In a fairly regular fashion with a set
In the opposite direction. Next she
made baskets, constructed like the hut,
but made small and fastened to her
back, they greatly facilitated her work
of burden bearing.

“She then developed the new-found
art still further and applied It to the
construction of large mats, with which
to cover the ground of the hut. In
searching the forest for plant stems
she discovered the characteristics of
the fibers of flax. In some way, too,
she noticed the peculiar' virtue of
sheep’s wool, which was at first left
upon the hide and employed like other
furs. Twisting small tufts of wool
between the thumb and'finger d*aws
them out readily Into threads and -this
perfectly natural motion was prob-
ably often indulged In In Idle moments
before the Idea was seized upon and
definitely applied. A fairly good yarn
can be made by the fingers alone, but
the twisting can be more rapidly and
easily accomplished by the use of
something that can be made to rotate
after the principle of a top. Thus
came the spindle and .spindle whorl

“The simple stitches learned In
basket making were undoubtedly used
first In weaving with the more pliable
materials. But soon the greater pos-
sibilities were taken advantage of and
the fabrics and colored patterns that
were achieved In the valleys of the
Danube and Rhine before the horse
was tamed or the use of metals
learned, rivaled In beauty the cos-
tumes of modem peasantry In coun-
tries where primitive methods are
Still used.

"The native inhabitants of the two
Americas often use In their weaving
exactly the same process that the
women of the“Neollthlc age eriJptoyed.
Studies of the American Indians are
one of the profitable ways of tracing
the development of textile Industries.”

BACKWARD SEASON
EMERGENCY SITUATION.—M.
A. C. MAN WARNS AGAINST
HANDLING CROP TOO GREEN.

CREATES

With many fields of corn in the
state which will not mature for
grain harvest this year, because of

the backwardness of the season, the
silo is expected to pay its way rather
completely by providing a means of
handling the crop effectively.

The farmer with a silo, ‘according
to Prof. O. E. Reed, head of the
dairy division at the Michigan Agri
cultural College,,.will be able to save
all the crop that does mature.

One danger against which Pro-
fessor Reed cautions is that of put-
ting corn into the silo too green.
This is frequently done, it is said, to
avoid possible frost, but the silage
made from very green, sappy com
will make a washy, sour feed that is
unpalatable and does not have the
feed value it should.

“It is better,” says Reed, “to let
the'com stand until after the frost
than to put it into the silo too green.
When this practice is followed, the
corn should be cut as soon as possible
after it is frosted; otherwise there
will be considerable loss of nutri-
ment. The leaves dry very quickly
after a frost, become brittle, and are
easily lost off the stalk.

“If it is desirable to fill before the
frost, the corn should be cut and al-
lowed to He in the field for at least
twenty-four hours, or a' sufficient
length of time to lose some of the
excess moisture. The  excessive
moisture is the cause of sour silage.
It is better to let the com get too
dry, and then add sufficient water to
get the silage to pack well, than to
ensilo'the crop too green.” ’

BACKWARD SEASON CREATES
EMERGENCY SITUATION.—M.
A. C. MAN WARNS AGAINST
HANDLING CROP TOO GREEN.

With many fields of corn in the
state which will not mature for
grain harvest this year, because of

the backwardness of the season, the
silo is expected to pay its way rather
completely by providing a means of
handling the crop effectively.

The farmer with a silo, ‘according
to Prof. O. E. Reed, head of the
dairy division at the Michigan Agri-
cultural College,.will be able to save
all the crop that does mature.

One danger against which Pro-
fessor Reed cautions is that of put-
ting corn into the silo too green.
This is frequently done, it is said, to
avoid possible frost, but the silage
made from very green, sappy corn
will make a washy, sour feed that is
unpalatable and does not have the
feed value it should.

“It is better,” says Reed, “to let
the-com stand until after the frost
than to put it into the silo too green.
When this practice is followed, the
corn should be cut as soon as possible
after it is frosted; otherwise there
will be considerable loss of nutri-
ment. The leaves dry very quickly
after a frost, become brittle, and are
easily lost off the stalk.

“If it is desirable to fill before the
frost, the corn should be cut and al-
lowed to lie in the field for at least
twenty-four hours, or a sufficient
length of time to lose some of the
excess  moisture. The  excessive
moisture is the cause of sour silage.
It is better to let the com get too
dry, and then add sufficient water to
get the silage to pack well, than to
ensilo the crop too green/
