Secretary’s Report
The 1924 term of the Chamber of 

Commerce was started off with the 
biggest membership campaign in its 
history. Your directors realized that 
if the Chamber of Commerce was to 
accomplish its purpose,-it must have 
the backing of as large a percentage 
of the citizenship as possible and to 
that end set a goal of 500 members 
for 1924. Teams were organized 
and prizes offered. Every man in 
Plymouth and vicinity was solicited 
for his moral as well as financial sup­
port, with the result that upwards of 
three hundred members were se­
cured. This was the largest repre­
sentation that the organization has 
ever had, and its strength proved a 
great incentive for the directors to 
set about in earnest to accomplish a 
few noteworthy results.

At early i meetings, several minor 
matters were disposed of, among 
which was the adoption of a budget 
so that all expenditures would be 
kept within the limits of our bank 
account; the selection o f ' blue and 
white as official P. C. C. colors; the 
design and adoption of an official 
seal for use of the Chamber of Com 
merce, the village of Plymouth and 
all the Plymouth institutions; the 
appointment of a committee to urge 
local improvements upon the Pere 
Marquette Railway, the selection of 
the Shasta daisy and the larkspur as 
official flowers.

Your secretary, a t the request of 
the directors, appealed to the post- 
office department for additional mail 
service for Plymouth. His request 
was acknowledged by postal officials, 
and some early action was promised. 
At present, nothing has been done by 
Washington, but we are still keeping 
after them and hope to soon have 
some favorable action to report.

At the request of Fr. F. C. Lefevre, 
the Chamber of Commerce co-operat­
ed with the local churches, and in­
duced all stores to close from 12:00 
to 3:00 p. m. on Good Friday. Re­
ligious services were arranged for, a 
large turnout observed the day a t­

tending  sei vices at the Penniman 
• Allen theatre, where Rev. Strasen 
i delivered an appropriate address.
I An effort was made to establish a 
! “Clean Up, Paint Up and Plant" 
week. Posters were obtained and 
distributed, urging the public 'to use 
this week for the improvement of the 
appearance of their property. Some 
good resulted from our efforts and a 
foundation was at least laid for 
future campaigns of this nature.

Your Chamber co-operated with 
other local organizations for an ap- 
priate observance of Memorial Day. 
A very successful program was a r­
ranged and fi ting honor paid the 
Civil War veterans.

A publicity campaign was inaug­
urated for the purpose of advertising 
the merits of Plymouth. An attrac­
tive folder with views of Plymouth 
was printed, and this, with a personal 
letter, was mailed to .5000 Detroit 
residents. The letter and folder 
were designed to sell Plymouth to 
outsiders as an ideal place in which 
to build their future homes. The
