The Knights of
Pythias generously donated use of
their commodious hall, and an associ-
ation was formed known as the
Plymouth Masonic Building Associa-
tion.

ON HURON RIVER.

A new 700-horsepower hydro plant
will be built on the Huron river three
and one-half miles southeast of Ypsi-
lanti by the Ford Motor Co.

This will be the second Ford water-
power on the Huron river, the fifth in
the Detroit area and the ninth in the
United States. *

.The south end of the dam will rest
on a 40-foot bluff overlooking a nar-
row valley through which the Huron
ijneanders. The backwater will form
a lake about three miles long cover-
ing approximately 1,000 acres and
restoring to its original beauty what
scientists at Ann Arboj- say is the
dried up bed of a lake formed dur-
ing the glacial period.

The use of the water stored in this
lake will be of material benefit to
the present. Ford hydro plant at Flat
Rock, 10 miles downstream, by caus-
ing a steady flow in the river during
the dry season.

The head of height from the water
level above the dam to the level below
will be 33 feet. Two turbo-genera-
tors of 350 horsepower each will be
installed.

The Ford hydro stations now in
operation or under construction and
their horsepower are:

Twin Cities, 24,200; Menominee riv-
er, 10,000; Green lIsland, N. Y., 9,650;
Hamilton, O., 5,050; Flat Rock, Mich.,
940; Nankin Mills, Mich., 80; Phoenix,
Mich., 80; Plymouth, Mich., 40. Total
horsepower, 50,040.

CROP REPORT

The excellent yields and satisfac-
tory prices of the 1924 wheat crop
have revived the interest in wheat
growing. This has resulted in an
increased acreage being sown this
fall in Michigan and throughout the
country. According to the official esti-
mate issued recently by L. Whitney
Watkins, Commissioner of Agricul-
ture, and Verne H. Church, U. S. Ag-
ricultural  Statistician for Michigan,
the acreage seeded to wheat by
Michigan farmers is 968,000, a gain
of 46,000, or five per cent, over last
year. The dry weather that prevail-
ed throughout the fall months was
unfavorable for a vigorous growth,
especially where the crop was
sown late, and has gone into the
winter in many sections with a light
top growth. In other localities the
condition is fairly good. For the
state as a whole, crop correspondents
report an average condition of 88 per
cent on December 1. Some damage
by Hessian fly was reported from

several southern and southwestern
counties.
The area sown throughout the

United States is estimated at 42-
317.000 acres as compared with
749.000 one year ago, an increase of
approximately 65 per cent. The
condition reported is Bl per cenf,
which ia seven per cent below that
of the same date last year and 5.5
per cent below the ten-year average.

The acreage of rye in Michigan,
which showed a marked decrease last
year, has made a further decline of
six per cent. The amount seeded
this fall is estimated at 342,000
or 22,000 less than last year’s final
figure. The December 1 condition
was 86 per cent of normal, six per
cent below that of one year ago and
the ten-year average.

For the country as a whole, the
:acreage shows but little change from
last year according to the, prelimin-
ary estimate, it being 4,206,000 ai
compared with 4,173,000 sown in the
fall of 1923. The prospective outlook
is represented by a condition figure
of 87.3 per cent. The average on the
same date last year was 89.9 which
was tiie same as the ten-year aver-
»re-

The supply of farm labor'has in-
creased to 87 per cent of normal and
the demand has fallen to 79 per cent
of normal, the change in each case
being one par cent during the month
of November. This increases the
ratio of supply to demijjjflJju
cent as compared ‘
on November 1.
