Realizing that there has been an
urgent need for improvement in rural
schools, Mr. E. W. Yost and Mr. Fred
Fischer have adopted a plan to bring
about that improvement similar to
the zone system which has produced
such splendid results in the thirty-
six rural schools affiliated with the
Ypsilanti Normal College.  In order
to carry out this work efficiently two
new supervising-teachers have been
employed, making a total of three
supervisors in the county.

PLENTY OF WATER

The,Ann Arbor engineers have been
making tests on the new pump
stalled at the village water works
well.  This pump was expected bo
throw five hundred gallons of water
per minute, against a head of forty
feet. The tests showed that the ma-
chine was performing at a comfort-
able margin above requirements.
These tests and others made the last
couple of weeks prove that for pres-
ent needs the village fyts an abun-
dance of water. Besides keeping a
reserverof about a million gallons in
the reservoir, and-supplyrng the cur-
rapt needs of the village, which
doesn’t require pumping all the time,
a storage can be maintained in tire
ground around the well capable of
supplying another two hundred thous-
and gallon* per day.

of it, so much improvement in the
rural schools around Ypsilanti has
been brought about, it has seemed
that it might be of interest to many
to give a brief resume df what the
zone organization is and 0? what it

has done. Its work is carried on
through the Rural Department of
the Normal College at Ypsilanti.

Dr. M. S. Pittman, the head of the
Rural Department at the Normal,
was the originator of the plan. The
following, which explain* so well the
origin of the system, is taken from
“The Farmer’s Wife” for December,
1924.

“Dr. Marvin Sumner Pittman, Di-
rector of Rural Education, says it
‘happened.” When we come to in-
vestigate we always find that behind
every big ‘happening’ there- is a big
brain happen-ing it—not by dream-
ing but by working, till suddenly,
out s>f the roots of routine, blossom*
the flower of an idea.

“Chapter One, of the Ypsilanti
Idea, is laid in Oregon where Dr.
Pittman went as the organizer of the
Rural School Department just at the
time that the State had passed a law
requiring every county to employ
one school supervisor for each fifty
districts. He found the supervisors
untrained for their work and using
merely trial methods. Out of the
evident need sprang his first inspira-
tion toward the plan of training
which he is now developing at Ypsi-
lanti.

Chapter Two is laid in Brown
County, South Dakota, where Dr.
Pittman devoted a year to an experi-
ment to prove the value of super-
vision.

‘Chapter Three is laid in and about
Ypsilanti. When Dr. Pittman came
to Ypsilanti, it was with two definite
things uppermost in his conscious-
ness: one, a sense i-f the Rural Need;
the other, a wish > meet it.

He talked with. Dr. Charles
McKenny, president of the Normal
College, and Dr. McKenny said,
‘Many a good ship has gone to wreck

on the rock of mral education. I'm
back of you.
