legislature, a bill that strides the 
hardest blow that has ever been 
struck at divorces.

One of the tragedies of life Is that 
so many friendships which began well 
end badly.

Of all human relationships It Ls 
doubtful If there ls any sweeter, 
stronger, more disinterested titan a 
perfect friendship between two men, 
two women, or between a man and 
a woman.

H a rsh  R e lig io u s  L a w s
The term “Recusants" was first ap­

plied in England, In the reign of Eliz­
abeth (1558-1003), to those persons 
who refused or neglected to attend 
the services of the established church. 
Harsh measures were enacted against 
them, especially in the case of the 
Roman Catholic Recusants, who were 
fined 100 marks for wilfully hearing 
mass and double that amount for say­
ing mass, with a  year's imprisonment 
in addition, In both cases. They were, 
furthermore, disabled from inheriting, 
purchasing or in any way acquiring 
lands ; were forbidden to teach school; 
to hold public office; to keep arms in 
their houses, or io emne within ten 
miles of Loudon, . under penalty of 
10(1 pounds. They were not permitted 
to travel more than five miles from 
home without a special license, and 
could bring no action at law or in 
equity. Protestant Recusants were 
relieved from their disabilities by the 
Toleration act of 1089 and Catholic 
Recusants were relieved partially in 
1791 and completely by the Emanci­
pation act of 1829.—Kansas City Star.

PERE MARQUETTE
JMPROVEMENTS

The Pere Marquette railway’s 
budget for the current year will 
probably run to approximately $3,- 
500,000, of which $2,500,000 will be 
capital expenditures. .Of this amount 
there is an item carried over from 
the last year of $433,300, which pro­
vides, among other " works, $50,000 
for the completion of the new Ottawa 
yards at Erie; $84,000 for the ex­
tending of 20 stalls of the engine 
house a t Wyoming; $81,000 for grade 
separation work at Novi; $24,000 for 
building a bridge at Laporte, Ind., 
and scattering items that make up 
the balance. The rail program car­
ries an item of $575,000. This 
amount is to cover the purchase of 
12,500 tons of new 90-pound rail and 
the shifting of the rail being replaced 
on the main lines to less important 
sections of all divisions. Incidental 
to these are two'bther items—$27,000 
for rail anchors and $50,000 for tie 
plates. The ballasting program con­
templated includes 99 miles of work 
at an estimated cost of $227,000 and 
$100,000 is planned for ditching, cuts 
and widening of embankments. For 
bridging and grade separation work 
$357,000 will be asked for in the new 
budget. Of this amount, $198,000
