NEW  STAGE SEATING FOR MAY
FESTIV A L H AS B EEN  PROPOS­
ED.

The Ann Arlmr May Festival con­
sisting of six concerts, which will take 
place in Hill Auditorium May 20, 21, 
22 and 23, promises to stand out in 
distinct relief on the background of 
32 years during which the institution 
has Iveen in existence.

The problems which the University 
School of Music are  obliged to meet 
each year in presenting this classic 
event, which has brought world fame 
to Ann Arbor a re  varied and complex 
In nature.

There is the carrying on and com­
pletion of negotiations for the assemb­
ling of musical sta rs flitting about the 
world under various musical m ana­
gers: tbe procuring of the necessary 
music scores, both vocal und instru­
mental, and compliance with various 
copyright restrictions and perform­
ance r ig h ts : and added to this is the 
tremendous problem of publicity neces­
sary to a ttrac t the attention and bring 
to tbe concerts the great audiences 
th at are  invariably in attendance.

Regarding publicity, there is the 
display advertising in newspapers and 
other periodicals and preparation and 
distribution of various circulars, 
booklets, etc. The most pretentious 
of these booklets is the unnual May 
Festival announcement of 16 to 20 
pages containing pictures and bio­
graphical announcements of all the 
artists, the -programs in detail, and 
general information. Some 30,000 of 
these are  issued and mailed to that 
many potential music lovers.

Following this is the publication of 
the Official Program Book which is 
placed on sale a t  the time of the Festi­
val. This in itself is a most preten­
tious connotation of the programs in 
detail and Is really a  book instead of 
n pamphlet. I t  is sold a t  a  nominal 
price which by no means covers the 
cost of production.

Another practical but important 
problem is the erection of the supple­
mentary festival stage in Hill Audi­
torium. The stage extension has 
never been entirely satisfactory. Here­
tofore the stage has extended over 
four rows of seats on the main floor. 
The orchestra has then been spread 
out as a ribbon across tbe entire front 
edge with the artists in tbe back­
ground and tbe chorus still farther 
back. This year an entire new stage 
extension is being constructed under 
the direction of the Department of 
Bulldln#^ and Grounds. The coming 
festival will find the chorus seated 
in diagonal line at either end of the 
stage. The two portions being con­
nected at the rear by a few rows of 
seats leaving a large V shaped space 
in between for tbe orchestra.

Under this arrangement only one 
row of seats in the center on the 
main floor in front win be covered by 
tbe extension instead of four as in 
the p as t

H a s  G o u r m a n d iz in g  P o w er  
T h a t I s  R e m a rk a b le .

This greatest of unclean birds, the 
coudur, has been singularly unfortu­
nate in tne bands of the curious and 
scientific. More than fifty years have 
elapsed since the first specimen 
reached Europe; yet today the exag­
gerated stories of its size and strength 
are repeated in many of our textbooks, 
and the very latest ornithological work 
leaves us in douht as to its relation 
to the other vultures. No one credits 
the assertion of the old geographer, 
Marco l ’oIn, that the condor can lift 
an elephant from the ground high 
enough to kill it hy the fall, nor the 
story of the traveler, so late as 183U, 
who declared that a condor of mod­
erate size, just killed, was lying before 
him, a single quill feather of which 
was 2U good inches long, says a writer 
in tiie Wide World Magazine. Yet the 
statement continues to be published 
that the ordinary expanse of a full- 
grown specimen is from twelve to 
twenty feet, whereas it is very doubt- 
tul if it ever exceeds or even equals 
twelve feet. A full-grown male from 
the most celebrated locality on the 
Andes, now in Yussar college, has a 
stretch of nine feet. Humboldt never 
found omt to measure over nine feet; 
and the largest specimen seen by Dar­
win was eight and a half fee t from 
tip to tip. An old male in the zoo­
logical gardens of London measures 
eleven feet. Yon Tschudl says he 
found one with a spread of fourteen 
feet two incites, but lie invalidates 
bis testimony by the subsequent state­
ment that the full-grown condor meas­
ures from twelve to thirteen feet.

The ordinary habitat of the royal 
condor is between the altitudes of 10,- 
000 and 16,000 feet. The largest seem 
to make their home uround the vol­
cano of Cayambl, which stands exact­
ly on the equator. In the rainy sea­
son they frequently descend to the 
coast, where they may be seen roost­
ing in trees. On the mountains they 
very rarely perch (for which their 
feet are poorly fitted), but stand on 
rocks. They are most commonly seen 
around vertical cliffs, where their 
nests are, and where cattle are most 
likely to fall. Great numbers frequent 
Antisuna, where there is a great cat­
tle estate. Flocks are never seen ex­
cept around a large carcass. It Is 
often seen singly soaring at a great 
height in vast circles. Its (light is 
slow and majestic. Its head is always 
in motion as if in search of food be­
low. Its mouth is kept open and its 
tail spread. To rise from the ground 
it must needs run for some distance; 
then it Huiis its wings three or four 
times and ascends a t a low angle till 
it reaches u considerable elevation, 
when it seems to make a few leisure­
ly strokes, us if to ease its wings, 
after which it literally sails upon the 
air.

In walking the wings trail along the 
ground and the head takes a crouch­
ing position. I t  has a very awkward, 
almost painful, gait. From its inabil­
ity to rise without running a narrow 
pen is sufficient to imprison it. Though 
a carrion bird. It breathes the purest 
air, spending most of Its time soaring 
three miles ubove the sea. Humboldt 
saw one flying over Chimborazo. We 
have seen them sailing at least a thou­
sand feet above the crater of Pichin- 
cha.

Its gourmandizing pwwer bus hardly 
been overstated. We have known a 
single condor, not of the largest size, 
to make away in one week with a 
calf, a sheep and a dog. It prefers 
carrion, hut will sometimes attack live 
sheep, deer, dogs, etc. The eves and 
tongues are the favorite parts, and 
first devoured; next, the intestines.

We never heard of one authenticat­
ed case of Its carrying off children, 
nor of its attacking adults, except in 
defense of its eggs. Yon Tschudl says 
it cannot carry when flying a weight 
over ten pounds. In captivity It will 
eat anything, except pork and cooked 
meat. When full fed it is exceedingly 
stupid and cun be caught by the hand; 
but a t other times it is a match for 
the stoutest man. It passes the great­
est part of the day sleeping, more 
often searching for prey in morning 
and evening than a t noon—very likely 
because objects nre more- distinctly 
seen. I t  is seldom shot (though It Is 
not invulnerable, ns once thought), but 
is generally trapped or lassoed... —■-

C o n s ta n t S tru g g le  S e e m s  to  
B e  N a tu r e ’s  L a w .

Boars, bears and hyenas are formid­
able fighting animals. Wolves and 
other members of the dog family hunt 
in [jacks and are  clever fighters, says 
a writer in the New York Ileruld- 
Tribune. They are  fleet of foot and 
full of courage. Sanderson, the My­
sore hunter, gives some fine stories of 
the hunting capacity of dogs. lie  
tells about the conquest of an elephant 
by dogs named Marquis, a bull- 
mastiff; Lady, a bull-terrier; Bis­
marck, Yiper and Fury, pups of the 
above, nine months old, and Turk, an 
old bull-terrier. He said:

“I had taken my dogs to capture a 
hear In the jungle when we saw an 
elephant coming toward us. I decided 
to let the dogs attack him. Then the 
elephant turned and made off. lie 
had not gone 200 yards. Turk and 
Lady were up to it and Lady had se­
cured a cheek hold. Turk seized the 
trunk, Bismarck held an ear and Bill 
Sykes, another bulldog, had him hy a 
leg. Tl»e fierceness of this fight can­
not be told in words. The elephant 
roared lustily and dragged the dogs 
along, often on their backs, and ap­
parently In Imminent risk of being 
trampled to death. The smaller dogs, 
maddened by excitement, were yelling 
and snapping at the elephant's foot. 
This fight went on for hours until 
finally my men assisted the dogs and 
tied the elephant’s legs with a rope. 
All the animals were completely ex­
hausted and injured. All were bleed­
ing from numerous wounds. Plenty of 
milk and good, soft beds of straw 
soon put the dogs Into good bear- 
hunting condition, again."

This experienced hunter, in speak­
ing of the courage of bulldogs, sa id : 
"A bulldog is not dismayed hy any 
object, however strange. In this re­
spect It differs from every other 
created being.”

The Jungle world Is full of hlqody 
contests of this character. Every 
hunter can relate innume/able ex­
periences about animal combats, s tra t­
egy and the many types of armor 
nature furnishes the organic world 
with for assault and defense. It is a 
fighting world and must have fights, 
and, as Bishop Whewell, In ids Bridge- 
water treatise, wisely said long ago: 
"Regarding the material world, we can 
at least go so far ns this—we can 
perceive that events are brought about 
not by Unfitted interpositions of 
divine power, exerted in each ptirlTeti- 
lar case, but l»y the establishment of 
general laws."

The struggle of the whole of the or­
ganic orders for existence Is one of 
these general laws and would almost 
seem to be a necessary one.

F i n n i w h  S t e a m  H a t h

S o m e t h i n g  o f  O r d e a l
When the Finlanders carried off 

many prizes at the Olympic contests 
at Paris there was wonder as to what 
natural qualities or methods of living 
had given them this advantage. A 
writer In a Victoria paper, an English- 
speaking school teacher, who lived In 
a Finnish colony on Malcolm island, 
off the northern end of Vancouver 
island, thinks she has discovered one 
cause. It Is the steam bath, which Is 
so popular with the race and is even 
continued under hard and primitive 
conditions of the west coast of Brit­
ish Columbia. The steam bath with 
the Finns Is as popular as the bath­
room or afternoon tea with the Eng­
lish.

On Saturday afternoon the entire 
family took their steam bath, the boys 
and father first, returning “pink and 
clean and slumberous,” after which 
the visitor and ihe women folk took 
the Iautera and went down to the 
shed.

A blast of hot air greeted us as we 
opened the door. The shed was In two 
divisions and I gathered we were all 
to undress in the outer part.

“The inner part of the shed was as 
hot as a moderate oven. On one side 
was a high platform ami In the middle 
o f  the floor a big cairn o f  stones, some­
thing like an old-fashioned brick oven. 
Underneath was a fireplace, under 
which the fire was* dying out. There 
wars a tub of cold water, but I couldn’t 
see any hot water. The girls and I got 
up on the platform, and In the dim 
light of the lantern I felt as though I 
were taking part In some prehistoric 
ceremony. I also felt extremely un­
comfortable and absurd, physically 
and mentally. The heat was terrific 
near the root, but I am a sport and I 
gave out no sign or sound of com­
plaint.

"The mother, clothed In naught but 
her innocence, looking like a plump 
priestess performing sacrificial rites, 
began to pour water over the hot 
stones, and the place filled with 6team.

“ ‘You weel now sweat,’ said the 
girls, ‘and be not so hot.’ Sweat I cer­
tainly did.

“They passed along a piece of soap 
and little bunches of cedar twigs. ‘Rub 
yourself to get the tlrt out,’ they sahl. 
These cedar bunches were the only 
loofahs these children of nature had 
ever heard of, and I meditatively 
rubbed, the ‘tirt’ certainly came out.

“I had a headache next morning, and 
when Saturday came round again I 
said as tactfully as I could that I 
thought I would Just have my usual 
hot water bath in the washtub.”

Valuable Paper W eigh t
After being used for years as a 

common paper weight, what Is said to 
be the largest sapphire in the world 
has been taken from India to London. 
The Jewel Is worth more than $35,000, 
weighs 918 carats, and is In thg form 
of a plucked flower with a short, stem. 
It was acquired by a government of­
ficial In India who, ignorant of Its 
value, used it as a paperweight In one 
of the guard huts on the Indian 
frontier. The discovery of the Jewel 
was made by the director of Indian 
revenue when he visited the outpost. 
Its history has been traced to the 
Twelfth century when one of the Bel- 
lalla kings, while on a pilgrimage to 
Ceylon, was given the sapphire by a 
Buddhist monk. During the reign of 
this king the stone became the object 
of much veneration and was after­
ward captured by Malik Kaffur, the 
great general of Allandan. Later It 
came into the possession of a state 
official, but was lost about 1875. Ex­
perts are of the opinion th&t the Jewel 
was a hair ornament of an ancient 
deity, and there Is, It Is believed, a 
companion stone In existence.

Contradictory
Not far off the boulevard between 

Los Angeles and San Diego are some 
quaint towns and one of them has a 
unique garage. At one time It was a 
church, but now n double door has 
been cut through the side and the ves- 
tibute at the front is used for an 
office. But the blend of old and new 
affords a laugh to every traveler who 
stops there, for over the door, weather­
beaten but still readable. Is a scrip­
tural quoiation that, goes: “Behold, I 
have set before you an opeu door." 
And on the panel below the garage 
man has inscribed in red paint, “Posi­
tively no admittance."

Ihe public school aided by the church.
The oiggest call th at has ever come 

to the public school has come today 
I We m ust teach the child thrifts—we 
are  a spendthrift nation; we have 
little  regard for money. So we must 
teach the child the r ig h t use of it— 
how to save and how to spend wisely. 
We m ust also teach him civic respon­
sibility. In  our forefathers' time, 
every man went to the polls to vote, 
yet on April Oth only twenty-live per 
cent of our voters went to the polls 
to vote. We do not see our duty. 
We are living in an age of lawless­
ness. W hat will become of our 
governm ent if we keep on in this 
way? So we m ust teach th a t a 
child owes something to the com­
m unity in which he lives, and th a t, 
la te r he is going to have a civic re ­
sponsibility.

Now, a re  there any signs of an 
aw akening? And w hat are  they ? I 
Mr. Sawyer says that u few years ago ’ 
we were compelled to have only three 
months school while now we have 

j nine months. Only a  short time back 
' a teacher had to have only an eighth 
grade certificate. Now they must

fall they m ust have one year of

I mal. Another awakening is the di- 
j vorcing of the school from  politics, 
j in  a short time, instead of voting for 
, a man to run  our schools, he will be 
appointed by a board th a t  has only 

I the school a t  heart, regardless of 
whether he be a  Republican or a 
Democrat. He may be called from 
anywhere in the country.

A few years from  now we will 
have a secretary of education in the
president’s cabinet. Ju s t  th ink_we
have a secretary of agriculture, and 
vast sums of money are appropriated 
to produce u $ 1,000  hen or a $50,000 
cow; we have a secretary of w ar to 
make ammunition to shoot down our 
fellowmen; we have a secretary of 
navy to guard  our rights on the sea; 
and yet we haven’t  a secretary of 
education to develop the most worth­
while th ing on earth —the child.

But above all, the biggest awaken­
ing is the Parent-Teacher Association, 
fo r w hat we need today is co-opera­
tion. And when we realize th a t 
thousands of our parents and teach­
ers a re  bonded together in this great 
organization, we can accomplish any­
th ing  fo r the advancement of our 
public schools. Our country, our com­
munity. And give the world soldiers 
of peace, able bodied, intellectual and 
spiritual men and women.

THE CROP REPORT

The Nation's growing wheat crop 
offered the poorest prospect on April 
1, of any year except that of 1917. 
The condition is G8.7 per cent as 
compared with 8-'? per cent last year. 
This condition represents a production 
of 474,255,000 bushels, which is 
116,000.000 less then raised in 1024. 
The outlook; is the most discourag­
ing in the southern portions of Ohio. 
Indiana and Illinois, and over a 
portion of the southwest states of the 
wheat belt. The condition is much 
better in the northern tier of states.

In Michigan, the crop came through 
tlu* winter with very little injury, 
and the spring has been generally 
favorable. There were only scat­
tering reiM»rts of damage from freez­
ing and thawing during March, these 
lH-ing mostly in tlu- northwestern 
counties of the Lower Peninsula. 
While the top growth was less than 
normal last fall. The plants are alive 
and in good condition for growth if 
sufficient moisture is received. Tin- 
monthly report Issued by L. Whitney 
Watkins. Commissioner of Agriculture 
and Verne II. Church, f .  S. Agri­
cultural Statistician, shows the state's 
average condition to he So per cent, 
one per cent below last year and one 
IH-r cent above the ten-yeur average. 
Michigan farmers are to be congratu­
lated upon tins satisfactory conditio . 
when the general prospects in other 
portions of the country are so far Ite- 
low normal.

The condition of rye in Michigan 
is rated at 87 per cent, two points lie- 
low that of one year ago and one point 
l»eIow the ten-year -average. As is 
usual in most years, the condition 
averages slightly higher than that of

wheat. At the date of the report, 
rain is needed, hut the ontlook is gen­
erally good from every standpoint, ex­
cept in a very few local areas.

For the entire country, tlu- crop 
shows condition <>f S4 i*er cent, which 
is about the same as it was mu- year 
ago. hut nearly four in*r cent be­
low the average. Interpreting tin's 
condition figure, a crop of <51.052.000 
bushels will lie harvested if conditions 
remuiued normal throughout tlu* re­
mainder of the growing season. This 
would lie about two millimis less than 
produced last year.

Tlu* inquiry relative to pasture is 
rather early for Michigan., but shows 
a prevailing condition of -SO jht cent. 
The average for all states combine I 
is 85.5 p. r cent.

NEEDS EXPANSION.

The Bigelow Clay Products Co., of 
Birmingham, Mich., have just an­
nounced an expansion program which 
will mean much to the shareholders 
of this company in the future. The 
company is manufacturing approxi­
mately 15,000, hollow tile daily, but 
this production necessitates running 
the machinery only hours a day 
because there is not sufficient dryer 
ami kiln capacity to take care of the 
production which the machinery is 
capable of turning out in 10 hours. 
The big electric shovel in the mine 
runs only 4 hours daily. At a recent 
meeting of the shareholders at which 
over two-thirds of the stock was rep­
resented, it was decided to build eight 
or nine additional kilns, 15 additional 
dryers, purchase additional dryer 
cars, rails, tracks, oil tanks, oil burn­
ing equipment, etc., so as to increase 
tlu- production to around 58.000 hol­
low tile daily.

Fisher Bros., 
surveyors and engineers, have this 
work in hand and it is possible with 
the natural facilities a t hand to cre­
ate one of the beauty spots of Oak­
land County. This lake will be the 
nearest lake in Oakland County to 
Detroit and is said to be one of the 
most beautiful spots in this territory.

The plant is running 
smoothly now, the scrap has been re­
duced to a minimum, and its only 
matter of kiln and. dryer equipment 
to reach big production.”

A member of the Detroit Building 
Department recently made the state­
ment that those who build should use 
the building material near at hand 
and its only a matter of time when 
the majority of homes, stores, schools 
and churches, etc., in Oakland Coun­
ty and Detroit will be using hollow 
tile.

Reviewing Charles de la Ronclere’s 
recent book, “Decouverte de l'Afrique 
du Moyen Age,” E. Denneughero ob­
serves that in the Middle ages rela­
tions between Africa and Europe were 
much closer, more frequent and more 
congenial than In the succeeding more 
“enlightened'’ centuries, says L'Action 
Francaise.

“In the Thirteenth and Fourteenth 
centuries the kings of Aragon conclud­
ed a number of commercial treaties 
with the Arab rulers of Tunis, Tlemseu, 
Marrakech, Fez and Sldjllmassa. Ma­
jorca was formerly the seat of a fa­
mous Jewish cartographic school, of 
which the influence is apparent* on all 
of the Catalan planispheres. Charles 
V. sent Abraham Cresque’s Catalan 
atlas to the Louvre.

"These relations between Europe 
and central Africa were Indeed largely 
due to the Spanish and Moroccan 
Jews, polyglot by necessity and tire­
less international traders. They 
ceased at the close of the Fifteenth 
century, when the Arabs were driven 
out of Spain and when the Jews, also 
expelled, were being massacred whole­
sale by the Moslems In the Suharan 
oases (1494).

“One of the most Interesting chap­
ters of M. de la Ronciere's book de­
scribes this Jewish era in the Sahara. 
Throughout the Middle ages, in fact, 
the Jews In southern Algeria and Mo­
rocco, mentioned by St. Augustine, had 
extremely prosperous colonies In most 
of the oases. A ‘Jewish empire of the 
Sahara' may even have existed in the 
first centuries of our era. The first 
42 kings of Uhanna (up to the year 
790), which was the capital of a great 
and flourishing state, were white. He­
brew inscriptions to this effect have 
been found in the recently unearthed 
ruins of the city. Ethiopia, where 
there are still a few Israelites along 
the Blue Nile, had a Jewish king in 
the Fifth century.

“Supporting his statement upon the 
persistent references to the mysteri­
ous Beni-Israel tribes and other evi­
dence, M. Delafosse, author of ‘Les 
Noire de l’Afrique' and numerous oth­
er work*, believes in the Jewish origin 
of the Peuhls. The Aj^blan geogra­
pher, Khordadbah, tells us that in the 
Ninth century the Jews carried on a 
flourishing trade In slaves, ephebea, 
swords, hides and spices; and a KaU 
rouan Jew refers to a Jewish Saharan 
empire whose ruler was converted to 
bdamlsm. In the Fifteenth century 
Malfant reported the survival of a 
rivalry between the Jews and ‘Phil­
istines' (the Tooraregs) in the heart 
Of the desert-"
