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Three Business Places Were Broken Into and
Safes Rifled by the Robbers.

At.a late hour last Friday night or

early. Saturday morning, yeggmen
broke Into three Ttaafue?* places in the
village. The places visited by the
yeggs, were: the Chevrolet garage.

Towle & Roe Lumber Co., and Eckles
& Goldsmith.

At the Towle & Roe Lumber Co.,
the robbers gained entrance to the
office through a side door. The com-

bination to the safe was chiseled off,
and the cash box rifled of $62.33 in
money and $1,835.74 in cheeks.

At the Chevrolet garage, entrance
was gained by breaking the lock on
the back door. Here also, the com-

bination of the safe was chiseled off,
and the cash box rifled of its con-
tents. $142 and a few cents. The safe
at the Chervolet garage sets in the
front window of the office and the
robbers were in plain sight from the
street as they did their work

At Eckles & Goldsmith’s, entrance
was gained by prying open a back
window. As in the other/two places,
the combination to the safe was
broken off. and access gained to the
cash box. from which the thieves ex-
tracted $143.72.

As soon as the robberies were dis-
covered in the morning. Chief of Police

Springer was notified, and he im-
mediately got an expert from the
identification bureau in Detroit, to

come out aud get finger prints which
were left upon the safes. Aft.r care-
ful examination, it was found that
the thieves had worn- gloves, and it
was impossible to get any eclues by

the finger print method. Chief of
Police Springer is still working upon
the case

Plant in Detroit, Tuesday.

President Backus Welcomed the Plymouthites
andlE. C. Hough Responded for the

Home

Over one hundred business men and
uthers accepted tbe invitation «f the
Burroughs Adding Machine Co. of De-
troit. extended through the Plymouth
Chamber of Commerce, to be their
guests, at a luncheon held in the spa-
cious dining room of the company’s
plant in Detroit. Tuesday afternoon*
at oiie o’clock." At 11:30 o'clock a. in.,
the Plymouth delegation assembled at
Kellogg Park/"and, after a group pic-
tun* bad been*-taken by Photographer
L. L. Ball, they embarked in automo-
biles for tlu* city.

Arriving at the Burroughs plant,
the delegation was met by the officials
of the company, who proceeded to
make everyone feel at home. At one
o’clock, luncheon was announced, and
the hosts ushered their guests into
the dining room, where a delicious
chicken luncheon was served the
visitors. Tlu* eats were simply
line, and the service could not have
been better. At, each one of the
tables, a representative of the Bur-
roughs <Yy. was seated, to see that
everybody lio<T everything they want-
ed and to entertain their guests. After
the luncheon, the diners again hud
their pictures “took."

The guests were then taken to tlu*
auditorium. Where smokes were passed
around.  President Backus of the
Burroughs Co.. in a few.well chosen
words, welcomed the men from Plym-
outh to tin* Burroughs plant. He
prefaced his remarks by saying that
the company was not asklhg for any-
thing and had no axes to grind, but
that tin* invitation had been extended
to the business men of Plymouth to
visit tlu* plant, merely to get better

acquainted with one another. He
spoke of the company’s purchase of
142 acres of land ou the out-

skirts of Plymouth, and said as was
stated at the time of its purchase, that
it was acquired with a view to the
future expansion of the company, and
when the time came for this expansion,
a branch plant would be built at
Plymouth, but there wus no intention
of abandoning their presenr plant and
moving it to Plymouth. VIr. Backus
stated that tlu* Burroughs](V>. wished
to become a memlier of the Plymouth
Chamber of Comment*, that they were
interested in Plymouth, and wished to
do their part in any movement that
was for its liettenneiit and growth.

President Backus gave a short his-
tory uf tlu* great organization of which
he is the head, from its Itcginning up
tu the present time* that was very in-
teresting to those who heard him. He
then allied upon President Alfred of
the Pere Marquette Railroad. Mr.
Alfred touched upon the much talked
of commuters service between Plym-
outh and Detroit, saying that lie
thought Plymouth ha<j beneiitted more
hv not having such a service than they
would by having it, as it wus better
to bring industries to Plymouth- than
for the’workmen to live in Plymouth
and work in the city. He pointed out
the advantages of Plymouth as a ship-
ping center, and said the Pere Mar-
quette CP>. was ready to work with the
citizens of Plymouth and the Bur-
roughs Company in every way they
possibly could for the bepefit of both

The next speaker introduced was
Judge Franz Kuhn, president of the
Michigun Bell Telephone Co. Judge
Kuhn paid a splendid tribute to Plym-
outh as a thriving and beautiful vil-
lage. He pleased his hearers ~im-
mensely when lie announced that*the
Bell Company had secured an option
on a piece of property in the heart of
the village, upon which would be
erected a handsome building, to be
equipped with latest and best tele-
phone equipment to be obtained.

their plant, and for the splendid
luncheon and entertainment which
had been accorded them. He said that

while ilie Burroughs Co. had not asked
anything of the citizens of Plymouth,
nevertheless they would lie ready to
cooperate with them whenever the
opportunity presented itself, in every
way possible, and they would be given
a hearty welcome by the citizens of
Plymouth.

Following this, the visitors were
taken through tlu* great plant, which
was not only very interesting, but in-
structive as well.

ii was a most pleasant event in
every way. and it lias brought about a
most friendly and neighborly feeling
between the citizens of Plymouth aud
the Burroughs Co., which will live
long in the memory of ail those who
were -present.

The fnneral was held at the Riddle
home Monday afternoon at 2:00
o’clock. Rev. Joseph Vance, pastor of
the First Presbyterian church, De-
troit, officiating. The services wen*
largely attended, and interment was
in Briggs cemetery.

Mrs. Riddle was one of the few-
remaining pioneers—thal home-loving,
devout, reliable class, who caused the
wilderness to blossom as the rose.
She has budded an enduring monu-
ment. Columns of brass, corrode;
marble crumbles into dust, but he who
awakens within the human mind its
capabilities for is building npon
that which time cannot destroy, but
will grow fairer and brighter through
all eternity.

A BENEFACTOR DIES

It was in 1984 that Elwood Haynes
built and drove through the streets of
ah Indiana town what is said to have
been the first gasoline auto produced
in America. “Get the danged thing
off the road,” they yelled at him as
they struggled to hold their frighten-
ed horses. Haynes probably laughed at
the competition, for he could doubt-
less see ahead to the years when such
remarks would never again be heard.
And all that he foresaw came true
before his death just a few weeks
ago. He lived to see the day when
there is an auto for every two fam-
ilies in the country, and when at least
one out of every fifteen workers finds
employment in connection with the
manufacture, sale, repair or operation
of autos. Ilenry Ford popularized
the automobile, but it was Elwood
Haynes who first gave it to the world,
a fact which school teachers around
Plymouth should not lose sight of
when they are teaching our boys and
girls the good things that men have
done for the world.

THIS SOUNDS GOOD

We live in a land that produces
more and wastes more than any other
nation in the world, and vyet the
federal reserve bank of the U. S. has
just Issued a report showing that we
also save more. On April 1 last, 893
savings banks in various parts of the
country reported an increase in sav-
ings of $500,390,000 over a year ago.
Depositors in these banks saved
$47,000,000 mdre in the April just
passed than they saved in April, 1924.
These banks are not all in large
cities. Some are in towns no larger
than Plymouth, and the same thing
that prevails with them will hold
good with the other banking and sav-
ings institutions of the nation. This
looks like the hardest rap of all at
the man who argues that times are
not getting better and our people
more prosperous. It also offers a les-
son to those of our citizens who are
still complaining—and that is that if
they haven't got a little nest-egg
saved up in the bank it is because
they have neglected to take a dollar
or two around to the bank to start
one.

THE STRANGER KNOWS

Plymouth citizens may not have
noticed it. but a local paper is one of
the first tilings a stranger calls for
when he visits a town with a view to
locating in it permanently. If the
paper is filled with live ads. then he
knows there is business in that town
If it is not. he knows that it must be
either that the home merchants have
little to sell or that they doubt their
own ability to sell it. Then he con-
cludes that the community is either
dead or hard up—and he decides to
locate elsewhere. This is not theory
—it is a statement based on many
years contact with people who have
expressed themselves along the above

lines. The local newspaper is

accurate business barometer, and no
amount of billboard advertising or
load talk will offset that fact. Its
‘polumns are a faithful record of
actual conditions in the town and
community. You can “sell” your
goods to your neighbors and “sell”

your town to a stranger at one and
the same time. But you can’t do it
by ignoring the home-town paper.

along tbe roadside in a dying condi-
tion. Both were victims of their own
generosity—hikers along the road had
asked them for rides and then proved
to lie highway robbers. Not only are
such crimes being perpetrated in Ohio,
but in every state in the union. Al-
ways the driver is at a disadvantage
when he takes a stranger into his car
for a ride because he has both hands
occupied.

There are too many questionable
characters walking the roads now to
take chances, aDd the rgads around
Plymouth are no different from roads
in other sections jn this respect. The
motorist who would be safe should
keep this in mind, and especially
when driving at night.
hold fast to one rule, and that is that
when a foot traveler unknown to him
hails him for a ride, to drive on. It
is better to_be sorry for the pedes-
trian than for yourself later, for the
chances are very good, at the present
rate that crime is increasing, that you
will be the one left behind if the ride
is given. It has reached the point
where driving on is the only sure
means of escaping robbery, and possi-
ble death.

deputies, constables arid other munici-
pal police officers, to see to it that such j
quarantine and orders are enforced.

The outbreak of rabies now sweeping
the state is a very serious matter, and
any co-operation you may I able to
give in the effort to control the dis-
ease through the elimination of the
stray dogs will Ik*greatly appreciated.

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South American Impressions

BY CASS S. HOUGH

CHAPTR FIVE
The great Incarial Empire included
much more than *'uzco and its ad-
joining lands; it stretches far to the
south, some writers giving evidence of
its including the southern part of Lake

iticaca. As we leave Cuzco for
ijo. we must remember that the
route we are traversing is that trod-

den by thousands of these great people
—dead now four centuries. The mas-
sive ruins of the palace of Yuhuur—
lluaccae. aged father of the great
Yiraeoeha. are plainly seen mi either
side of the road, I|’'uno is reached,
and here we are on the banks of Lake
Titicaca, the highest body <£ navigable
water in the world. The Lake lies
at an average height of 12.500 feet
above the sea. about 300 miles from
the Pacific, and easily 2000 miles from
Ithe Atlantic shores of Brazil. The
great chain of Bolivian Andes or

rilillera Beal skirts the lake on its

saern side. This mountain chain,
from the towering peak of Hanko-
Yiua. or Illampu to the imposing mass
of the Illimani, southeast of the city of
La I'az. runs from northwest to south-
east. and the Lake in the same direc-
tion forms a deep trough west, or
rather southwest of that snowy range.
At sunset on a good day a magnificent
view of 200 miles of snowy Andes is
visible, from Illampu, the tallest of
the Sorata group, to Illimuui.

Leaving Puna at the upper end of
the Lugune of t'liucuito. the lake
spreads out before us, a placid water-
sheet of azure blue, with streaks of
emerald green here and there. The
skies above, to <l|iiote Carpenter

have all the lieauties of the An-
dean heavens combined with others
peculiarly their own."”

As we sail into the lake proper, we
can barely discern the principal
villages on the gently sloping Peru-
vian shores. Here and there, on great
points of land we can make out great
human stone statutes, such as the one
near Have. In the distance we can
see some of the Nevados that separate
the lake region. As we look over the
prow of the “Inca,” we see a rugged
promontory jutting into the lake.
The northern end of this point is
Titicaca Island, while its southern
continuation is the penim-ula of Co-
pacabana. As we look at the sharply
defined, lofty peaks surrounding Titi-
caca’s basin, we cease to wonder at
the name given the range—Cordillera
Beal—these majestic peaks are fully
deserving of this appellative. As the
sun sinks low. these great peaks be-
come golden, their bases a deep violet,
followed soon by n deep crimson just
as the sun sinks below the horizon.
The Master Painter is again at work.
Oh that Gainsborough of Inness might
be able to represent this panorama
with even a small part of the lum-
inous color that greets the eye here!
..Small isands dot the lake, unusually
close to shore, showing in all proba-
bility that they are a part of the main-
land, exposed by a drop in the water
level. Ruins are visible on nearly all
the islands, and even today small
bands of Indians, probably Inca-
Quichua mixtures, inhabit the larger
ones. We s»v their "Bolsas.” or small
straw boats, dotting the placid surface
of the lake, going from island to is-
land. or to the shore.

The journey across the lake oe-
supies> twelve hours, which passes al-
together too soon. By means of a rail-

y connecting with the boat ar-
rivals. we are soon on our way to La
Paz. capital of Bolivia, a compara-
tively new city, when compared to
Oruro and Potosl. the once fabulously
wealthy mining centers of Bolivia, but
now. with no semblance of their
former glory left, they are forced to
rank third and fourth with La Paz
ifnd Sucre ahead of them.

i'W e keep looking and looking for La
Paz. but we do not see it. Finally,
swhen our patience is almost exhausted,
the train slows down on the rim of a
great valley nestling in the Bolivian
Andes—there before us lies La Paz.
bathed in many colors, due mainly to
the brightly colored houses, with their
still brighter colored roofs. The des-
cent into the city takes very little
time; soon we are in the Plaza Mayor,
with its great Alameda stretching*-out
from it to north and south.

What brightly-colored clothes these
people wear—so much brighter than
the natives of f'nzoo and the other
small towns in Alto Peru wear. The
jieople are very different; here the
"Chains” predominate, the halfbreed
Indians, a slow moving, slow thinking,
suspicious, indolent race, which would
rather sit and chew coca leaves than
anything else. True they do have
their markets, but the sale of their
merchandise is a secondary considera-
tion with them. They have their in-
teresting articles for sale, such as the
great fur slipi>crs. big enough for both
feet, which they use as a foot-warmer,
articles woven from the alpaca wool,
ponchos, knitted cups (which look like
tlieirising sun seen through a prism)
—in short, a regular clothing store.
The main article of food for sale are
the “chuno" potatoes, already prepar-
ed or i>eeled by u process of tramping
on them with bare feet, much in the
seme manner as German sauerkraut
is made. Theee “chunos” are as
white as bleached bones, why?—lie-
cause they are frozen, and must bo
thawed out before eating. Then, too,
one can buy the native beer, “"ettieba.”
which is made from Indian corn, and
resembles in consistency our North
American buttermilk, only it has a
golden hue. This forms the principal
drink of the Bolivian Indians.

The women ure the salesmen in the
public market. They work while their
husbands walk about chewing coca
leaves, or squat in a convenient place
to talk to some other "hard working”
brave. It seems as though there are
as many babies as there are grown-ups
—ranging in age from a month to a
year, the younger ones often carried
on their mothers’ backs, in much the
same way as is a papoose of one -of
our tribes of North American Indians.

The llamas present an interesting
study, with their large, sensitive eyes,
proudly held heads, and majestic air!
This animal is the chief means of
transportation, and, from all appear-
ances, they are aware of the fact
They will carry about 100 pounds, and
the instant a bit more is added, they
will lie down and sulk, until that
extra weight is taken off. We must at
least give them credit for a generous
amount of “horse” sense. They are an
affectionate animal, and show great
devotion for their masters. Woe be-
tide the unfortunate person who of-
fends them, for they promptly spit on
the offender. Somewhere in  thair
months they secrete a decidedly evil-
smelling fluid, and once this touches
a person “all the king’s dry-cleaners

can’t remove the odor. In this they
are quite comparable ic the familiar
North American skunk. They are led
in trains, ranging from six to ten. On
each side of the great market ure ojien
squares where these beasts are herded
while their master is "busily" engaged
in having his wife and children eell
his wares. They stand in these open
air stables hours at a time, patiently
(*hewing their cuds, waiting for the
homeward journey. Nor is this beast
nf value solely as a means iff trans-
portation: their droppings form the
most important fuel in Bolivia. It is
not uncommon to see great piles of it
in the rear of. or sometimes in the
house itself. Considered in this light,
their economic value to the Bolivians
is far greater than ihat of our horses
to us. s it strange then that the
Bolivian people treat these animals

with almost the same thoughtfulnessT

as jHr cats, dogs and
cared far in our homes?

in early Bolivian history. It will he
remembered that early in the LRth
century, the Incas, as well as the In-

dians of the Bolivian highlands, were
quite passive. Then came the great
insurrection of Tupac Amaru the Inca.
All the Spaniards in the country sur-
rounding Sorata had taken refuge in
the city, aware of the fact that they
could easily withstand n seige But
the crafty Tupac, instead of waiting
to reduce the city by a long siege op-
eration. created a temporary reservoir
higher up on the Bio Coroico, and then
suddenly discharged its contents on
the doomed city.

We must leave Bolivia and the In-
dians and once more turn our faces
toward the sea. where we will re-
embark on the next sttge of our jour-
new, which will carry us to the cen-
tral part of Chile.

CHAPTER SIX

The descent from LaPaz to Arica is
soon accomplished, and we find our-
selves in the very heirf nf the region
over which so many lives have been
lost, although it appears now as
though Tncna will remain in Chilean
hands, as it has since 181)2. Here in
Arica  we see the VMorro." etemal
evidence of the grout battle foug
here, ending in the pushing of thous—
ands of Peruvians over the cliff onto
the rocks lielow.

The geographical location of Arica
is an important one. and it occupies a
unique position in the phyiscal-struc-
ture of the continent. It is practically
at the junction of the main axes of
the Peruvian and Giilean Andes, and
for this reason frequent vibrations of
the ground are felt, caused by the sub-
terranean disturbances. The shocks
are often quite violent, and Arica.
which was destroyed in 1605. suffered
much in the eighteenth century. Now,
however, the people have learned their
lesson, and their buildings are low,
and strong enough to resist quite vio-
lent shocks

The Chilean people are more Indian
than European by descent, and have
a very marked personality among the
South American populations.
are apparently cooler and more cul—
lected than their fiery neighbors, the
Peruvians, and other inhabitants of
the central and northern Andean r
and to me seem more sleadfasl

gions,
and tenacious of purpose. Elesee
Reclus says. "They often speak of

themselves as the English of the
southern continent by contrast with
the Peruvians, or rather the people of
Lima, whom they assimilate to the
French. They are described as re-
served, harsh and even cruel, and In
the last war with Peru they certainly
showed little pity for the vanquished.

They arc largely of Arnuoanian
lineage, but even then their language
is not the pure Castlllian. the Span-
ish language having undergone more
changes in Chile than in any of the
other Iberian colonies in the New
World. The Peninsular Spaniards
landing at Valparaiso Imd a great deni
of difficulty in understanding the
language spoken, on account of the
many Araueanian forms introduced!
and because the Chileans have a habit
of dropping the last syllable of their
words.

The remarkable tiling about Chile is
that it has possessed its homogeneity
more continuously than any of her
sister republics. This is explained liy
the proximity of the sea. which makes
it truly a maritime state, a state whose
importance is greatly enhanced by the
port of Valparaiso, which lies about
midway between the extrem of
the long const line. Similar p
were belli in ancient times by Pho-
enicia. later Greece, and still later
Venice, which countries, thanks to
their eomuinnd of the seas, were able
to enlarge their narrow boundarles by
colonies along the shores of the Medi-
terranean, Venice also going along the
entire coast of the Adriatic.

Due to this unity as a nation. Chile
hitherto has been smiled upon by the
fortunes of war in her conflicts wnh
her northern neighbors.' Let us look
then, at some of the ports on the Chll—
ean coast, where daily, tons of ship-
ping pass in and out.

As we coast south along the ralher
rugged Chilean coast, numerous small
settlements dot the waters edge.
Antofagasta, the most important of
these, commercially, froms a huge ag-
gregate of wooden and galvanized-Iron
houses, stores, workshops and depots
It is the great center of the silver in-
dustry. as well as the citrates, though-
by no means monopolizing the export
trade in that metal, and today is the
terminus for the longest, railroad run-
ning into the Bolivian plateau from
the Pacific.
