in  th e  final con test o f a  g re a t  n a tio n a l 
bee, th e  w inner of w h ich  w ill have th e  
t i tle  o f cham pion  speller o f th e  U nited  
S ta te s  co n ferred  on him  by no less 
th a n  P re s id e n t Coolidge.

, Lincoln’s Gettysburg Address

Fourscore and seven years ago our Fathers 
brought forth on this continent a new nation, con­
ceived in liberty, and dedicated to the proposition 
that all men are created equal. Now we are en­
gaged in a great civil war, testing whether that 
nation, or any nation so conceived and so dedicated, 
can long endure. We are met on a great battlefield 
of that war. We have come to dedicate a portion 
of that field as a final resting-place for those who 
here gave their lives that that nation might live. 
It is altogether fitting and proper that we should 
do this. But in a larger sense we cannot dedicate, 
we' cannot consecrate, we cannot hallow this 
ground. The brave men, living and dead, who 
struggled here, have consecrated it far above our 
poor power to add or detract The world will little 
note, nor long remember, what we say here, but it 
can never forget what they did here. It is for us, 
the living, rather to be dedicated here to the unfin­
ished work which they who fought here have thus 
far so nobly advanced. It is rather for us to be 
here dedicated to the great .task remaining before 
us—that from these honored dead we take in­
creased devotion to that cause for which they gave 
the last full measure of devotion—that we here 
highly resolve that these dead shall not have died 
in vain—that this nation, under God, shall hpve a 
new birth of freedom —and that government of the 
people, by the people, for the people, shall not 
perish from the earth.

B road changes in th e  s ta te  law s 
govern ing  th e  oi>eratiug of m otor 
•eliieles becam e effective re<*ently 

w hen th e  W ells-H orton-B utley-.Jew ell 
bill w a s tra n sm itte d  to  th e  d e p a rt­
ment of s ta te  b ea ring  th e  governor’s 
ig natu re .

F o r th e  first tim e a  positive dim m ing 
law  is on tla* s ta tu te  books. I t  s tip ­
u la te s  th a t  d riv e rs  sh a ll dim  n o t less 
th a n  600 feet o f an  approach ing  ea r, 
un less lig h ts  a r e  of a m m -glaring 
varie ty .

C u t-ou ts an d  exhaust w his tle s  here­
a f te r  a re  banned abso lu tely . T he 
law  s ta te s  specia lly  th a t  cu t-o u ts  a re  
not perm itted .

T h e  general passenger e a r  law . re la ­
tive to ligh t, tw o h ead ligh ts  in fron t 
and  one ta il lig h t—is unchanged, but 
a new c lau se  w as added  m ak ing  it 
m an d a to ry  fo r d riv e rs  to  h av e  th e  re ­
qu ired  num ber of lig h ts  function ing . 
F a ilu re  to  have a vehic le properly  
lighted can  now  he term ed reckless 
d riv ing , an d  a d riv e r 's  license may he 
suspended fo r  v iolation.

A rad ica l change iu the ligh ting  
system  fo r  busses an d  tru c k s  is p re ­
scribed. T ru c k s w eighing  m ore th an  
tw o tons and  passenger busses m u st 
have, in ad d itio n  to  th e  re g u la r  lig h t­
ing equipm ent, th ree  green  lig h ts  in 
fron t, a t  th e  top  o f th e  w indshield, and 
th ree  green lig h ts  a t  th e  point of 
g re a tes t v isib ility  iu th e  re a r. T he 
idea of th is  sec tion  is  to give iias- 
senger c a r  d riv e rs  w arn ing  when ap ­
p roach ing  a la rg e  com m ercial vehicle. 
O w ners, a s  well a s  o p era to rs , o f com ­
m ercial vehicles, a re  held liable.

T he new  law  p rovides d is tin c tiv e  
license p la tes  fo r com m ercial vehicles. 
Inasm uch  a s  p la tes  have a lre a d y  been 
issued fo r 1925 th is  sec tion  w ill not 
he enforced  u n til 1926.

C om m ercial vehicles, including  p as­
senger c a rr ie rs , m ust he equipped w ith  
speedom eters, a s  s ta te  itisjieetors 
m ore read ily  m ay cheek th e ir  sjieed.

D e alers  no longer a re  requ ired  to 
tra n s fe r  license p la te s  when a used 
e a r  is tak e n  in. T he t ra n s fe r  will 
now he d irec t to th e  p u rc h a se r ofl th e  
cur.

S tiff pen a ltie s  fo r v io lation  of any 
sect inti o f th e  act an* prescribed; 
F irs t o ffenders a r e  sub ject to a $25 
tine and  16 d ay s im p riso n m e n t: sec­
ond offense. $56 and  36 d a y s : th ird  
offense $160 an d  66 days.

CHAPTER NINE
A lthough th e  s ite  o f B uenos A ires 

w as one of th e  tirs t to  be chosen fo r
S pan ish  se ttlem en t, i t  is  no t th e  

o ldest c ity  of th e  republic . In  1535 
th a t  is e igh t y e a rs  a f te r  th e  erection  
of th e  fo r tre s s  of E sp ir itu  San to , n ea r 
th e  m ou th  of th e  C o rca ran a , D iego de 
M endoza w e n t up  th e  R iachuelo , and  
erected  a  few* h u ts  on th e  te rra c e  
dom in atin g  th is  s trea m . D ue to  th e  
opposition  on th e  p a r t  o f th e  Q uerand i 
Ind ians , a n d  th e  num erous a tta c k s  
grow ing  o u t of th e ir  h a tre d  fo r  th e  
S p an iard s , A lv ar N unez b roke up  th e  
se ttlem en t in  1542, a n d  res to red  th e  
d is tr ic t to  th e  In d ian s . T h u s  re ­
pulsed  th e  S p an ia rd s  tu rn e d  up  th e  
P a ra n a  an d  P ara g u a y  R ivers, w here 
th e  n ativ es  su b m itted  w ith o u t .m uch 
show  o f resistance. T h is  p rogress  in 
he in te r io r  re ndered  necessary  th e  
•stuhlishm ent o f a  jnist n e a r  th e  coast, 

to  act a s  a basis  of supplies fo r th e  j 
in te r io r  se ttlem en ts . So. in ,1580. J u a n  
de G uruy, u t th e  head  o f ab o u t 100 
so ld ie rs  resum ed  possession o f th e  ter- 
ruce o f B uenos A ires, an d  from  then  
on th e  e ity  h a s  been u i>erm anent one.

T he city , covering  a  very  la rg e  a re a  
in proiHirtion to  i t s  i>opulation. ex ­
ten d s ab o u t eleven m iles along  th e  
river, fron t B elgrano  to  B arru cas , an d  
ab o u t th e  sam e d is ta n ce  iu lund  from  
th e  riv er . In  p lan , the c ity  is  very  
ompu rub le  to  W ashington , a n d  o th e rs  

o f o u r  w ell p lanned  cities. T h e  mod- 
rn  bu ild ings a n d  s tre e ts  have been 

m erely g ra fted  ou a  liv ing  tow n, so 
th a t  one who knew  B uenos A ires fif­
teen y ea rs  ago  could  s t il l  find h is  w ay 
around , a lth o u g h  th e  nam es of s tre e ts  
an d  th e  locations of p laces o f business 
have been changed  considerab ly  d u ring  
th a t  tim e.

T he ch ie f c h a ra c te r is tic  of th e  city  
is to be found  In i ts  abou n d in g  v ita lity . 
S tre e t ca rs , au tom obiles, v ic to ria s  an d  
th e  like p ass  in endless succession 
th ro u g h  th e  A ven ida de M ayo, Calle 
F lo rid a , nud  o th e r  p rin c ip a l a r te r ie s  
of th e  to w n ; th e  sidew alks  a re  th ro n g ­
ed in th e  fa sh io n  o f o u r  la rg e  cities,

b ile th e  th e a tre s , re s ta u ra n ts , ca fes  
an d  tea  shops a rc  fu ll to  overflow ing 
m ost of th e  tim e. I t  is  indeed a  mod- 

•ity. d is tin c tly  so since th e  con­
s tru c tio n  of th e  subw ay system  tra v ­
ersing th e  g round beneuth  th e  A venida 

de Mayo.
T he ce n tra l p o rtion  o f th e  tow n is 

by f a r  th e  b u s ie s t: b u t  th is  te rm  “cen­
t ra l "  m ust be tak e n  m etum orpbica lly , 
r a th e r  th a n  in  i ts  geographica l sense. 
T h e  com m ercial an d  shopping  neigh­
borhood is in th e  ex trem e sm ith  o f the 
town, w hile th e  fa sh ionab le  avenues 
an d  bou levards ru n  up  n o rth  from  
th is, p a ra lle l to  th e  riv er , to  P alerm o 
P a rk , tlie g re a t  m un icipal re cre a tio n  
cen ter, a s  w ell a s  th e  prom enade fo r 
th e  e lite  o f th e  city , an d  'to  B elgrano, 
a  very  fa sh ionab le  suburb . I t  is  
w ith in  th is  ra d iu s  th a t  th e  m ajo rity  
of th e  p rin c ip a l bu ild iugs a re  s itu a te d .

T he ch ie f m onum ents a r e  co n c en tra t­
ed n e a r  th e  sho re  oil th e  sp o t w here 
J u a n  de G a ray  erec ted  lii.s firs t hum ­
ble hu ts . T he governm ental pa lace  
w as tlu ‘ old v iceregal fo rt, p a r tly  re ­
b u ilt a  num ber o f tim es. C lose by, 
th e  P la za  de M ayo is lined  by tbe 
Tow n H all. E xchange. T o n tro  Colon, 
a n d  th e  c a th ed ra l, b u ilt in 1752. a f te r  
th e  s ty le  of th e  M adeline in P aris , 
w ith  a p e ris ty le  of tw elve Corinthian 
colum ns su p p o rtin g  an  e lab o ra te ly  
scu lp tu re d  pedim ent. T he la te s t  and  
m ost no ticeable o f th e  governm ental 
s tru c tu re s  is  th e  H ouse of Congress, 
s itu a te d  a t  th e  w este rn  ex tre m ity  of 
th e  A venida, an  inqwisiug s tru c tu re  
w ith  a lo fty , slender, m arb le dom e th a t  
d om inates  th e  city.

T he p riv a te  estab lish m en ts , too. 
com pare fav o rab ly  w ith  those in the 

h le f c itie s  o f E urope an d  th e  i 'n i te d  
S ta tes . T h e  re s tu u ru n ts  a re  sm aller 

bu t offer a w ide v a r ie ty  o f 
well cooked foods, bo th  n a tiv e  an d  fo r ­
eign. u lthough. in m y opinion, th e  sty le  

king  is  decidedly  E uropean , 
m ostly  F rench . A rg en tin a  seem s to 
have fe w er d ishes ch a rac te ris tica lly  
A rg en tin ian  th a n  an y  o f th e  o th e r 
South  A m erican co u n trie s . T he larg e  
new  hotels, foreign  ow ned, enable th e  
tra v e lle r  to  hav e  every  convenience he 
could find in th e  m ost m odern hotels 
in th e  world.

o f  th e  th e a tre s , th e  T e a tro  Colon in  
th e  P laza  Lava lie. is undoub ted ly  th e  
finest. I t  is  a very  recen t building, 
decidedly classical G recian  in form , se t 

su rro u n d in g s  th a t  enable it  to  be 
n a t  i ts  best. I t  Is h e re  t h a t  a ll 

lie g re a t E u ro p ean  a r t is ts  come, a s  
Hie A rg en tin ian s  a re  loth to be s a tis ­
fied w ith  an y th in g  b u t th e  best.

T he m ost c e n tra l  a n d  no ted  avenue 
of clie c ity  is th e  A venida de Mayo. 
T h is  spacious an d  im posing th o rough­
fa re  s tre tc h es  betw een th e  P la za  de 
Mayo, w ith  th e  governm ental Palace, 
a m ile to  th e  New C ongress building. 
A long its  w hole length  th e  A venida is 
flanked w ith  bu ild ings o f th e  highest 
g ra d e—■ bu ild ings th a t  w ould g race  th e  
s tre e ts  o f any  of o u r  N o rth  A m erican, 
o r E uropean  cities, th e  most beau tifu l 
o f w hich  is th e  ofliee of l.a l ’rensa, 
th e  m ost im p o rtan t n ew spaper in 
S ou th  A m erica.

(Hie avenue, the A lvear, undoubtedly  
su rp a sse s  th e  A venida in  m any re­
spects. Loading th ro u g h  th e  m ost 
fa sh ionab le q u a r te r  of the c a p ita l to  
P alerm o Burk. th e  roadw ay  itse lf is 
(incom parably th e  broadest an d  best 
engineered  of a ll. I t  is lined th ro u g h ­
out w ith  m asses of flowers, tree s  and  
sh ru b s ;  g re a t public g a rd en s do t i ts  
co u rse : am i. m oreover, it  is  flunked by 
th e  finest residences in th e  city , m ost 
o f them  p a la tia l m ansions. A t i t s  cen­
t ra l  end. approached  by sh ad e d  g a r­
dens. is  th e  W estm in ster A bbey of 
B uenos Aires— th e  R ecoleta, w here 
a re  found th e  tom bs of hu n d re d s o f 
no tab le A rgen tin ians. I t  m ig h t be 
term ed th e  "city  o f th e  d ea d ,” fo r  i ts  
" s tre e ts "  a re  lin ed  w ith  tom bs an d  
chapels fo r houses—a  setting'Vlecidedly 
solem n an d  im pressive. H e re  on these 
g re a t  tombs, g en era lly  G recian  in  p a t­
te rn . is  w ritten , in th e  deeds of i ts  
g re a t  m en, th e  h is to ry  of A rgen tina , a l­
m ost from  its  very  found ing  to  th e  
p re sen t tim e. Q uite a  co n tra s t, in ­
deed. to  th e  ro a r  o f au tom obiles an d  
s tre e t  ca rs , an d  th e  m odern edifices a 
sca n t fo u r  blocks a w a y !

No m a tte r  how brief, a  descrip tion  
of B uenos A ires is  n o t com plete w ith ­
ou t som e m ention of th e  P alerm o  race  
trac k , w ith  its  huge s tad ium , th e  hom e 
o f th e  n a tio n a l sp o rt o f  A rgen tina . 
T he jo h rn ey  to  Palerm o  b rings o u t 
th e  sp o rtin g  in s tin c ts  of th e  “cocheros” 
to  tb e  u tm o s t Once c le a r o f th e  m ain 
s tre e ts , on th e  b ro a d  s tre tc h  o f th e  A l­
v e a r th e  cab horses s tre tc h  them selves 
out, an d  th e  occupants of- th e  v ic to rias  
feel th a t  th e y  a r e  th e  ones rac ing , fo r  
often  th e  e n th u s ias tic  “fa re s ” w ill b e t 
am ong them selves a s  to  th e  outcom e. 
Soon th e  course ,is  reached , and one 
gets  th e ir  firs t view  o f th e  g re a t  w h ite  
s ta n d s  w hich  com prise th e  H lpodrom o

A rgentiuo , th e  m ost in q io rtan t an d  im ­
posing of w hich  is  th e  -« tand  o f th e  
Jockey C lub, done in w hite m arble, 
w hich  rises  in tie rs  an d  is capped by 
a sp re ad in g  an d  very  g ra cefu l roof. 
T he c lub  i tse lf  is. inc iden ta lly , th e  
finest o rg a n iz a tio n  of i t s  k ind  in  the 
w orld.

T he enclosure w ith in  th e  oval course 
is indeed w orthy  of m ention. In  o rd er 
th a t  n o th in g  sh a ll h av e  been le f t u n ­
done. th is  p a r t  h as  been beautified  to  
m atch  th e  res t. Sm all strea m s, eanal- 
like in th e ir  "m an u fa c tu re d n ess” form  
a  n etw o rk  of silvery  b an d s in  th e  
lig h t o f th e  a f te rn o o n  sun—spanned 
by tiny , cream  colored bridges. M ore­
over. tb e  ce n te r abounds w ith  flower 
beds, an  item  usually  neglected in  th e  
m ajo rity  of race  courses.

S uch  then , is  tb e  n a tu re  o f th is  
m etropo lis o f th e  so u th e rn  hem isphere. 
I ts  suburbs , a lth o u g h  w o rth y  o f m en­
tion . a r e  imjM irtaut on ly  from  a  stand- 
IMiint of n a tu ra l  beau ty , a  f a c to r  so 
common in th e  m ake-up o f th is  g re a t 
L a tin  A m erican city .

T h ere  re m a in  sev era l o th e r c ities 
w orthy  of a  g re a t dea l of d e sc rip tio n : 
La P la ta . C ordoba. R osario , T ucum an. 
M ur de la  P la ta , a n d  o th e rs  b u t o f a ll 
these. La P la ta , th e  c a p ita l o f the 
p rovince o f  B uenos A ires is  th e  only 
one 1 w ill ta k e  tim e to  describe.

S itu a te d  n e a r tb e  m ou th  o f th e  P la ta  
riv er . La P la ta  is  th e  n a tu ra l  p o rt fo r 
B uenos A ires an d  C en tra l A rgen tina , 
au d  w ould have probab ly  rem ained  
such  had  no t B uenos A ires i tse lf  be­
come a  p o rt, an d  u su rp ed  th e  glory 
o f th e  fo rm erly  g re a t  po rt. I t s  b e a u ti­
ful public bu ild ings an d  p aved  s tre e ts  
fe ll in to  decay, g ra ss  sp ru n g  u p  be­
tw een  th e  pav ing  blocks— " it  seemed 
th e  sp lend id  corpse o f a  c ity ,” w rite s  
Koebel.

H ow ever, w ith  th e  beginnings of 
u n iv ersa l p ro sp e rity  w hich h as  p re ­
vailed of la te , it  has, phoenix-like, 
risen  fro m  its  lega rtliy , a n d  once m ore 
taken  on a  new  life. T h ere  is every 
ind ication  th a t  l.a  P la ta  w ill once 
m ore ra n k  w ith  B uenos A ires, an d  
o th e r im p o rtan t e ities  o f th e  republic . 
T h is  is  only fitting , fo r, n ev er w a s a 
prov incia l c a p ita l designed on so lav ­
ish  a  scale. T be b re a d th  of th e  
s tre e ts  an d  th e  s ta te lin ess  o f its  bu ild ­
ings is  alm ost aston ish ing . T h e  a rc h i­
te c tu ra l keynote s tru c k  in  a ll th e  pub­
lic bu ild ings, a r e  g ra n d e u r an d  m ag­
nificence. A side from  th e  in tr in s ic  
in te re s t a ttac h ed  to  L a P la ta , th e  tow n 
is w o rth y  of s tu d y  a s  u  specim en of 
m odem  tow n-planning.

CHAPTER TEN
A t the m o u th  of th e  P la ta  lies th e  

ca p ita l o f A rg en tin a 's  s is te r  republic , 
U ruguay— M ontevideo— a  city  w hich 
d a te s  only from  th e  e a rly  p a r t  o f tb e  
18tli cen tu ry , w hen Zabola. governor 
o r  Buenos A ires founded i t  a s  a  m ili­
ta ry  post a s  a  m eans of cu ttin g  ou t 
th e  Portuguese , w ho w ere th rea ten in g  
to  seize th e  e a s t b a n k  o f th e  es tu ary .

T hen  follow ed, y e a rs  la te r , tb e  t u r ­
bulen t d ay s of tbe revo lu tion  a n d  iu- 
deiieiuleuce in th e  P la tte  regions, d u r­
ing w hich  M ontevideo suffered  m ore 
th a n  a n y  o th e r cities in  th is  region. 
"F o r  nine years. (1S42-'51). th e  Colo- 
radns. w ith  G a rab a ld i’s I ta l ia n s  and  
th e  B asque F rench , to g e th e r w ith  tbe 
•Spanish, vio len tly  defended th is  ’New 
T ro y ' a g a in st R o sas ' lie u te n a n t O ribe ,” 
w rite s  R eelus in a  b rie f  o u tlin e  o f the 
c ity  h isto ry , "an d  a f te r  th e  d isa s te r  
a t  M onte Caserns, tile I’la te a n s  w ere 
com pelled to  ra ise  th e  siege a u d  p ro ­
claim  th e  free  nav iga tion  o f the 
riv ers , fo r w hich  th e  cu p ita l o f U ru ­
guay  w a s con tend ing  ag a in st B uenos 
A ires

T h e  c ity  is  well s itu a ted  on an  ele­
vated  h ead land  w hich  p ro je c ts  w est­
w a rd . n o rth  of w hich  th e  sho re line 
fo rm s a sem ic irc u la r depression, 
te rm in a te d  by th e  C erro . w hich  s tan d s 
opiHisite th e  c a p ita l a t  th e  en tra n ce  
to  th e  h arb o r. T he c ity  rises  m uch in 
th e  sam e m an n e r a s  th e  row s o f sea ts  
in an  am p h ith ea tre , tb e  low er tie rs  
tilled w ith  governm ent a n d  public 
bu ildings, th e  u pper t ie rs  com prising  
th e  re s id e n tia l d is tr ic t, th e  c ity  th u s  
p re sen tin g  a decidedly p lea sa n t se a ­
w ard  aspect.

T he people a re  q u ite  like th e ir 
neighbors a c ro ss  th e  r iv e r :  to  quote 
Kmuhnld, "T he populace, too. how 
d ifferen t from  th a t  o f a  B raz iiiau  
c ity  ! no negroes here, no ugly, looking 
P o rtu g u ese : but handsom e C nstillinns 
w ith  a good deal ol' In d ian  blood in  
th e  low er o rd e rs  o f them .” T he 
courtesy  of these  people is  ea sily  no- 
litv il ou th e  tho ro u g h fa res , w here, if  
by accident, a m an jo s tle s  a  passing  
w om an, o r som etim es even a fellow  
m an. lie w ill cou rteously  l if t  h is  h a t 
and  m urm ur. "F a v o r do disjH uisarm e." 
a tra i t  possessed by only th e  people 
of M ontevideo an d  Lim a. .A n d  In 
m any w ays th is  c a p ita l is  very  com ­
p arab le  to tin- c a p ita l of "P e ru , only 
M ontevideo is by fa r  th e  m ore m odern 
of th e  two. T oo m uch cannot be said  
in ilii> p ra ise  of th is  city , an d  th e  l i t ­
tle republic  of w hich it is  c a p ita l, fo r 
it  m ust Ik- rem em bered  th a t , a s  com­
p ared  to  th e  o th e r  c ities  of th e  con ti­
nent. M ontevideo is  q u ite  young, and . 
p e rh ap s th is  is  th e  reason  fo r h e r mod­
e rn  tendencies. Q uieu SabeV 

CHAPTER ELEVEN
Leaving  M ontevideo an d  U ruguay 

a s te rn , we sa il n o rth  along  tb e  B ra ­
z i l i a n  coast, w ith  i ts  hu n d re d s of 
bayous and  open ro a d ste ad s. * T he 
scenery  gets  m ore an d  m ore tro p ica l 
a s  we sa il n o rth , an d  th e  w e ath er 
w arm er. T h e  co u n try  seem s suddenly  
tran sfo rm ed  in to  a  flora l p arad ise—  
c o n tra s tin g  g re a tly  w ith  th e  barreD 
an d  a r id  w est coast o f th e  con tinen t.

O ur first p o rt o f ca ll on th e  B razil- 
linn coast is  S antos, th e  ch ie f p o rt  fo r  
a ll th e  coffee grow n in  th e  s ta te  of 
Sao  Paulo . S an to s  i tse lf  is  no t the 
o u te r po rt, b u t s ta n d s  on an  island  
ju s t  a ro u n d  a  p o in t o f lan d  w h ich  ex ­
ten d s in to  S an tos bay. S an  Vincente, 
th e  first se ttlem en t on th is  n a tu ra l  
bay, w as founded in  1532, a n d  lies 
ab o n t six  m iles e a s t o f th e  p resen t 
c ity  o f Sdntos. H e re  w as produced 
th e  firs t su g a r  in  B raz il, ex tra c te d  
from  th e  cane in troduced  fro m  M a­
de ira . and  i t  w as h ere  th e  J e s u it  
fa th e rs  estab lished  th e  firs t p rim ary  
school, in  1566.

S antos, th e  m eltin g  po t o f  na tions, 
ex ten d s along  th e  foo t o f th e  steep  
M onsera te  em inence, w hich  occupies 
th e  ce n ter of th e  island , a n d  is  crow n­
ed by a  church , com m anding a  superb  
View o f th e  neighboring  co u n try . T he 
s ite  o f  th e  c ity  is hopeless. T h e  soil is 
m ire, 6oaked w ith  ra in  an d  t id a l  w a te rs , 
m ixed  w ith  th e  sew age w hich  been 
ac cu m u latin g  fo r  y e a rs  N o p lace in  
th e  New W orld  h a s  suffered  so from  
th e  scourge o f yellow  fe v e r a s  Santos.

Y et, d esp ite  i t s  n a tu ra l  fe a tu re s , 
S an to s  is  th e  ce n ter o f a  la rg e  im p o rt

T w enty  five m iles w est an d  a  l i tt le  | 
n o rth  o f S antos, lies Sao  Pau lo , th e  I 
c a p ita l of th e  s ta te  b ea ring  th e  sam e 
mime—th e  m ost com m ercial a n d  in ­
d u s trio u s  s ta te  in  B raz il. T h e  c ity  
i tse lf  dat.es fro m  1560, w hen th e  J e s ­
u its  took possession of th e  high  bluff 
w hich n«»w occupies th e  ce n ter o f the 
city . Since th en  th e  c ity  h as  u n d e r­
gone a  ra p id  grow th , due in  th e  m ain  
to  th e  g rea t fields of coffee w h ich  s u r­
round th e  tow n, and  w hich have m ade 
it one o f th e  g re a te s t coffee cen ters  in 
th e  w orld.
