Picked Out Bad Place
to W rite Dispatches

Mr. F ran k  Scudam ore, who recounts 
th is  de ligh tfu l story In h is book, “A 
Sfieaf of M em ories." Is one of the 
m ost ce lebra ted  of w ar correspondents, 
and. na tu ra lly , has had m any In terest­
ing experiences.

D uring  th e  G reco-Turkish w ar he 
was w atching  th e  opening artille ry  
duel from  Inside' an Im portan t Greek 
fo rtress , and  when the firing ceased  at 
d ark , he and a fellow  correspondent 
sought a quiet spot w here they  might 
w rite  th e ir  d ispatches undisturbed.

T his w as not easy  to  find, a s  every­
one was so pleased w ith th e  resu lts  
of th is first day 's  work th a t  m erry 
p a rtie s  w ere being held all over the 
place.

A t last, however, they cam e upon a 
storeroom  of so rts, In which w as a 
profusion o f great and sm all cases, 
and  long boxes, together w ith Innum er­
able bulging sacks.

“T h is ,"  w rite s  Mr. Scudam ore, "w ^s 
obviously th e  place fo r us. We se t­
tled  ourse lves on a couple of sacks, 
and  p laced  tw o candles on an o th er 
such bag  th a t  lay betw een us.

"W e had  been w orking for, I sup­
pose. a couple of hours, w hen sudden­
ly a cu rious noise cam e from  th e  door- 
way.. I looked round. At th e  en trance 
stood a G reek officer, h is face ghastly  
white, h is eyes d ilated , and h is lips 
parted . F o r a  m om ent I  s ta re d  a t 
him. perplexed. Then h e  pulled him ­
self together.

“ ‘Mr. Scudam ore.’ he sa id  In Greek 
and very quietly, ‘will you bring me 
th a t  candle?’ I hastened  to pick w hat 
was le ft—It w asn 't m uch—off the
sack.

■' ‘And th e  o ther,’ w ent on th e  dull 
voice. I  picked th a t  up  also and 
stro lled  tow ard  .him. H e seized them  
both, flung him self back aga inst th e  
wall o f th e  corridor, and langhed 
long and hysterically . T hen, a f te r  a 
m om ent, he took m e by th e  hand.

" ‘T h is Is th e  pow der m agazine.’ he 
said , ’and  your candles w ere p lan ted  
on a sack  of explosives.

F rom  
here one ca n  look aw ay dow n th e  
coast, p a s t  C opacabana beach a n d  the 
m any o th e r g re a t  bath in g  spo ts w hich 
do t th e  sm ooth san d s of th e  coast. 
F a r th e r  In land  lies  th e  w a te rin g  place 
fo r R io t-P e tro p o lis—a  haven  o f flow­
ers  an d  b irds, w here th e  w ealthy  B ra ­
z illian s  spend th e ir  sum m er m onths. 
Across th e  bay is  q u a in t N ic the roy ; 
fa r th e r  along. T heresopolls. So one 
can see th a t  th e  b ea n ty  and  spell of 
Ilio  is  no t a ll in  th e  c ity  itse lf, b u t 
s tre tc h es  f a r  o u t in  a ll d irections.

T hen , too, B raz il has its  ho t springs. 
Us h ea lth  reso rts . T he so u th ern  p a r t  
of th e  s ta te  of M inas Geraesr* wedged 
in  betw een th e  s ta te s  of R io de J a n ­
e iro  an d  Sao P au lo  abounds m ore th«n  
an y  o th e r p a r t  of B raz il in  therm al 
w a te rs .

T he six  ch ie f sp rings  of th is  place, 
gaseous an d  alka line , resem ble those 
o f C ou trexv ille  . . .” . So we can see 
how very  idea lly  located  R io de J a n ­
e iro  Is, w ith  a ll th e  n a tu ra l  equip­
m ent necessary  to  m ake i t  one o f th e  
w orld ’s finest cap ita ls.

n o rth  an d  w est of th e  s ta te  of R io de 
Jan e iro , is  a m agnificent country , 
w ith  n a tu ra l  resources w hich m ake it 
independent of th e  w hole w orld.

"T he M inerlros of 
G e ra lis ta s , a s  th e  in h a b ita n ts  o f M inas 
G araes  a re  ca lled , descend p a r tly  from  
pure  o r m ixed P au lista s , p a r tly  from  
P o rtu g u ese  Im m igran ts

T he ca p ita l o f th e  s ta te  of M inas, 
O nro P re to . "B lack  G old" is  s itu a te d  
th ree  d ay s in land  from  Rio De. Jan e iro , 
n o rth  an d  w est of th e  city . N ever be­
fo re  have I  p u t in su ch  a  stren u o u s 
tim e as  I  did on th e  tr ip  up  an d  back. 
T he trav e llin g  fo r a co u n try  like B razil 
is very  c ru d e  In fa c t q u ite  com parable, 
if no t w orse th an  th e  t ra in s  run n in g  
from  A requipa to P uno  an d  Cuzco, bu t 
th e  t r ip ’s re w ard  lies iu  th e  g re a t 
m ines a t  O uro  P re to . P assagem , M ari­
an n a  an d  D iam an tina , th e  firs t th ree  
w ith in  a ra d iu s  of five m iles o f one 
an o th e r, th e  la t te r  an  o vern igh t's  t r ip  
from  O uro P reto .

O uro  P re to  occupies a ce n tra l posi­
tion in  th e  m ining  d is tr ic t  o f M inas 
G araes. W estw ard  rises th e  S e rra  de 
Ouro. to w ard s  th e  ea s t. S e rra  do 
Moedu, w h ile  d irec tly  behind th e  city, 
dom inating  i t  on th e  so u th east is th e  
p icturesque. twin-i>eaked Itacolum i. 
O w ing i ts  ex istance  to  th e  g re a t  gold 
fields discovered in  1698, i t  s ta n d s  on 
g round everyw here underm ined  by old 
galleries, in  w hich  is collected th e  very  
w a te r  used fo r d rin k in g  purposes by 
i ts  in h ab itan ts . T he s tre e ts  them ­
selves a re  m ere tren ch es construc ted  
in connection w ith  th e  m in ing  opera­
tions.

T hrough  th e  courtesy  o f  th e  E nglish  
firm ow ning an d  o p era tin g  th e  O uro 
P re to  an d  P assagem  m ines, w e w ere 
allow ed to  spend a w hole day  in  th e  
m ines am i w orks, u n d er a  very  compe­
ten t guide, th e  su p erin te n d en t him self. 
T he most o u ts ta n d in g  fe a tu re  of the 
m ine is  th a t  i t  is  th e  deepest in  th e  
w orld, w ith  a  m ain  s h a f t ex tend ing  
m ore th a n  u m ile in to  th e  very  bowels 
of th e  e a r th . As th e  lif ts  go deeper 
an d  deeper th e  a i r  gets w arm er, and  
w hen we finally reach  num ber th ree  
level, the h e a t is  so oppressive tjia t 
we m u st remove o u r coats an d  sh irts , 
so  th a t  we w ill n o t ca tch  cold when 
we re tu rn  to  th e  surface .

T he m ine i tse lf  h as  l>een in  con tin ­
uous opera tion  fo r  m ore th a n  tw o 
h undred  yea rs, an d  in i t s  day  lias 
given tip enough gold to  ransom  a 
whole herd  o f k ings and  w hat-nots. 
T oday its  o u tp u t is  ab o u t f 200,000 an ­
nually . As we w alk  th ro u g h  th e  d ark , 
a lm ost sufficating  tuuW ls, flashing o u r 
ca rb ide  lig h ts  here an d  there , th e  
w alls fa ir ly  g listen , bu t not w ith  gold. 
T he ore is  m ined in g re a t "stopes” or 
enve-like excavations, and  is tra n s ­
ported  to th e  su rface  by th e se  cable 
" lif ts .” thence to  the c ru sh ers  and  
panners . T he w orkm en, bu rly  B ah ian s  
fo r th e  m ost p a r t, w ith  an  occasional 
M ineiro. do n o t seem  to  m ind th e  h ea t 
of the stopes. T hey  w ork  ten  hours

day . w ith  only a  h a lf  h o u r 's  v is it 
to  th e  su rface  d u rin g  th is  p e r io d ; and 
w hile they  a re  above ground, usually  
from  tw o to tw o -th irty  in  th e  a f te r ­
noon. th e  b la s ts  a re  se t off. A fte r 
;tving th e  fum es a chance to  get out, 

they  re tu rn  to  th e ir  a i r  d r i l ls  o r picks, 
and  s tay  th e re  u n til five-th irty—all 

w ork fo r six  o r seven m ilre is a 
day, ab o u t sixty-five o r seventy cents 

A m erican m oney. T h e ir lunch  is 
c a rrie d  to  them  in  th e  m ines, from  the 
om pany  k itchen , so th a t  they lose no 

tim e ea ting . A very cu rious fact 
about th ese  m iners is th a t  th e  labor 
tu rn o v e r is about 100 p e r cent yearly .
I w as inform ed th a t  th is  is  <lue to  
th e  n a tu re  o f th e  people— they a re  the 
A rabs o f South  A m erica, an d  m u st al-
w ays ;>e on  th e  go.

In te restin g  indeed , was the hom e in
w inch wo stayed  during o u r s tay  in
Ouro ITefo. I t  w as a one-storied af-
fa ir , built on th e  side of a hill. T he
m ain. o r on ly  door w as a piece o f our-
p e n tr \ resem bling our ardeii gates.

CHAPTER TWELVE
Leaving  S au tes  in  th e  la te  a f te r ­

noon. i t  is  b u t an  overn ig h t’s  ru n  to 
Rio de Ja n e iro , th e  tro p ica l E den  of 
th e  so u th e rn  hem isphere, w hose bay 
h as  no peer in th e  w orld , an d  is  a p ­
proached  only by th a t  o f M elbourne, 
A u stra lia .

T w o c itie s  face  each  o th e r a t  th e  
en tra n ce  of R io bay. N ictheroy  and  
R io de Jan e iro . T he one s t il l  bears 
th e  old In d ian  nam e o f th e  basin , 
w hile th e  o th er, th e  P o rtu g u ese  nam e, 
reco rd ing  th e  f&ct th a t ,  w hen firs t 
discovered, th e  in le t w as tak e n  fo r  th e  
m outh  of th e  g re a t  " rio ” o r river. 
N lchtheroy  is  th e  ca p ita l o f th e  s ta te  
of R io de Jan e iro , w hile th e  city  of 
R io is th e  c a p ita l c ity  of th e  R epublic 
o f B razil.

T he eu tru n e e  to  lti<> hay is divided 
in to  tw o channels, th e  one mi th e  w est, 
about <500 y a rd s  w ide. li tt le  used, and 
th e  ea s te rn  one about 10OO y a rd s  wide, 
th ro u g h  w hich n ea rly  all th e  sh ipping  
passes. As th e  tra v e lle r  rou n d s th e  
point o f Cajie F rio , he com m ands a 
fu ll view  of th e  island-studded  harbor, 
w ith  th e  huge I ta ip u  peak  on th e  e a s t 
side of th e  en tran ce . In  th e  d istance , 
d irec tly  back  o f th e  c ity  p roper, a 
world o f p innacles an d  dom es comes 
in to  view — th e  hazy  o u tlin es  o f G avia, 
TijucH. an d  C orcovada, th e  whole 
m erging  in to  a g re a t m oun tainous 
m ass s tre tc h in g  to  th e  rugged S erra  
d a  E stre lla  and  th e  "O rgan  R ange.” 
T he "StutiH* o f L ib erty ” of B razil. 
Puo d ’A ssnear. 1270 fe e t  h igh, tow ers 
above th e  w este rn  e n tra n c e  to  th e  
h arb o r, c rea tin g  un to ld  happ iness  in 
th e  h e a rts  o f B raa ilia n s  re tu rn in g  
home. D o ttin g  th ese  num erous bluffs 
a re  g re a t  fo r ts , equipped w ith  p ow er­
fu l const defense guns, read y  a t  an  in ­
s ta n t 's  no tice to  p lace an  alm ost im ­
p en e trab le  b a rra g e  a t  th e  m outh  of 
th e  harbor.

T he firs t se ttlem en t here w as p la n t­
ed by th e  H ugeno t ad v e n tu re rs, who 
e s ta b lish e d . F o r t  Coligny in 1555. and 
w as assu red  perm anence w hen th e  
P ortuguese  ca p ta in  E stac io  de Sa 
es tab lish ed  h im se lf on th e  m ain land  
n e a r " S u g a r L paf." A fte r h is d ea th  
th e  colony w as m oved to  th e  foot of 
“M orro  do G aste llo” .prom m iotory. and  
since th en  th e  city  h as  developed ab o u t 
th is  a s  a cen ter, u n til today  i t  s tre tc h ­
es m ore th a n  a m ile e a s tw a rd  and  
w estw ard . I t  is  h e re  th a t  today  we 
find th e  fa sh ionab le  shopping  stree t, 
R ua de O m  idor, s i tu a te d  in  a  section 
w here bu ild ings a re  so crow ded to ­
g eth e r. th a t  a r tif ic ia l lig h ts  a re  neces­
sa ry  a t  a ll tim es.

I f  th e re  is  a n  e a rth ly  P ara d ise , to  
my m ind. R io  de Ja n e iro  is th e  place. 
No tra v e lle r  who h a s  bt*en on  th e  bay 
a t  n ig h t w hen th e  moon w a s sh in ing  
o ver tiie city , m ak ing  the huge m usses 
of palm s s tan d  o u t in hold re lie f 
a g a in st th e  ligh ted  sky. can  help  b u t 
sigli and  p in ch  h im se lf to m ake su re  
he is aw ake. No a r t is t  could ever 
p a in t a p ic tu re  th a t  w ould  do th e  
scene even a sm all am o u n t of ju s tic e . 
Only n a tu re  can. an d  she h a s  c e rta in ­
ly produced a  m asterp iece  here. B u t 
th e  spell o f R io is  n o t lim ited  to  th e  
n igh t tim e. T he c ity  seemed to  c a s t 
a sih‘11 o ver me. I  f e lt  in  a  s tran g e  
new land . T h e  re m a rk a b le  p a r t  o f it 
is th a t  even in i ts  a s to u n d in g  g row th  
R io h a s  not lost an y  of th a t  charm  
w hich it h ad  y ea rs  ago. A lthough 
au tom obiles an d  s tre e t  c a rs  m ove no is­
ily u nder th e  g re a t palm s lin in g  the 
drives, th ey  s till  keep  th e  qu ie t d ig ­
n ity  w hich th ey  possessed before the 
era  of au to m atic  m achinery .

Tin* in h a b ita n ts  of R io a re  d is tin c t­
ly a race  of th e ir  own. Du-ring the 
process o f i ts  g ro w th  R io h as  laid  
as id e  ra c ia l b a r r ie rs— blood o f a ll 
n a tio n s  h as  been in term ing led , u n til 
th e  p ro d u c t is— B razillians-—of w hich 
fac t th e  people a re  very  p roud. I t  is 
no d isg race  here to  have Negro. S p an ­
ish . P o rtuguese. F ren c h  an d  o th e r 
bloods ru n n in g  in one 's  veins. They 
a re  not called "h u n k ies ."  “greasers ,"  
and  file like here, th ey  a re  a ll one—  
B raz illians . As a whole, th ey  a re  
r a th e r  an  indolent lo t. T hey  w ould 
ra th e r  w ork  an  h o u r to  get ou t o f a 
ten  m inu te 's  job  th a n  perfo rm  th e  
ta sk , an d  th ey  a re  p ro u d  of th is, proud  
of th e  fa c t th a t  no th in g  an n o y s them . 
I tru ly  believe th a t  i f  th e  city  w ere 
to fa ll in ru in s , th ey  w ould s i t  calm ly 
by. an d  th en  le isu re ly  se t ab o u t to  
build  it  nii. T h is  c h a ra c te r is tic  w as 
well show n w hen I asked  a  prom inen t 
m erc h an t of R io if  th e  in h a b ita n ts  of 
th e  c ity  d id  n o t fe a r  d isas tro u s  re­
su lts  from  th e  revo lu tions in Sao 
P au lo  and  P a ra , l i e  rep lied , “Senor, 
Sao I’a u lo  and  P a ra  a re  very  d is ta n t. 
Wh.v shou ld  we w orry  ou rse lves w ith  
the tro u b les  of these  peoples? T he 
federa l troops will p robab ly  s to p  it in 
a little  w hile." Im ag ine  i f  you  can 
an  in h a b ita n t o f Chicago ta lk in g  tiiis  
way i f  civ il w a r s ta r te d  in  th e  so u th ­
ern  p a r t o f Illino is o f som e n eighbor­
ing  s ta te !

W ith in  easy  access lie the 
m oun ta ins o f T iju ca  and  C orcovada. 
from  w hich an  excellen t v iew  of Itio  
an d  th e  h a rb o r a re  ob tainab le . As 
one rid es  th ro u g h  th e  v irg in  tim b er 
crow ning  th e  slopes of T iju ca  an d  Cor- 
eovada. he fo rgets th a t  w ith in  a 
sto n e 's  th ro w  is a  m etropolis— he feels 
aw ay  tiff in th e  w ilderness, broken 
only by th e  passing  of a n  occasional 
c a r t  of fire wood, o r  th e  step s  o f some 
pedestrian . W ith in  ten  m in u te 's  ride  
of tb e  ce n ter o f tow n is th e  cable c a r  
to  c a rry  th e  s ig h tse er to  th e  top of 
"S u g a r Loot'." so nam ed from  th e  s il­
houette  it  p re sen ts  to th e  sky. F rom  
here one can  look aw ay  dow n th e  
coast, p a s t  C opacabana beach  a n d  th e  
m any o th e r g re a t  b a th in g  spo ts w hich 
do t th e  sm ooth san d s of th e  coast. 
F a r th e r  in land  lies th e  w a te rin g  place 
fo r Rio^—P etropolis— a  hfiven o f  flow­
e rs  and  b irds, w here th e  w e alth y  B ra ­
zillians  spend th e ir  sum m er m onths. 
A cross th e  bay is  q u a in t  N ictheroy  
fa r th e r  along, T heresopolis. So one 
can see th a t  th e  beau ty  an d  spell o f 
R io is  no t all in  the c ity  itse lf, b u t 
s tre tc h es  f a r  o u t in  a ll d irec tions.

T hen , too, B raz il h a s  i t s  h o t springs, 
i ts  h ea lth  reso rts . T he so u th e rn  p a r t  
o f th e  s ta te  of M inas G eraes, wedged 
in  betw een th e  s ta te s  of R io de J a n ­
e iro  an d  Sao  P au lo  abounds m ore th a n  
an y  o th e r p a r t  o f B raz il in  th erm al 
w a te rs . H e re  a re  to  be found, w ith in  
easy  reach  o f th e  c a p ita l, in  a  very  
h ea lth y  clim ate, a l l  th e  re s to ra tiv e  
conditions w hich  so m an y  citizens of 
R io  tra v e l y ea rly  a l l  th e  w a y  to  
E u ro p e In sea rch  of. -The M ils w hich  
r is e  so u th  of th e  C am panha b e a r  th e  
nam e o f ‘‘S e rra  d a s  A guas V irtu o sas ,” 
"R an g e o f  th e  S a lu ta ry  W a te rs ,” an d  
a  chu rch  erec ted  on th e  spot, d ed ic a t­
ed to  “O u r L ady  o f H e a lth .”  R eclus 
says in  p a r t, “ . . . an d  tra v e lle rs  hav e  
a lre a d y  been a ttra c te d  to  th e  sp rings

of C axam bu. a  w a te rin g  p lace  over 
tw o m iles sou thw est of Raependy. a t 
th e  fo o t o f a  dom e-shaped m ountain . 
T he six  ch ie f sp rings  of th is  place, 
gaseous and  a lk a lin e , resem ble those 
of C ou trexv ille  . . .”

R ela tiv e  to  th e  in h a b ita n ts  of the 
s ta te . R eclus says. "T he M ineriros of 
G e ra lis ta s , a s  th e  in h a b ita n ts  o f M inas 
G araes a r e  ca lled , descend p a r tly  from  
p u re  o r m ixed P au lis ta s , p a r tly  from  
P o rtu g u ese  Im m ig ran ts  . . .”

T he ca p ita l o f th e  s ta te  of M inas, 
O urn  P re to , "B lack  G old” is s itu a te d  
th ree  d a y s  in land  from  R io D e Jan e iro , 
n o rth  and  w est o f tb e  city . N ever be­
fo re  have I p u t in such  a  s tren u o u s  
tim e  a s  1 did on th e  t r ip  up  an d  back. 
T he trav e llin g  fo r a  co u n try  like  B raz il 
is very  cru d e  in  fa c t q u ite  com parable, 
if  n o t w orse th an  th e  t ra in s  run n in g  
fro m  A requipa to  Puno  a n d  Cuzco, b u t 
th e  tr ip 's  re w ard  lies in  th e  g re a t 
m ines a t  O uro  P re to .

o u ro , to w ard s  th e  east, S e rra  do 
M oeda. w hile d irec tly  behind th e  city, 
dom in atin g  i t  on th e  so u th eas t is  th e  
p ictu resque. twin-i>caked Itaco lum i. 
O w ing its  ex is tan ee  to  th e  g re a t  gold 
fields d iscovered in  2698, it  s ta n d s  on 
ground  everyw here underm ined  by old 
gallerie s, in  w hich  is  collected th e  very  
w a te r  u se d  fo r  d rin k in g  pu rposes by 
its  in h a b ita n ts . T he s tre e ts  th em ­
selves a re  m ere tren ch es co nstruc ted  
in connection w ith  th e  m ining  o p era­
tions.

T hrough  tlie  courtesy  of th e  E nglish  
firm ow ning  and  o p era tin g  th e  O uro  
P re to  an d  P assagem  m ines, w e w ere 
allow ed to  spend a w hole d ay  in  th e  
m ines an d  w orks, u n d e r  a  very  com pe­
ten t guide, th e  su p erin te n d en t him self. 
T he m ost o u ts ta n d in g  fe a tu re  of th e  
m ine is  th a t  i t  is  tb e  deepest in  the 
w orld, w ith  a m ain  shaft- ex tend ing  
m ore th a n  a m ile  in to  th e  very  bowels 
of th e  eu r th . As th e  lif ts  go deeper 
an d  deeper th e  a i r  g e ts  w arm er, and  
w hen we finally  reach  num ber th ree  
level, th e  h e a t is so oppressive th a t  
we m u st rem ove o u r co a ts  and  sh irts , 
so th a t  w e w ill n o t ca tch  cold w hen 
we re tu rn  to  th e  su rface .

T he m ine i tse lf  lias lieen in  contin­
uous o jiera tion  fo r  m ore th a n  tw o 
hu n d re d  y ea rs , am i in its  day  lias 
given  up enough gold to  ransom  a 
w hole herd  of k ings an d  w hat-nots.

T hey  w ork  ten  hours 
a  day . w ith  only a  h a lf  h o u r’s v is it 
to  tlie su rfa c e  d u rin g  th is  p e r io d ; and  
w hile they  a re  above ground, u sually  
from  tw o to  tw o-thivty in th e  a f te r ­
noon. tiie  b la s ts  a re  se t off. A fte r 
g iv ing  tiie fu m es a  chance to  get out, 
th ey  re tu rn  to  th e ir  a i r  d rills  o r picks, 
an d  s tay  th e re  u n ti l  five-th irty— all 
th is  w o rk  fo r six o r seven m ilre is  a 
day. ab o u t sixty-five o r seventy  cents 
in A m erican m oney. T h e ir lunch  is  
c a rrie d  to them  in  th e  m ines, from  the 
com pany = k itchen , so th a t  th ey  lose no 
tim e ea ting . A very  cu rio u s fa c t 
abou t these  m iners is th a t  th e  labor 
tu rn o v er is ab o u t 100 p e r cent yearly . 
1 w as in fo rm ed  th a t th is  is  d u e  to 
th e  n a tu re  of th e  people— th ey  a re  th e  
A rabs of S ou th  A m erica, and  m u st a l­
w ays he on th e  go.

In te res tin g  indeed , w as th e  hom e in 
w hich we s tay ed  d u rin g  o u r s ta y  in 
o u ro  P re to . I t  w as a one-storied  a f ­
fa ir . built ori th e  side o f a h ill. T he 
m ain, o r only door w as a piece o f c a r ­
pen try  resem bling  o u r gard en  gates. 
T h is would he hooked on th e  outside, 
th e re b y , affo rd ing  pro tec tion , accord­
ing  io o u r  hostess. T he " sa la ” or 
p a r lo r  conta ined  all the re lic s o f th e  
fam ily  fo r ai le a st ten  generations, 
an d  1 w as alm ost a f ra id  to move, fo r 
fe a r  tha i 1 w ould d is tu rb 'so m e th in g  
w hich had probab ly  stood in th e  sam e 
spot fo r fifty years.

O ver th is  w as a th in  
s tra w  m attress , covered w ith  a  p a ir
