HOTIWEATHER .

Sections of the United States com-
plaining just a few weeks ago that we
were having all our winter in the sum-
mer time have had occasion recently
to change their tune, for weather his-
tory records that the first wefk in
June was the hottest for a like period
in 51 years.

We have had no deaths in Plymouth
due directly to intense heat, but dur-
ing the first week in the month almost
20 fatalities were reported from all
sections of the country, and all report-
ed were adults. How many children
succumbed will never be known, as in
most instances their passing is credited
to infantile troubles and not directly
to hot weather. And yet it is the
little tots that suffer most from heat,
as they are not capable of looking
after their own comfort.

HERE TO STAY

That the breeding of horses and
mules is ou the increase and that the
industry shows brighter prospects
than it lias for years, despite the tre-
mendous increase* in auto production,
is shown by a bulletin just received
from the U. S. Department of Agricul-
ture. It contains some interesting
figures, especially to those Plymouth
citizens who-long ago predicted that
the automobile would very soon make
horses so scam* that they would only
be seen in remote sections, or in side-
shows.

On February 1. 1925. the estimated
farm price for horses was $77.63, which
compared with the $73.78 valuation of
February 1. 324, shows an increase
of $3.85 per head.  Market demand
for draft horses and mules is now
greater than at any time last year, and
the number of animals in general use
has not shown a decrease. ~ One-half
of the horse stock of the country is
over ten years old, and one-fifth over
fifteen years of age. The report de-
clares that breeders are only worrying
over one thing—not a total disappear-
ance of the horse, but their ability to
breed them in sufficient numbers for
replacement purposes.

FRUIT CROPS WILL BE SMALLER
THAN LAST YEAR.

Only fair crops of apples, peaches
and pears are now expected in the
United JStates this year. Department
of Agriculture crop officials declared
last week. Frosts in late May reduced
prospects in many scattered sections,
particularly In some of the central
states, Virginia, Michigan and portions
of New York.

The condition of apples on June 1
was nearly 10 per cent below the usual
average on that date. The northwest-
ern states expect more apples roan
were picked last year, but for the
country as a whole the crop seems
likely to be lighter, although much de-
pends on the rainfall during the next
few mouths.

Peach production shows a largelin-
crease in California where most of the

+ crop is canned or dried, but in prac-

tically all other important states the
crop is expected to be substantially
smaller than last year. Even in
Georgia, where many young trees are
coming into bearing, the crop is ex-
pected to be less than 7,000,000 bushels
compared with 8"38,000 bushels last
year.

The pear crop also is reported only
fair this year, California alone among
the important producing States expect-
ing materially larger crop In the
preceding season. '

POSSIBLE TO GET
TOO MUCH SLEEP

At Least, That Is Opinion
of English Writer.

That too much sleep diminishes the
nervous energy and degenerates the
small arteries Is the opinion of
Vaughan Dryden, who writes as fol-
lows In a London paper:

Persistent opponents of summer
time are never tired of asserting that
It "deprives people of their natural
sleep.” This is all very well: but no-
body yet has defined when we ought to
sleep and how many hours. Many peo-
ple sleep far too much; and It Is a
well known scientific fact that exces-
sive sleep diminishes the nervous en-
ergy and degenerates the small arteries
and capillaries of the brain.

Sleepiness is generally a sign of men-
tal lethargy; neither Sancho Panza nor
the Fat Boy In "Pickwick.” outstanding
examples of doughty sleepers, were
noticeably brilliant. Sir John Sinclair
roundly declares that too much sleep
"blunts and destroys the senses, and
renders both the body and mind unfit
for action." Sir Herman Weber, the
author of "Longevity aod the Prolonga-
tion of Life,” blames the habit of
sleeping more than eight hours for the
premature decay of mental faculties.

Many men of active brain are satis-
fied with little sleep. John Wesley
was up at 4 o’clock every morning.
Immanuel Kant slept very little, re-
marking that much sleep exhauststhe
energy and shortens life. The latter
conclusion is borne out by the fact
that many long-lived people spent but
a short space of their time in bed.

Sir Julius Benedict slept only four
hours a night, and lived to he elghty-
one. Sir Henry Thompson, who lived
to be eighty years old, was a busy phy-
sician who saw patients all day and
attended social gatherings every night.
Yet he found the time to write several
large books on medical subjects, and
he did this by being In his study at six
every morning.

Eminent barristers like Lord Read-
ing and Lord Birkenhead were enter-
taining or being entertained socially
every night. Yet they would rise at
four or five in the morning and do
several hours’ work on their briefs
before going into court at ten.

How the maternal instinct of a tiny
wren twice in as many years was frus-
trated by a colony of wild bees has
been related by Samuel Benn, a bird
lover of this city, says an Associated
Press dispatch from Aberdeen, Wash.

location as "The Isle of Enchantment.”
That is a good description, for it is
truly a wonderful place with its
eternal summer, rich soil and friendly
populace.

Being under the tropic of Cancer,
and in the trade-wind belt, it is sub-
ject to a warm climate, with a gentle
breeze always blowing. The temper-
ature ranges from about 60 degrees in
winter, to about 90 degrees in sum-
mer. as an average for the entire
island.  Roughly, the rainy season is
from September to December, and the
dry'from February to April. On ac-
count outlie extreme dampness, there
is not touch difference between the
temperature in the daytime and that
at night.

There are plenty of mosquitoes, but

few flies. The lizards keep the fly
population at a low level. On account
of the mosquitoes, all beds are equip-
ped with a mosquito net which ef-
fectually keeps them out.
v The main products are coffee, suifcar,
tobacco, cotton and tropical finviip.
The great majority of the people are
employed in agriculture, sugar and
tobacco, necessitating a great deal of
hand labor in their harvests.

The people are of three main types:
Spanish, Negros and Indians, with
many containing the blood of all three

races. Spanish is the native language.
The school is practically the only
place where English is spoken. The

population of this island is 1,300,000.
The number of pupils enrolled in the
schools in 1923 was 225,000. With an
area of 3,500 square miles, much of it
mountainous country, you can see that
the taxes must he high in order
to support such an educational pro-
‘gram. ami they are.

! Being of the I7ttin race, the people

are easily excited, and like to do
everything in grand style. Elections
are the -scenes of parades, bands,

speeches, waving of flags and general
confusion. Each political party has
its flag. They do not have woman
suffrage.

SUMMER MONTHS DANGEROUS
TO INFANTS.

Summertime is the danger period
for the baby under one year, is the
warning sent out by state health
authorities.  Digestive’ diseases are
the chief cause for the higher infant
death rate which is noted during the
summer months as compared with tlie
winter months when respiratory di-
seases are more prevalent. In the
year 1923 death during the summer
months claimed 211 more babies than
during the winter months, the infant
mortality rate being 85.2 per 1000 for
the summer as against 757 for the
winter, making a rate of 80.4 for the
year. For the summer months of
1924, the infant mortality rate fell to
67.4. with a total of 72.2 for the year,
which is considerably reduced from
the rate for ten years ago, 856. 1

Intestinal diseases as diarrhea and
enteritis are the greatest foes of
childhood. esjieeially during the sum-
mer mouths, causing about 20 per cent
of deaths among children under one
year. Food contamination and flies
are largely responsible for these
diseases.  For this reason babies
should be breast-fed if possible for the
first nine months. The milk for bottle-
fed babies should I» brought to the
boiling point, even though pasteurized,
to make sure that all bacteria are
killed. Mien rapidly cooled and placed
on ice until used. The infant old
enough to receive other foods than
milk may have fruit juices, cereals
and strained cooked green vegetables.
All food for the young child, includ-

ing milk and fruits (except orange
juice), should lie cooked. Even the
drinking water should be boiled to

avoid tyhpoid fever and other intes-
tinal infections.

Let the child be out of doors as
much as possible, except in the hottest
part of the day. He should lie kept
clean; a daily bath is essential.

Protect the food supply from dust,
fermentation, and flies. Flies are re-
sponsible for conveying all sorts of
diseases. The use of screens and
prevention of breeding places' will
save many babies.

Says the Encyclopedia Britannic*,
apropos violin varnish: “The varnish
of the bid Italian violins contributed
the most important element of tlielr
superiority Id tone to their modern
copies.” “Save the surface and you save
all,” carols the varnish vendor from
the corner paint shop. This la as true
concerning violins as villas, WTites
Otto Meyer.

Charles Reade, the famous English
novelist, who was also an authority on
violins, did not give up the search for
the lost Cremona varnish until the very
end of his life, when he admitted, “I
have not been able to discover the se-
cret." And yet It was no secret In
Stradlvarius’ day except that each
maker mixed and prepared his own
varnish and had his particular and In-
dividual way of ?Pplying It to his In-
struments.But ffltli" the introduction
of the quickly drying and more con-
venient spirit varnishes the violin-
makers gradually lost their skill or
their interest in the old-style product,
which fades rapidly out of the picture;
and with the end of the Eighteenth
century Is gone for good.

As Hewer remarks In one of his
books: “Once It was generally known
how copper could be hardened; how
Stonehenge was posed; how the an-
cient galleys were rowed; bow the old
masters mixed their colors; how the
poisons of the Medici were idlstllled;
how amber varnish was made] and how
applied; and today nobody knows!"

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SEES WITCHCRAFT
AS OLD RELIGION

New Theory Concerning
Ancient Superstition. e

Science has a brand-new and very
interesting theory to explain the be-
lief in witches which at various times
in the past, both on this continent and
in Europe, lias been the source »f so
much worry to God-fearing Christinns,
says the Louisville Courier-Journal.

According to tin's theory witchcraft
was a religion which preceded Chris-
tianity in western Europe by many
centuries and which, after the comitu:
of the new faith, flourished tliere for
a time side by side with it.

In its primitive form the witch deity,
was incarnate in a man or a woman
or an animal. Later on this deity was
:elected from among the members of
>the cult.

And did the believer in witchcraft

I at one time worship the devil, sis some
lof our ancestors thought when they
| Jailed and hanged supposed witches so

j relentlessly in tlie Massachusetts
town of .Salem?

Miss -Margaret A. Murray, an Eng-
lish anthropologist, who has been
studying the subject of witchcraft for
many years, says there Is no positive
proof that they did so except what Is
to he found in the testimony of the
cult's hitter enemies. The mysterious
rites of witchcraft were always cele-
brated in the strictest secrecy.

Miss Murray thinks that the adher-
ents of this oltler religion at last may
have been driven by the growing
strength of Christianity to regard the
devil ns their god. In those days
Christianity’s  chief strength  was
among the upper elasse.s and witch-
craft's among the lower. This fact
intensified the hostility of the.adher-
ents of the two religions.

Christianity was unalterably op-
posed to tlie barbaric rites of the
witches and to their simple conception
of the universe. As a result the
witches eventually may have been
fort-'ed to include in their ritual of In-
diarinu a specific denial of the entire
Christian faith—God. the immortality
of the soul and everything else the fol-
lowers of Christ hold dear.

Miss Murray suggests that possibly
it was the Christians themselves who
first fastened the idea of devil wor-
ship upon the witches. The chief deity
of the witch cult was first worshiped
under a variety of names, pince the
witches regarded this being as the su-
preme ruler of the universe, it was
only natural for the Christians to term
him the devil, Lucifer, Beelzebub, the
Foul Fiend, flip Enemy of Salvation
and the Evil One.

Old Landmark Injured

Scrnbo tower, an ancient landmark
at Newtownards, County Down, Ire-
land. was recently struck by lightning
during a severe storm. The bolt dug
an. extensive bole beside the tower
walls. So violent was the crash that
windows were smashed to fragments.
Scraho tower was erected In the year
1857 in memory of Charles William
Vane, third marquis of Londonderry,
by his tenantry and friends. The
monument stands on an eminence of
540 feet and is itself 135 feet high—
about the same height as the Albert
memorial In Belfast. The prominent
position which It occupies enablesJt to
be seen from the heights around Bel-
fast, and It can be viewed from the
hills of Antrim and from the shores
and Islands of Strangford to far away
Portaferry. |

Daring French Thief

Stealing a bronze dolphin from the
fountain In broad daylight In the
Place de la Republlque was a feat re-
cently accomplished by a lone man In
Paris. A policeman saw the man de-
taching the dolphin and questioned his
right to do so. The man replied that
he was removing the dolphin for re-
pairs. Eventually he departed with
the dolphin In a handcart. The disap-
pearance of the-dolphin was comment-
ed on by the newspapers, and a few
days later a dealer In antiques called
on the commissioner of police and In-
formed him that he had hought a
bronze dolphin corresponding to the
missing one. This statement was con-
firmed, and now the police are seeking
the pretended workman, who Is said
to he a well-known safe-breaker.

Panama Canal Revenue*

The Panama canal has not a« yet
completely paid for Itself. The cost of
construction including payments to
Panama and France, approximated
$375,000,000.

110,502 MORE DAIRY COWS NEED-
ED IN MICHIGAN IN 1930.

One hundred and ten thousand, five
hundred and two more dairy cows will
be neetled in Michigan by 1930, accord-
ing to the Blue Valley Creamery In-
stitute. « This number will be requir-
ed to take care of the normal needs of
the state's growing copulation, unless
Michigan farmers adopt the double-
barrelled policy of breeding only from
pure-bred sires and then feeding their
progeny balanced rations.

An average cow produces about four
thousand pounds of milk a year, con-
taining Ii0 pounds of butterfat,
the Institute states, or just about
enough to meet the requirements
of a family of four with milk,
butter, cheese, ice cream and con-
densed milk. A daughter of a high
production sire, fed in accordance
with the methods advocated by the
state agricultural college, will produce
around six thousand pounds, and her
Dffspring under the same conditions in
turn should not find it impossible to
bring her production to the eight-
thousand pound mark per year.

Should Michigan farmers adopt the
advanced practices outlined above, only
about one-half of the 110,502 cows |
would be needed to supply tbe state’s
dairy products needs five years from
now. says the Institute, basing its con-
clusions on figures from hundreds of
cow test association reports.  Not only
would the smaller number of quality
cows make twice as much clear profit
per cow above feed costs, but tbelr
owners would still have a teir-dollar
gold piece per cow over for good
measure.
