estate business was in competition with
the other fellow: that a happier era
has dawned, however, and the day Is
near at hand wl&n it'is confidently
hoi>ed every real- estate broker will
fully eo-oiierate with, and not compete
against, his fellow realtor.

The recent splendid assembly at De-
troit. of the National Association of
Real Estate Boards, stands forth the
lcest example of co-ordinated bodies
organized in unison for the general
I*erterment .of an ideal or profession
long neglected.

operated by the Imi>erial Pipe Line
Co., of Toronto. Canada. The pipe
line lies it mile west of the villages of
Bedford and Wayne and coincides with !
| Golden Gate drivti near Southfield
'road. ' Copies of the resolution have
been sent by the Wayne Board to the
road commissioners and county audi- 1
ors of Monroe. Oakland. Macomb and !
Sr. Clair counties, with a recoinmen-m
dntion that similar action be taken in |
those counties. I

If all counties act on this recommen-

dation. a new road will be built 110
miles long and paralleling the pipe
line from Toledo to Port Huron.

Besides providing a needed highway for

cross state traffic, it would protect
citizens from subdivision operators
who have sold land in the pipe line

territory, thus conflicting with the Im-
perial Pipe Line Company’s alleged
legal rights.

BETTER PROSPECTS

Plymouth citizens will be interested
in knowing that weather conditions in
all parts of the country, although ab-
normal this summer, have been such
that on the whole all kinds of crops
are yielding more bountifully than the
government predicted early in the
spring.  With but two exceptions, 'this
will be the biggest corn year in the his-
tory of the nation. W inter wheat has
suffered, but spring wheat is line.
This year's wheat crop is short of 1924
hut better prices arc being maintained,
and farmers are being advised to hold
as long as i>ossil»le so as to cash in for
another raise, which seems almost sure
to come.

Potato growing states report smaller
crops than usual, due to reduced acre-
age. Hut there, again, prices 'will
make up for the shortage. It seems to
have been an off-year for fruit crops,
though some sections report better
than ait average.

In his latest report I'nele Sam shows
that the per capita production on
American farms last year was $266.
In other words, enough food was pro-
duced and sold to mean $206 for each
farm, big and little.  This is ahead of
11923. and rhis year promises to aver-
| age still higher. The railroads report
record-breaking car loadings—more
cars are being used to move crops than
at any similar time in tin* history of
the country. In fact all indications
point to a prosperous year for those
who raise our foodstuffs and. with un-
employment conditions growing rapid-
ly better, the remainder of the yeur
ought to see the entire country enjoy-
ing a pretty fair measure of prosperity.

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Says Women Owe Debt
to Immortal Writer

Shakespeare was a great student
and admirer of women, said George
Gorden Merton, professor of English
literature at Oxford university.

In the history plays women had a
hard time, and had to fight principally
with their tongues. They sometimes
threatened to scratch, but as a rule It
would have been unnecessary to use
their "ten commandments.”

In the comedies young men were
splendid fellows, but were better at
talking than doing. When any real
business had to In* done or when any
difficult arrangements had to be
made it was the young women who
acted. Shakespeare was so consistent
about this that lie must have meant it,
and Mr. Gordon believed that In pri-
ate life it was pretty near the truth.

Shakespeare appeared to have be-
lieved that it was <mo of the para-
doxes and one of the puzzles of the
feminine character that love as a rule
made women not less hut more practi-
cal.

Considering what Shakespeidfc had
done for women, Professor Gordon
thought It \\;as singular that women
had done so llrtle for Shakespeare In
the way of interpreting him and study-
ing his character.

Shakespeare had done women more
honor than any other dramatist, ex-
cept possibly Moliere. and yet hardly
any women had applied to his works
those powers of analysis peculiar to
their sex, which they exercised dally
In all the drawing rooms of Europe on
the characters of their friends.

Shakesiware paid women the high
compliment of supposing that they
might have knowledge, shrewdness,
wit, and courage, without ceasing to
be wholly feminine.—London Tele-
graph.

Delicate Instrument

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Zambesi Falls Called
Inferior to Niagara

The Victorin falls are located on
the Zambesi river, in Rhodesia. They
are more than twice the height and
somewhat wider than Niagara falls
The native name is Musi-oa-tun-ya”—
“Thundering Smoke” or "Smoke Does-
Sound-Here.” s

The Zambesi, one of the four great
rivers of Africa, is more than 1,700
miles in length and carries an enor-
mous volume of water, so that the
falls are a magnificent spectacle at
any time of the year. But this vol-
ume of water Is not as great as that
which pours out of our lakes, and It
Is In this respect that the Victoria
falls are Inferior to Niagara.

The African cataract Is divided by
Islands so that it forms four falls, two
wide and two narrow. Near the right
hank of the Zambesi Is the Leaping
Water, a fall 108 feet feet wide; then
Boaruka Island; then the main fall,
1,410 feet wide; then Livingstone I»-
Innd; then the Rainbow fall. 1.005 feet
wide; then another island; and finally
the Eastern cataract, which resemble*
the Leaping Water.

The Victoria falls occur where the
Zambesi Is at its widest. They fall
over an edge which is almost vertical,
but instead of falling into an open
Imsin as Niagara does, they drop into
a chasm the opposite wall of which is
only 80 by 240 feet away. * The outlet
of all thin water is a gorge 300 feet
wide, which leads a little farther on
into a Grand canyon 40 miles long.

HISTORIC SPOT
TO BE MEMORIAL

Plan to Preserve Earliest
WesLcrn Railroad Depot,

The spot where ground was broken
in 1853 for the first railroad west of
the Mississippi soon will be dedicated
as a memorial to one of its most en-
thusiastic promoters, Anton le Claire,
whose home was the railroad's first
depot in lowa.

Le Claire was a familiar and Im-
portant figure on the frontier. In-
dians and white men alike depended
upon him as a go-between. He him-
self was of Indian descent and mar-
ried to an Indian princess; but the
federal government had educated him
and the United States used him as
an Interpreter In making treaties with
the Indian tribes of Illinois and lowa.

When General Scott was negotiat-
ing with the Sac and Fox tribes Chief
Keokuk gave the intermediary. Le
Claire, the site on which Davenport,
lowa, now stands, on condition that
Le Claire build his house near the spot
where General Scott’s tent stood. Here
was signed the treaty between the
United States and these Indian tribes
in 1832.

Le Claire built his house the follow-
ing year, the first residence in Daven-
port. Twenty years later the Missouri
and Mississippi railway broke ground
beside it and Le Claire turned his
house over to the railroad 10 lie used
as a depot, moving to a more sumptu-
ous dwelling on a hill, for meantime
lie had acquired wealth.

In the little house, with front and
hack jtorches and two dormer win-
dows. Le Claire heard the grievances
of his Indian neighbors. Here Inquiries
of the government were translated and
the responses of the red men were
drawn up Into formal proposals that
later went to congress and became his-
toric treaties, underlying the rights of
title and possession of the western
country. Here Le Claire met Indians
bent on war and white men bent on
litigation and brought harmony and
co-operation into their dealings. Here,
too. he took counsel with those de-
termined upon the development of the
West and with them planned the push-
ing across the Mississippi of thV "iron
horse.”

Cyanide Process Growing

Of the three well-known processes
of separating gold and silver from
their ores, the cyanlding process is
now used for the production of about
one-third of the world’s annual pro-
duction of precious metals. The other
two methods are smelting and amal-
gamation. In the cyanidilng process
the ores are crushed finely and mixed
with water containing cyanide in so-
lution. The gold and silver are dis-
solved, the solution filtered and the
gold or silver then precipitated by the
addition of zinc dust or shavings
which replaces gold or silver in so-
lution.

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SCOTTISH PLAIDS
OF MANY COLORS

National Costume Distin-
guished for Bright Hues.

Everyone has heard of Scotch plaid,
but perhaps there are not many who
know what a Scotch plaid really is.
In Gaelic, the word is “pelluid," and
means a sheepskin or hide. From this
la derived the Gaelic "plalde,"*mean-
ing a blanket. So you see that the
plaid is in reality a piece of mate-
rial, and not a pattern, as we think
Oof It
. The plaid is also called “tartan,”
mrat as a garment is worn by both men
and women in Scotland, where It forms
an Important part of the national cos-
tame. The peculiar patterns, consist-
ing of crossbars of stripes of various
colors, are said formerly to have dis-
tinguished the Scottish Highland clnns.
each clan having its own particular

you remember In your Sir Wal
ter Scott’s “Lady of the Lake." how
“Roderick threw down his target and
bla plaid"? Thus, it is plain that the
plaid is a garment or shawl woven in
the check patterns of a peculiar kind,
but the terms have become confused,
and so used interchangeably. Some-
times you will hear a shawl referred
to as a plaid, and Just as frequently,
the pattern on It is called a tartan.
* Some of the clans had more than
one plaid, for use on different occa-
sions. For Instance, the royal Stuart
has a 'plaid of bright red foundation,
squared off with greenish bars, inter-
spersed with narrow black and white
stripes. But the Stuart “hunting
plaid” has a green foundation blocked
with black and blue crossings, with an
overplaiding of red and yellow At
the same time there is a “dress Stuart”
which has a white foundation, and
plaldings of red, blue, black and yel-
low.

For the most part, these real Scot-
tish plaids are made up of simple col-
orings, a bright red, a canary yellow,
dark purple, dark bluish green, with a
black, and a white Of course, wher-
ever the different stripes cross each
other in' the plaids, a modified blend
of these colors will appear. Nat-
urally the dye-pots of the ancient clans-
men were mixed from the plants na-
tive to their beloved heaths. There is
the black from the alder-tree bark and
dock-root; blue from the biuebe.rry
and elderberry; crimson from the dark
lichens; and green from the broom,
thistle, heather and wild cress. The
dyes produced In the old ways were
very fast in color, and it is said that
many of them are still produced in
the Highlands

Naturally, when a design has been
as omnipresent as the plaids this sea-
son, there Is always a great deal of
interest aroused as to its origin in his-
tory and story. And while it may not
always be possible, or even desirable,
to reproduce the exact patterns of tire
various clans, generally the colorings
have been more or less faithfully ad-
hered to in order to give to our mod-
ern pluidlug the name of “Scotch
plaid.”
