APRETTY PASS

Things are coming to a pretty pass
when crime conditions get so serious
that prominent citizens from the vari-
ous states of the Union find it necessary
to organize to stamp out murder and
banditry- Yet an organization for
that purpose is now in process of
formation.

We live in peace and contentment
here in Plymouth, and it is hard for us
to believe that, the United States is to-
day taking its place at the top of the
crime lists of all nations. But there
they are, not one or two but dozens of
them, chronicled on the first page of
our daily papers every day. The cli-
max came a few days ago with a day-
light holdup in a big Chicago hotel, in
which the clerk and two of five bandits
met death. But the same day and
practically every day since, other
crimes of a most revolting nature were
reported from other parts of the coun-
try.

Murder has become common in the
V. S. within the past few years. It
is imjmssible to pick up a daily paper
any more without finding accounts of
holdups and murders. Men are shot
down on the least provocation and
bandit gangs pick off the leaders of
opposing gangs at will. This year
will record more legal hangings and
electrocutions than in any one previous
year—and yet the numl>er of cold-
blooded murders is not decreasing. It
seems strange a nation like this has to
put up with such a record, or that it
is necessary to form a committee of
private citizens to get I>ehind our laws
and see that they are enforced.

A FLOOD OF LAWS

Doubtless everyone in Plymouth is

acquainted with the old assertion that-

“ignorance of law excuses no one.”
And yet we would like for someone to
I>oint out to us one man. here or any-
where else, who is not ignorant of dur
laws A learned eastern man has just
finished an investigation that required
several years of his time, and he has
given out figures to show that there
are in this country today a little over
2.000.000 laws. They are state, na-
tional and municipal—but they" are all
laws, and all are to be obeyed if a man
always stays “"within the law.” Now
where is the man who can claim that
he is wise enough to know them all?
Aud where is there any reason for
blaming a man for happening on a new
one occasionally—usually after he has
broken it? Two million laws! Think
of that! And yet here we are spend-
ing our hard-earned money in every
state in the union to pay legislators to
make more of them.

AESOP’S FABLES

TIME PIECES MUST BE ACCURATE
AT THE FORD PLANTS.

In every great industry the element
of time plays a most important part,
but it would be difficult to find any in-
stitution where It requires such close
attention as in the Ford organization
which not ony keeps one watchmaker
continually at work, but in addition
keeps a corps of clock men busy seeing
that some hundreds of clock tick the
time to the second

This element of time radiates every
division of the Ford industry, regulat-
ing the hour when lumber reaches the
mills, when coal is loaded, when the ore
reaches the blast furnaces, when mol-
ten metal is poured, when motor cars
are completed, when Ford trains move,
Ford ships sail, Ford airplanes wing
their way into space, and when Ford
employes come to work and quit.

Today a Ford ship, sailing for home
after carryffeg the name of Ford across
the Atlantic to European ports for the
first time, is proceeding on its way with
clocks that were checked and regulated
in the Ford Engineering Laboratories
at Dearborn., Mich., where precision in
everything Is the watchword.  Another
Ford ship, plying the Atlantic coast)
likewise carries clocks regulated in
these laboratories, the same as the
giant Ford steel freighters, which ply
the Great Lakes carrying coal and iron

It is the business of a watchmaker,
whose workshop is in a bright little
room in the Dearborn laboratories,, to
see that the ships’ clocks are in perfect
time. He also keeps check on the
watches used by the trainmen on the
Detroit. Toledo & Ironton railroad, the
Ford railway, and this alone is an im-
portnnt job.

Incidentally, the D. T. & I. is the
only railroad in America which sup-
plies watches to its trainmen. Some
300 watches are constantly in use, with
0 “loaners” in the watchmakers’ room
ready to go out whenever the occasion
requires. No employe of the railroad
is i>ormitted to either set or attempt to
regulate the watch he carries. Any
timepiece that is off standard time even
a minute must b turned in for a "loan-
er" until it is repaired and regulated.

*our hronometers and two master
mlocks, checked daily by radio, are
standards used for regulating all rail-
road watches and ships” clocks.

In the great Highland Park and
Rouge plants of the Ford Motor Com-
pany more than 100.000 employes reg-
ister in and out every day. Their
time is checked on cards by more than
420 doeks. aud a special staff of men
is maintained to see that every clock
registers the correct time day in and
day out, serving impartially the work-
ers and the company alike in the great
scheme of manufacture, for it is essen-
tial. in order to maintain proper pro-
duction costs and efficiency throughout
the organization, that everything pro-
ceeds in exact order and upon the
minute, so that people throughout the
world who are using and desire Ford
products may. he served.

Frigate Bird Ueed
as Letter Carrier

The swiftest of all sea birds Is the
frigate bird. In certain of the equa-
torial Isles of the Pacific this bird is
employed as a letter carrier. Taken
from the nest before It can fly, It is
fed on a flsh diet by the natives. In
the course of a few months It becomes
so tame that It can be set free dur-
ing the day and will return to its
perch at sunset. An American for-
merly in the foreign service, who had
freqgpnt opportunities of witnessing
the performances of these birds as
letter carriers, tells an Interesting tale
In this relation.

On Nanomaga, where the American
lived for 12 months, he had two
“frigates” which were given him by a
trader on Nultao, 60 miles to wind-
ward, and In return the American gave
two' splendid and very tame birds,
hutched and reared on Nanomaga. The
four were continually flying across
from one island to another; sometimes
the Nuituo pair would visit their
birthplace and visit the American's
pair on their perch outside his house,
remaining one or two days, fishing on
their own account together and being
fed at dawn and nightfall by the na-
tives and the American. Then nil four
would sail off to Nultao, the Amer-
ican’s pair usually returning within .36
hours.

To test the speed of these birds, the
American once sent one of them to
Nuitao by the bark Redcoat, in care
of the captain, who kept It In his
cabin. It fretted greatly during the
48 hours the vessel was beating up to
Nultao against the southeast trades.
The Redcoat arrived at Nuitao at four
o’clock In the afternoon. At 4:30 the
trader there, after writing a few lines
to the American, und rolling the paper
Into a small square of oilskin, tied it
to the bird and cast It logsej It was
out of sight In a few secojiflS.

Now, the Atnerlcanarfd \}Is friends
had been keeping fTlteen outlook for
the bird. They, could only guess at
the time when the Redcoat would ar-
rive at Nuitao. but imagined It would
be at least 60 hours. Before sLx o’clock
on the day that the trader had lib-
erated the American’s bird it was set-
tled on its perch at homl, accompanied
by another couple, which It had evi-
dently met en route. All three birds
were heavily gorged with flying fish
and allowed themselves to he caught
und brought into the American's house,
where the note was removed from the
messenger.

Jade Find in Africa
An important discovery of Jade has

been reported from a farm near the
town of Britts in the Transvaal, South
Africa. The stone was found In the
various shades of blue, white, pink
and green, and in quantities large
enotigh to warrant commercial ex-
ploitation. The discovery was made
during prospecting operations for
chrome Iron.

A company has been formed with
headquarters In Johannesburg, and has
obtained permission from the govern-
ment to bring In Chinese jade experts
as cutters and polishers so that' the
Jade may be marketed as heads and
art ornaments.

Birds Follow Icebergs

Ench season when the Icebergs
break away from Greenland and start
to the south In the Atlantic they are
followed ty ever Increasing flocks of
sea birds, says the Ohio Slate Journal.

Officers of the coast-guard cutters,
on duty near the Icebergs to warn
shipping, report the bird life with the
bergs Is much greater this year than
In the past. Fulmars, shearwaters,
murre, klttewakes and dbvekies are
there In large numbers, apparently to
get the food supply that is provided
when the waves dash against the
bergs and disable the little people of
the water, or the melting of the Ice
releases food Imprisoned In the Far
North ages ago.

To Make Study of Dams

To determine the weakest parts of
dams and just why they sometimes
fall, the Engineering foundation, the
joint research organization of the
American societies of civil, mining,
metallurgical, mechanical and electri-
cal engineers, proposes to construct a
dam at an expenditure of $100,000 and
then cause It to turst. The experi-
ment Is to be made near Fresno, Cal.
The main object to be achieved is the
knowledge of how to build dams of
maximum safety, yet with minimum
thinness of construction and conse-
quent economy of material.

GARDENING CENTERS POINT TO
SUCCESS OF ANNUAL GARDEN-
ERS’ DAY.AT M. S. C. AUGUST 2«

Commercial garden truck growers
from the Detroit, Grand Rapids and
Bay City sections, as well as gardeners
from smaller sections have already
sent word to Prof. George E. Starr of
the Michigan State College horticul-
tural department that they will attend
the second annual Gardeners’ Field
Day to be held there Wednesday,
August 26th.

From'a successful experiment of last
year the field day plans this year will
take in much the same inspection of
experimental plats and discussion but
greater attention will be devoted to
greenhouse exhibits, according to Prof.
Starr who is in charge of the program.

At 10:00 o’clock, the gardeners will
begin their tour Of the statioh grounds.
Numerous examples of the better as
well as the poorer varieties of veget-
ables will be shown, forming the basis
for discussion upon vegetable varieties.
The college greenhouses have been com-
pleted since last year’s meeting and a
visit to these is included in the morning
tour.

One of the most extensive experi-
ments ever undertaken in the culture
of the early tomato is certain to inter-
est the gardeners. Another experi-
ment, among the many conducted is
that with cucumber pickles. The ob-
ject in this experiment is to produce
a better and more uniform type of
cucumber pickles.

The short afternoon program of
speaking has been planned to discuss
subjects of vital interest and also to
permit the gardeners from widely
separated sections to get together and
exchange ideas.

American Eagle Well

Named Monarch of Air

The American bald eagle is really
misnamed. Ills head is well clothed
with feathers, being pure white in the
adult, which gives rise to the name
"bald.” The tall also is white, the re-
mainder of the body.Is dark brown.

The young bird is dark tilroughout.
three years being required for the as-
sumption of the full white markings.
Iu this immature singe the bird was
once considered distinct and was vari-
ously known ns the Bird of Washing-
ton and as the black or gray eagle
Young bnld eagles are very like golden
eagles and the two are oflen confused,
but on close Inspection the bald may
be known by the fact that its legs are
bare of feathers for some distance
above the toes. There is little differ
ence in extent of wing and total length
between the golden and bald eagles,
but the latter is stouter and heavier
in body. It is a strange fact that lim
mature bald eagles, due to greater
length of feather, average larger than
adults.

In aspect the bald eagle unques
tlonably is a noble and inspiring bird
The beak is heavy and strangely
hooked, while the corners of the mouth
have a downward curve, which gives
the bird an appearance of severity. A
bony pluce extends over the eyes ami
has a curious resemblance to the
beetling brows often observed In men
of strong character. The body is heavy
and muscular, with a suggestion of
latent strength, while the powerful
legs and feet, with their tigerlike tnl
ons. confirm the Impression of a crea-
ture abre and willing to hold its own
under any conditions.

In flight the bald eagle is magniti
cent With pinions wide spread and
Boating with hardly perceptible effort,
it glides through the air with an ease
and grace which no man-made machine
shas-"ever equaled. Aided by favorable
Aalr -currents and swinging In great
circles. It rises to tremendous heights,
often beyond the range of vision of the
naked eye.—Lee S. Crandall, in Men
tor.

Too Much Water for Fish

Even the finny Inhabitants of old
Father Thames suffered Inconvenience
on accouni of the floods of the past
season. The first-rush of water drives
the fish from their customary swims,
and in order noi to te driven into un-
familiar waters, they take refuge in
eddies and quiet corners where they
ran hold their own against the cur-
rent. and into which food Is borne and
collects. As the river rises so the wa-
ter colors and darkens, until light
falls to. penetrate to the bottom, so
timt food becomes invisible and the
fish are driven to shallow water. When
the stream overflows Its banks and
spreads over the adjacent meadows
the fish quickly follow it in search of
quiet water and the feast of drowned
insects and earthworms to be found
there. There is. however, alwaysrthe
risk that they may be stranded by a
rapid subsidence of the flood.

Icebergs on Lake in

Glacier National Park
Icebergs are usually thought of only
In connection with the sea, but there
are a few places where glaciers have
their outlet on bodies of fresh water
and where masses of Ice float about
on lakes, writes T. A. Church In St.
Nicholas. One of these Is In Glacier
National park, In Montana, and visi-
tors pronounce It one of the most spec-
tacular features of this scenic wonder-
land.

Iceberg lake, as this body of water
is most appropriately called, Is about
seven miles from the famous Many
Glacier hotel, and lies In an amphi-
theater formed by the precipitous
Cathedral wall and Mount Wilbur.
Between the lake and the cliffs is a
glacier, fronting on the water, and
large blocks of Ice break from its face,
so that there are Icebergs In the lake,
in mudsummer.

The snow for the formation of the
glacier blows over the walls of the
amphitheater, and collects In the basin
to fcuge. drifts. These, thawing najj
freezing, result In Ice. The outlet, of
the lake Is too shallow to allow the
Icebergs to pass out, so they melt
there, with the result that the water
has, even In summer, a temperature
of only 39 degrees Fahrenheit. De-
spite the coldness of the water, many
visitors swim In It and are photo-
graphed scampering about on the Ice
floes.

Near Iceberg lake Is Gunslght lake
and Gunslght pass, the latter being
one of the most famous passes over the
Continental Divide. Glaciers are on
every hand, and dozens of streams
tumble Into the picturesque lake. At
one time a fine chalet was located on
the shore, but it was swept away by
an avalanche. Ice may occasionally
be seen floating on Gunslght lake, but
most of the glaciers which feed the
lake are high above the water. The
Blackfoot glacier, two miles distant. Is
the largest In the park, covering an
area of ten square miles.
