A larger acreage of wheaband rye Is
to be sown this fall according to a pre-
liminary survey of Intentions to plant
made on August 1. Reports from ap-
proximately 24,000 individual farmers
scattered throughout the principal
winter wheat and rye states indicate
that they expect to increase, their
plantings of wheat 9.7 per cent and of
rye, 21 per cent over the acreage sown
last year. Their actual plantings will
depend upon prevailing weather and
soli conditions at seeding time and the
Influence of reported intentions. Shpuld
these intentions be fully realized the
.acreage sown will be 46,411,000 of
wheat and 5,089 of rye as compared
with 42,317,000 of wheat and 4,206,000
of rye in the fall of 1924. The per-
centage of increase In intended wheat
acreage is large in the North Central,

tern and Southern states, bat
rather small in the heavy producing
states of Kansas, Oklahoma and Texas,
according to a statement made by
Verne H. Church, U. S. Agricultural
Statistician and L. Whitney Watgins,
Commissioner of Agriculture. A simi-
lar report of intentions made in 1924
showed an increase of 7.5 per cent
over the previous year in wheat and
14.1 per cent in rye. The actual in-
crease in wheat planted was 6.5 per
cent and In rye harvested three-tenths
of one per cent. In 1923"the intended
wheat acreage was 84.5 per cent of
the previous year and the actual, 86.2
per cent. In the same year, the in-
tended rye acreage was 91 per cent and
the actual harvested was 80.7 per cent.

Michigan farmers’ intentions this
year-indicate an increase in wheat at
22 per cent That they have evidently
given consideration to the intention to
plant reports in the past is evidenced
by the fact that in 1924, they intended
to sow an increase of 10 per cent but
actually increased the acreage only five
per cent, and in 1923 they intended to.
decrease it 23 per cent but actually
decreased it only 10 per cent.

MOTIVES OF MIRTH
MANY AND VARIED

But Adultt and Children
Are Much Alike.

What do children laugh at, always
and everywhere? Kurt PIntbus asks in
Uhn (Berlin). They laugh because
things are breakable. They laugh at
smaller children whom they can trip
up, and at the naughty pranks with
which they disturb the normal order
of events.

In general, we may say that they
laugh from a feeling of superiority
over the weaker or the injured; and
they laugh whenever they can show
themselves apparently superior to the
older persons in charge of them—per-
haps by misbehavior before a teacher.

A child laughs from malicious en-
joyment, from the triumphant con-
sciousness of another’s humiliation,
from an impulse which the child
knows is “naughty” by the traditional
moral code.

As a result of the hindrances in-
volved In our 'offering of society, most
grown-ups uttaln In early youth a men-
tal level not too far removed from the
child's. So that the laughter of adults,
even though they have learned—or
should have learned—to understand
the traditional distinction between
eood and evil, springs for the most
part from the same roots as the laugh-
ter of children.

The motives of adult laughter are
mere variations of the things that chil-
dren laugh at. The adult laughs at
physical oddities or their Imitation.
He laughs because somebody else has
fallen down or because somebody else
has caused a second somebody to tum-
ble, or because somebody who thinks
himself In safe superiority goes sprawl-
ing.

The adult laughs, above all. at any-
one to whom he himself feels superior
and In whom some antisocial quality
Is represented with very one-sided ex-
aggeration. Thus he laughs at Don
Quixote, who forgets the world of
reality while he plays at being a
knightly hero In a world which no
longer knows such heroes. In comedies
he laughs at the greedy man, the vain
man, the boaster, the timid man, and
the sham—because In every situation
these types show themselves to be ex-
aggeratedly greedy, vain, boastful,
timid or deceitful, and because the
preponderance of these typical char-
acters which dominate each like a
kind of fixed idea leads to unusual
and surprising situations.

Surrounding good lauds have saved
Standish. West Branch and Pinconning
from ,the fate qf many a lumbering
town. They are bright and clean
little communities, amazed perhaps at
tiie swarms of tourists passing through
and sojourning awhile, but becoming
awake to resorting possibilities and
enjoying a good summer business.
Creameries, elevators, chicory factories
and potato warehouses are arising
where once the tall pines grew. The
trout streams aud lakes are not fished
out. the summers are somewhat cooler
than farther south, and cottagers are
numerous. Hills begin to loom up here
and there, with lakes in their laps,
aud many a brook of clear and rapid
waters.

Probably you have noticed that blue-
lierries were very scarce this year.
These plains around St. Helen and Ros-
common provide thousands of crates
of berries to the world in a good
year. But this year the late frosts
killed most of the crop. A canning
plant in Bay City ordinarily preserving
a good many carloads has been getting
from ten to twenty bushels per day.
When they are available blueberries
are packed in great quantities in gal-
lon cans, finding their- way to the big
pie bakers in Detroit and Chicago.

Possibility of a costly outbreak of
late blight among Michigan potatoes
Is being pointed out by the crops de-
partment at the Michigan State Col-
lege, the wet weather of the last few
weeks having provided ideal condi-
idons for the appearance of the dis-
| eases

‘The potato crop is already fairly
short,” says H. C. Moore, potato spe-
cialist with the college extension di-

vision, +estimates by the United
States Department of Agriculture
placing the 1925 production at one

hundred five million bushels less than

last year. Loss from blight would
be felt more seriously than usual,
therefore, and added care should be

taken In caring for the crop.

“The best control measure is to spray
with Bordeaux mixture (4-4-50) every
ten days or two weeks. When it is
raining rather frequently, It
safer to spray every week.

“Use a good liigh-pressure machine
to get the spray on the under side of
the leaves, where the hlight usually
starts.

“The blight is one of the worst
potato diseases in its effect upon the
keeping quality of the tubers in stor-
jage. An outbreak would result in
igreat damage. It has been twelve
years since the last had epidemic of
blight in Michigan.”

Bordeaux mixture is also said to be
effective against the leaf hoppers, which
seem to be always present.
