••I believe I  can recall tlie  nam es of 
a ll th e  tea ch ers  th a t  ta u g h t in o u r d is­
tr ic t. an d  I th in k  o u r school d is tr ic t  
w as favored  w ith  a lo t of very  good 
teachers. I th in k  th e re  is ju s t  one of 
my old tea ch ers  liv ing—a  M rs.

Methods and Points W ay to 

Bigger P ro fits.

(From  Banker-Farm er)
. A fa rm  ca n n o t properly  be ca lled  
s n o c e u fu l u n le s s .J t  m ays a  fa ir  ra te  
of in te re s t on th e  Investm ent- an d  re­
tu rn s  fa ir  w ages fo r the fa rm er’s  la­
bor. A g ricu ltu re  is considered  by all 
odds th e  m ost im p o rtan t in d u s try  in  
th e  w orld, and  y e t in  no o th e r indus­
try  is  th e  business  end so neglected .

It is com m on to find a  fa rm er with 
an  Investm en t of fifteen to tw enty  
thousand  do llars , y e t dees h e  k eep  
books? P erh a p s  he m ay Jot dow n a 
note now and th e n  of an im p o rtan t 
deal, but th is  la of no value in an 
an a ly sis  of h is business as  a  whole. 
No o th e r ind u stry , how ever sm all, is 
ca rried  on w ithout books of som e 
sort.

F arm in g  is a  business  and to  be 
snccescfu l m ogt. be conducted  in a 
buaineasIlk& w ay^ 'T he business  m an ’s 
m ind should h i r e  Indelibly p rin ted  ! 
upon It tw o Q uestions: W h a t profit Is i 
my business  m aking? How can th a t 
profit be in c re ase d ?  To know  the la t­
ter, one m u st find o u t th e  fo rm e r; and 
to  find ou t abou t profits re q u ires  the 
keeping  of books.

It Is no t n ec essary  fo r a fa rm er to 
have a  course in bookkeeping. Al­
m ost every  ag r ic u ltu ra l college In the 
coun try  h as  issued a sim plified farm  
accoun ting  book which It se lls  a t  cost, 
and  only a  few m inu tes are  required  
each day to Jot dow n th e  day 's  hap ­
penings.

A c c o u n t s  I n c r e a s e  P r o f i t s

In stan c es  n um ber a thousandfo ld  
w here fa rm ers  have profited  by know ­
ing th e ir business. A ccounts k ep t by 
n in etee n  fa rm ers  in Illinois led them  
to im prove th e  organ ization  and  oper­
atio n  of th e ir  fa rm s in w ays th a t  add­
ed approx im ate ly  $650 to  th e ir  a v e r­
ag e  n e t incom e in 1922, the seven th  
y e a r th ey  had  k e p t accounts.

A n Iow a fa rm e r found a t  th e  end  of 
the first y e a r  he k e p t books th a t  crops 
fed to livestock  b rough t m ore m oney 
th an  w hen sold o u trig h t. H is figures 
show ed th a t  h is cow s w ere poor; 
compared, w ith  o th e r fa rm s in the 
s ta te , he found th e  num ber of ac res  
cu ltiv a ted  per m an on his fa rm , as 
well a s  th e  n um ber of a c re s  per horse, 
w ere below  average . H e ren ted  more 
land and rep lanned  h is  fields, so th a t  
th e  crop  a re a s  per m an and  horse 
w ere increased . He sold som e of his 
scrubs aud  bought good cow s. The 
second y ea r h is incom e from  th e  
farm , a f te r  paying  a ll expenses and 
in te re s t on th e  m oney invested , had 
been increased  over $350.

C osts Can Be R egulated 
I "I have d iscovered ,” say s  one farm  
| bookkeeper, ’’th a t  th e  kind  of man 

you have on a job, a s  well a s  the 
p a r tic u la r  team , often  m akes quite  a 
varia tio n  in the cost of perform ing  
ce rta in  tasks. I have lea rned  from 
th e  pages of my book th a t  if I could 
have increased  the yield of my wheat 
field by tw o bushels- and  my corn  by 

| live bushels I would have realized  a 
su b s ta n tia l profit from them ."

W hile th e  fa n n e rs  m ay no t be ab le 
to fix p rices on th e ir p roducts, they 
do have a voice in dete rm in in g  the 
co sts  of production . T o  reduce th is  

I cost they  m ust first know  w hat the 
J cos'.s are.
| T h e  num ber of fa rm ers  who are 

-  keeping  books on th e ir  business has 
J  increased  rem arkab ly  in re cen t years, 

but th e  num ber of busin esslik e  fa rm ­
ers  is woefully sm all when listed 
a longside th e  sum  to ta l of th e  fa rm ­
ers  in the country.

Inven to ry  Is Ind ispensable
The basis of any  system  of farm  ac­

counting  is the annua l property  list 
o r inventory . It is the s ta r tin g  point 
of th e  farm  re ro rd s . One m ust take 
into considera tion  d ec reases  o r in­
c rease s  in the value of a ll p roperty  
owned to gauge th e  progress of the 
business. Lacking  fac ts as to the 
value of his p roperty , no business man 
can form an a c cu ra te  es tim a te  of how 
he s tan d s  financially . Increased  cash 
m ay be due to property  which was 
sold, o r increased  deb ts  may lie due 
to im provem en ts m ade. If a farm er 
is fa lling  behind, the inven to ry  will 
em phasize th is fact. O ften when a 
m an is d iscouraged  and th in k s he is 
m aking no p rogress, his inven to ries 
will te ll him  th a t  he is b e tte r ofT than  
he thought.

At the end of each  y ea r a financial 
s ta te m e n t is d raw n off. T h is is the 
fa rm er's  ra tin g  and no fa rm er with a 
good financial s ta te m e n t need fear 
w alk ing  iuto a  bank and  ask ing  for a  

loan.
