Tests conduct'd by the Depart­

ment of the Interior, through the 
bureau of miiioa, on many types and 
makes of pa.sscnger cars and trucks, 
have shown that an average of 30 per 
cent of the power of gasoline used as 
motor fuel is wasted by being dis­
charged in the e.xhan>t in the form 
of combustible ga.ee.s.

Prof. Walter S. H as tin g  of the 
French department of Princeton 
university has discovered a hitherto 
uiiknoHD play by Balzac entitled 
“Cromwell,” and is now making ar­
rangements for its publication by 
the Princeton university Press. The 
play was Balzac’s first, work, being 
written when he was nineteen years 
old, srHvs- the New York Times.

In the npii^ioi) of Professor Hast­
ings, tlie play, in addition to its 
liteniry in terest is of great im- 
portaiic-e to the biographers of 
Balziu-, as it is copied in his moth­
er’s liiuidwriting. For a long time 
scholars have disputed whether or 
not bis niotlier was opposed to hU 
taking up a literary career, and the 
ufwly found manuscript seems to 
prove that slic wa.« not.

The niaiuiscript was discovered 
by I*rofe.<£or Hastings among the 
great collection of Nineteenth-cen­
tury French documents at the Insti- 
uitc of France in C'hantillv. I t is 
a -five-art tragedy in verse, built on 
tile strietc-^t classical Une.s aiul writ- 
i*-n in ISIO, ten years before Victor 
Hugo’s epoch-making play of the 
same name.

O ld K ing Shortlea f
A grajihic example of how lumber 

could he conserved by permitting 
trees to fully mature before takin] 
them to market is illustrated in tlie 
case of Old King Shortleaf. the 
greatn.«t .«liortleaf pine tree of the 
South. Tliis monaroli of the Mi«- 
sissijipi forests was killed by liglit- 
iiiiig. and had to be cut down in. its 
tlin-c Immlrcdth year. Its trunk 
furnished nuiro than 20.000 board 
fci't f)f superior lumber sufficient to 
liuild a comfortable six-room house. 
It wa.s 120 feet in length and T feet 
ami 3, inches in diameter at the 
stump.

I t  mca.<nred 91 feet from the 
.«tump to the first limh, and was 4 
fr'.?! in diameter at this height. 
log train of 16 flat cars was required 
to rarrv the pine king to the saw­
mill. Mo.st of the logs were lna<led 
one t'i the car. owing to .'lix.e and 
w.-ight.—Thrift Magazine.

Much interest centers around the 
restoration of St. Paul’s cathedral. 
In  passing, it is interesting to note 
tha t th.e great English cathedral has 
seating accom m o^tion for 5,000 
people, while Notre Dame cathedral, 
Montreal, can comfortably seat 13,- 
000 and can accommodate 15,000 
people, says the Montreal Herald. 
Should the wonderful dome of St. 
Paul’s collapse^ i t  would not be with­
out precedent.

A t p re s e t ,  probably, the record 
is held by Venice, whose beautiful 
Campanile, which soared to a height 
of 325 feet above the pavement of 
St. Mark’s, collapsed without warn­
ing in 1902.
