Id ancient days
trees wqre held sa-
cred to T«irloug
good and evil spirits and offerings to
them were hung upon the braoebes.
To the Teutons tbe fir tree, with Its
symmetrical spreading branches, was
a symbol of the son and they cele-
brated the winter season by dedting
It in tinsel, flowers, toys and other or-
naments.

Christian nse of the tree symbol
probably began in Germany, but there
are many stories of the first Christ-
mas tree. One Is that Martin Luther,
walking under the stars one Christ-
mas Eve, was moved by their wonder
as a revelation of the nearness of God
to Ttinn. When he reached home, he
took a little fir tree and pot lighted
candles on Its branches to explain hie
thought to the children.

With age-old traditions behind It, It
is fitting that the typical Christmas
tree In these days Is decorated purely
for the sake of Its own beauty. Small
and gracefnl, it often stands on tbe
library' table, gifts heaped around Its
base, or In miniature form graces the
dining table, the centfu- of cheer until
New Year’s. If It la to shine In the
memories of children throngh years to
come, its ornaments must bf* hnn|
with as much thought as ever tbe old
Teutons ga,ve.to tbe placing of ftOtr
sun-festival ~fts. The secret o< db”
orating a tree effectively Is to iMfet
Its decorations look as If they
there. One secret of that Is to place
the ornaments at the points of growth.

w'bere the limbs brunch and where the
twigs leave the branches; the other
is to place ornaments that look heavy
where the tree looks strongest, well
back on the branches and toward the
lower part of the tree.

It la a good thing to lay out the
materials for decoration with those of
like shape nnd color together and to
luindle one kind of decorations at i
time. In this way It is easy to dis-
tribute masses of trimming and spoti
of color evenly :ind to see that the dif-
ferent kinds are well Intermingled. It
Is a common mistake to place most of
the omameuta on the tip ends of the
branches, under the Impression that
they will show up best there. As a
matter of fact, a few ornaments wMl
placed on the body of the tree are
more effective than if they are scab
tered on the outer circnmference.

The remainder of lights reflected
from various ornaments should alM
be considered; those with glassy sur-
faces shine with a different glow froiB
that of tinsel, and apples, oranges and
conmcoplas of candy most not be ex-
pected to counterbalance brighter sur-
faces. So dlstrlbnte tbe decorations
baviDg a different Alnd of surtace.
The glassy omamenu will relieve tbs
dark masses of the tree If they art
hung well back In It. but dull-surfaced
objects. If not too large, should be
hung In nearer view. A good place for
fruits, which are heavy but too duyU
to show In the body of the tree unlsas
there is a break in the foliage, Is on
the sturdy lower limbs.

Tbe small electric lights which have
superseded candies for the Christmas
tree should be arranged in orderly
gradation from tbe lower limbs to the
top. A pretty effect Is produced Il
tiny white bulbs are substituted foi
the vari-colored ones that usually
make up these clmilts and each light
enclosed In a amall paper cone of soft
yellow or orange. These cones prG
je<'ting downward give much the same
impression as the vertical effect ot
candles.

Chains of tinsel and colored paper
are effective decorations If they are
used rightly. They should not be sim-

ply strung around tbe tree, weighing
on The tips of Its branches, so that
they seem to fetter JL If they wind
brunchpT*. as a vine might, they 'teem
to hebmg in tlie Tree.

Toys niiiy have their place on tbe
tree it«elf, If they are decorative. An
amusir-; doll perched on a limb, a
bright-colored horn gleaming In tbs
shadows. 8 nibher ball siisTtended higb
in the branebes, will delight the chD-
dren.

LANDS M.4RKET, NOVEMBER
1935.

A constant though slow recovery of
the farm lands market, indicated by
an im-reasing number of sales, involv-

Kight.vH)iie per cent of those re-
liorting indicate a more active market
thim 1024: 1.7 per cent report the same
ilcgree of activity and only 6 per cent
less.  Evidence that the market is on
a stable bnusis is found in the fact that
half of the inquiries reported come
from those who are purchasing farms
as honu>s and to operate as a business.
Enough si>eculation is apparent in the
market to .give it elasticity; in some
sectioms investors are placing a con-
siderable amount of money In farm
lands in the hope of an early Increase
in value. One reply states that the
market is "fast changing to a back-to-
tlie-land movement, au"many of the
farmer boys who had left the farm on
nccomit of high wages in the city are
now awaiting the proper opportunity
to return to the farm.*'
