The Northville debators were Rus-
sell Atchison. Lynn Partridge and

'Ruth Btery, who, in their first debate

bf Novembr 21. defeated Belleville
High school 3 to 0. The Plymouth
team consisting of Josephine Schmidt.
Blanche Freeman and Julia Wilcox,
did some mdendld debating which won
the hearty commendation of the
Judges, their opponents and their
Plymontb friends. Josephine Schmidt,
who is a new student from Waite High
school, Toledo, was fnll of pep and
ttithnalasm. Her rebuttal work was
nnnsnally good and direct. Blanche
Freeman was exceedingly forceful both
in gesture and voice. Julia Wilcox
won the ai*roval of the Judges by her
conversational style, and by her soond
thinking and smooth delivery in rebut-
tal. Members of the audience who
beard the In Its first debate at
YpaUdntl declared that there was a
marked improvement in delivery, in
fluency, confidence and skill In rebut-
taL The have worked strenuous-
ly every day of the past three weeks,
perfecting their case and Improving
‘their delivery, December 10th, both of
our t"nma had a dual, practice debate
with the debating teams of North-
western High school of Detroit. These
debates were judgeless. Our teams
have also gained much through atten-
dance at the Northwestern-Northern
debate in Detroit, the afternoon of De-
cember'lth. and by atCendIDg the Mich-
igan-Ohlo State Women's debate on the
child labor question In Ann Arbor the
evening of December 4th.

The Plyiiiouth-Northville debate was
well attended by a most enthusiastic
jiudieuce. The ticket sale amounted to
$40.00. the largest sum which Plym-
outh has made from a debate in sev-
eral years. The chairman was C. R.
Ross, and the time-keepers were Julia
Learned for Plymouth, and Margaret
Safford for Northville. For fifteen
m&utes before the debate, Wilbur
Murpby led the audience In yells for
Plymouth, for our guests, and for the
judges.

The audien<-e ns well as the judges
were asked to vote, although of course,
only the decision of the judges counted
in the state league. The interesting
results of the ballots follow:

1. Did you have a definite opiniou
before the debate? *11 answeretl yes
and 16 no.

2. Was it utllrmative or negative?
23 atfirmative: 38 negative.

3. Did the debate change your
opinion? 21 yes: 45 no.
4. After hearing the debate will

yon vote affirmative or negative? 10
affirmative; 64 native.

Although all of the audience were
provided with ballots, only a third of
them exercised the privilege of voting.
The results from these show that the
debate caused 21 people tochange
their oplnolns. and that the majority
favored the negative. A small part
of the negative vote must be discount-
ed, because some of the ballots may
havt* been Infin"ced by the fact that
nymonth bad the negative, but a
ramparlfmn of the answers to all four
qaesttoM shows that the negative
vote wda due to previous opinions and
the ~ convincingness of Plymouth’s
a“ument as well as to local prejudice.

W TELEPHONE GABLE
REACHES PLYOUTH

Extension of the Detroit-Wayne-
IMymouth telephone toll cable of the
Michigan Bell Telephone company,
which has reached Plymouth after
many months of work, will give better
and speedier Inter-city« long distance
service, according to Manager R. E.
(.'rowe.

The cable was extended this year
from Dearborn through Wayne td
Plymouth at a gross cost of approxi-
mately $235,000. The work involved
Imildiog practically 16 miles of new
ix)le Hue and aerial cable and 5,746
treuch feet of conduit. In addition. It
was necessary to dismantle 1,222 poles,
7.583 crossarms, 13 and a half drenit
miles of exchange wire and 800 circuit
miles of toll wire.

In addition to serving long distance
users of the service bet™een Detect
and Dearborn, Wayne and Plymouth,
which Is attaining a heavy volome, the
new toU cable will carry the Detrolt-
Lansing-Qrand Rapids lines into De-
troit. The telephone company pro-
1)0868 to extend caUe to Ann Arbor in
the course of the jnext two dr three
ears.

The new coble is built along Michl-
gHii avenue from Dearborn to Lilly
rond. and then follows Lilly road to
Plymouth.

|0LD LANDMADEING RIED

!BEDFORD MILL MARKS PASSING
OF ONE TLME PROSPEROUS IN-

Tiie old grist mill near tbe comer
of Grand River and l.abser avenues,
which lias Iteeu one uf the landmarks

ReilforcL is now giving way to the
modern trend of the times. There was
a day when this old mill saw the com-
ing of long gueiies of farmers” wagons
loaded with wheat for the rolls; when
the miller tiKik out his dole and tbhe
farmer took home Che flour, bran and
middlings, grouml from his own grain.
Those days were gone years ago. Dur-
ing roeent years the old mill has been
iise<l us a wtirohouse aud chop mill for
grinding grain for animals' feed, but
today the tall structure is razed, mak-
ing way for a new theatre building to
be erected on the mill site.

Alxiut 28 years ago a large general
store building at Pike’s Peak, 3" miles
south of Livonia Center was moved
here and rebuilt into a mill by Ran-
som Lewis and Allen Bosworth, Sr.,
now a resident of Chelsea. Tbe store
building was originally known as the
Pike’s Peak Variety Store and was
built about 75 years ago. For ten
years Ora Cliilson’s i>arents resided
above the store at Pike's Peak and Mr.
CUilson whbeu insi)eeting the debris of
the mul the first of the week found
tbe old cash drawer which was used
in the store duriug those pioneer days.

The Redford mill as operated by Mr.
Bosworth had a capacity of 25 barrels
of flour each day. At one time there
was a large silo iu connection with
the mill, ju which wheat was stored in
the fall to await grinding during tbe
wiuter. lu 10IG the demand for a
flour mill in this section decreased,
milling was discontinued and the
building was sold to the Taylor Man-
ufacturing Company which numufac-
tured air pumps for*automobUes. This
company failed and the property was
in possession of the receivers when
Henry A. Miller purchased it in 1919.
Mr. Miller used tbhe building as a ware-
house and as a grist mill until Sep-
tember of this year when the property
was sold to Henry Steffen, who plans
the erection of a large theatre on the
site next summer.—Hetlfonl Rwonl.

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WINTER ALWAYS PRODUCES A
CROP OF ACCIDENTS D18PBO-
roBTIONATE TO THE .NUBffiBt
OF \VEHICLES ON THE STREETS
AND HIGHW .AYS.

The large crop of automobile accl-
deuis produc'eU every year by the win-
ter iiumths and the disproportion be-
tw<Hu this uumber of aeddenta and
the number of vehicles on the streets,
was the subject of a warning issued to
local motorists today by Raymond
Bacheldor. secretary of tbe Plymouth
Branch of the Detroit Automobile
Club.

31r. Bacheldor called attention to the
result of an investigation by the Acci-
dent Prevention Departments sev-
eral large A. A. A. clubs in varlona sec-
tions of tbe country. Thla inveotiga-
tion, he declared, clearly proves that
motorists by and large do not make al-
lowances for winter conditions on the
IUgbways.

“The fact that in many cases the
eiir\'e of accidents sharply rises In the
winter months when there are fewer
vehicles on the streets,” be said,
“shows conclusively that congestion
Is nut The cause of accidents.  The
finding of the Accident Prevention De-
partments of scyres of A. A. A. clube
are unanlmons on tbe point that motor-
ists fail to make the right adjnstment
in their driving habits when wintry
weather arrives.

"It'has been proven, for Instance,
miliHt in some cities the accidents on a
wet day increase by about 100 per cent.
Tlic traffic officers making tbe counts
noil'll that on the whole the' motor-
ists involveil In these accidents
wi*n* going at tbe speed which they
had tome to regard as safe In dry
weather, and had they made the neces-
sary adjustment and reduced speed
twenty-five per cent, it Is safe to a”
sume that there would be no increase
ill ai‘cidents. In other words, a twenty-
five per cent reduction In speed on a
wet, slippery pavement is absolntely
Inisf.ssary to restore the margin of
safety and offset the dbmdvnntages of
|H>or vision and skidding.

"Another thing tliat causes many
motorists to come to grief is tbe degree
of coniyieiice that they place in chains,

ji'hnins. it lios been shown, may be a

IgiKH aid in keeping tbe safety margin
:but are by no means a preventive
against H(%idents. It is not tbe chains
themselves but the fact that the motor-
ist Is liable to be over-conlldent that
leads to trouble.

| "The mail who takes ebances on a
,wet day for the simple reason that his
car is iHiuipped with chaius. is simply
i flirting with tlie undertaker.

"One way In which we can reduce
our acc'idents during the winter months
is simply to recognize that It Is winter
and that the conditions under which
the automobile is operated Involve In-
creased hazard factors. To meet this
Icondition tbe motorist must undergo a
iwychologfcal adaptation.”
