About 
th e  tim e of S a n ta ’s a r r iv a l , a  tru c k  
a r r iv e d  in  th e  p a rk , laden  w ith  g ifts  
fo r every  boy an d  g irl p resent. T hese 
g if ts  consisted  of a  suck  con ta in ing  an  
orange, candy, a  toy  an d  a  box of 
an im al crackers. These w ere d is ­
trib u ted  by S an ta  C laus, a ss is ted  by 
m em bers o f th e  com m ittee on a r ra n g e ­
m en ts  from  th e  R o ta ry  a n d  K lw an is 
d u b s .
