rinrificatiuu of the provisions of
the fiKleral reTenue bill for 1926 so
an udeqnately to safeguard the tax-
payer In the matter of deferred pay-
ment sales or Installment sales of real
estate is asked In a letter addressed to
Senator Reed Smoot, of Utah, chair-
man of the senate committee on
finance, by the National Association
of Real Estate boards through its gen-
eral counsel. Nathan William Mac-,
Obesney.

The letter.also protests against the
present wording of the tax bill in re-
gard to the taking of depreciation
upon real estate investments in esti-
mating tax on capital gain. It com-
mends the announced intention of Sen-
ator Smoot to nrge the abolition of
the federal estate tax, and suggests
that a fair division of the tax field
would be the relegation of the taxa-
tion of estates and inheritance to the
several states, and the corresponding
retirement of the states from the tax-
ation of incomes, leaving this source
of revenue to the federal government
alone.

Of Great Importance

The question of the method of in-
come tax payment upon proceeds of
installment sales is one of increasing
importance not only to the real estate
business, but in every avenue of com-
mercial transaction. General MacCbes-
neY pomls out.

n the case in installment sales of
real estate it was the practice at one
time to make returns upon the basis
that capital should be repaid prior to
any return of income for taxation, the
theory being that In this class of tran-
sactions no profit is realized until the
original cost of capital has been re-
turned.

The regulations issued by the treas-
ury department for the administration
of the revenue act of 1924. provided
another ‘method by which, when real
property was sold I™n deferred pay-
ments hot on an installment plan, ‘if
the obligations have no fair market
value.” the seller could reimburse
himself, not for all of his capital in-
vestment, but for the capiUl invest-
ment of the particular piece of land
sold before making any return of the
profit. For example, in the sale of
subdivisions, he might reimburse him-
self for that portion of the capital
Investment represented by the indi-
vidual lot sold. The department, the
letter states, has practically nullified
this provision by what amounts to a
refusal to accept such returns.

More recently, therefore, it has been
the common practice to make a return
of income based npon the proportion
of the total sales price, which the an-
ticipated profit bore to the Investment.
Outof each payment the seller credited
a certian proportion to bis capital ac-
<*uunt imd returned a certain propor-
tion to the government for taxable
Income for the year in which received

Heccntly the board of tax appeals

returns. Hie gnestion of whether such
returns may legally be permitted
under subsequent acts has never been
decided. It is assumed that under the
later laws the department will con-
tinue to permit returns to be made
ui>on this basis.

The association bolds that since
there seems to be some gnestion as to
whether the proposed revenue act
would allow the making of returns
upon such a basis as that in regula-
tions 65 article 44 the language should
be made, such as to give the taxpayer
the effective right to make both the
Installment and deferred payment sales
returns as there provided.

Change in the provisions of the pro-
posed rev~ue biU in regard to the
reckoning of deprcciatioD in income

WINTER SPURS REALTY TRADE

DECEMBER MOST ACTIVE MONTH
OF PAST YEAR WITH BUT ONE
EXCEPTION

The Real estate market nationally
during the month of December reg-
istered a higher degree of activity than
for auy month of the past year except
July, according to the index of market
activity compiled by the National As-
sociation of Real Estate boards. The
index for the mouth, based on the
total number of real estate transfers
and conveyances recorded In 41 typical
cities, reached 170, a jump of 11 points
over the index for November, and by
far the highest during the 10 years
covered by the association’s records.

Making the necessary allowance for
the normal growth In volume of trans-
fers due to population growth, the in-
dex shows a decidedly active market
condition.

8 Per Cent Gain

The pronounced activity shown in
the rearestate market for December
parallels the December record for con-
tinuing high activity in building con-
struction and corroborates the find-
ings of the semi-annual survey of the
real estate market recently Issued by
the association from reports made by
198 member boards.

Thbe total number of transfers and
conveyances recorded during tbe year
1925 in tbe 41 cities covered by the
index reports was 1,829,000, as against
less timu 1.700,000 during the preced-
ing years. This is a gain of 8 per
cent In the volume of real estate move-
ment.

The index figures for tbe 12 months
Just passed show that while at no time
during 1925 was there the phenomenal
business activity in real estate which
marked the record year preceding,
the general tone of the year was one
of very steady strength.

It was a criminal folly of Sultan
Pasha, and a treachery to bis small,
courageous people, to assume the fight
under such circumstances, without any
sort of preparation. | realized this
firfit when Sultan Pasha asked me to
stay a few days longer In the Djebei
Druz to examine the seriously wound-
ed and to attend them.

There was not a single physician
among the whole people, nor any
medical Instruments to be had, no
bandages, not even any medical mate-
rial to treat a first-aid case. The
army was no better equipped In any
other direction. They bad, for In-
stance, neither hand grenades nor
guns; and. having captnred a num-
ber of machine guns (not only light
guns, as the EYench communique
stated; I myself saw a 105 mm. op-
erative field gnn not far from Suelda)
they did not have a single officer who
knew bow to use them.

They attacked tanks and captured
five of them—the writer saw three
Iburned French tanks on the road be-
Itween Es SIJn and Mezraa—bat they
attacked them withont arms. ' They
thrust themselves against the vehides,
caught them with their naked* hands,
overturned them, and put them to
ashee. . I was shown one of
their leaders who threw away his flint,
and, sword in band, attacked the
French infantry at the front of bis
men.

Water Power in Sweden

A Swedish waterfall now runs the
trolleys in Copenhagen, the capital
of Denmark, thanks to the completion
recently of the powerful electric
cable ever laid under water. Replac-
ing a smaller cable that had been In
use since 1914, it is capable of trans-
mitting 50,000 volts and thereby adds
“white coal™ on n large scale to the
llst of Swedish aiTlcies of export. Be-
sides the Copenhagen trolleys, the elec-
tricity transmitted under wuter plso
runs factory machinery and gives light
to the city and the surrouiuiin*.: coun-
tryside. Oossing the sound, or sindt.
that separates Swetlen nnd Dr-nniark
at Its narr«»\vest poiur. the ne« cabU
leaves Sweden at Helsingborg nnd en-
ters Denmark at Elsinore within sight
of the hamlet castle Knmborg. In
length It Is about three and a hall'
miles, and Its weight is more than ‘hxi
tons.
