PRESIDENT JOHN Q.ADAMS

rh a rles  Augustus Root brought an 
interesting document to  the Mail office 
Tuesday afternoon, in the shape o f a 
laud grant from the governm ent to  his 
grandfadier. d ie late Augustus Root, 
dated Feb. 22. 1826. only lacking a  few  
days of being 1i>0 years old. T he deed 
which is upon (larchmear. Is in a 
splendid state oi' preservation. It w as  
signed by Joim Quincy Adams, then  
pn-sklcnt of d ie United States. The 
Augustus Root homestead, w hich is  lo­
cated uD th e Ann Arbor road, bas never 
been out. o f possession of the fam ily, 
and it is  now owned by h is grandson, 
Charles A. Root.

Mr. Root also showed us tw o very 
old ne^v.spa^>ers. one of which w as  
dated in tbe year 1770. T he other 
paper, the U lster County Gazette, w as  
published after tbe death o f George 
M'ashlngton. and te lls  o f b is fu n era l; 
also of the m eeting of Congres.s to 
honor him w ith  expressions o f condo- 
h*n«-e and respect.

ed wltb a law  sa lt)  Into paying even  
$25 for a quitclaim  deed, a  rather 
handsome sum o f $5,000 would be 
realized by schem ers, w ho would in  
fact give nothing of value in return.

During the Chicago World's F air  
period, a number o f such  attem pts 
were made. In one case, a woman 
claimed an Interest dating back 
m>arly h a lf a  century In a cer­
tain North Side subdivision. She 
flle<l for record. In  the office o f  the re­
corder of deeds, an affidavit setting  
forth th at she s till held a dower right 
In the quarter .'lectlon of land referred 
to, which, with the buildings and im ­
provements made since it  w as subdivid­
ed, had increased In value nearly half 
a m illiou dollars.

A.S soon as tbe affidavit was 
filed, many of the lot hnyers and home 
owners iKK'ome frlghteneil lest they 
slnmld lost* their life  savings. I t ap- 
Itears that in her hu.sband
quitclaim ed a ll h is iuterest in  th is  
tract o f laud, and tluit his w ife  
did not join in the deed o f  <-on- 
veyunce. and for th is reason she  
claimed to have a dower right in the 
house or lot o f every owner in that 
siibdlvl.sion.

A prominent attorney, John P. W il­
son. an authority on real estuU* titles, 
wa.s asked for an opinion. H o decided 
that she had no dower or any 
other claim, for the. reason that her 
liusliaml Imught tfie land subject to  a  
m ortgage which .'was never paid off. 
and in due course* w as foreclosed, and 
through th is procceiling a ll their  
interest, Including the dower rights of 
the w ife, were cu t off.

Quotes L in c o ln 's  .Advice.
A fter th is com plete and authoritative  

explanation, even a .school boy could 
understand that th e woman bad no 
further rights in  the prem ises, and yet 
some lan-yers not expert in  such m at­
ters assum ed there might be a  cloud 
on tbe title . W ell Informed attorneys 
call such spurious claim s “stangers” 
to  tbe title  and totally disregard them.

f.’n<ler the Torrens system , a person 
would not be perm itted to file such  
a claim , having no foundation in fact, 
and no chance to cloud tbe title  would 
be given her. The registrar o f titles  
in h is official capacity acts a s  custodian  
and protector o f a ll title  m atters ac­
cording to i>owers granted him by the  
state.

"Discourage litigation. Persuade 
your neighbors to  compromise when- 
over you can. Point out to them how  
the oom lnal w ioner Is often a  real 
loser In fees. expense.s, and w aste of 
time. As a iieacemaker, the law yer  
has a suiierlor opportunity of being a 
good mau. N ever stir  up litigation. 
A worse man can scarcely l>e found  
than one who d«>es th is .. Who can be 
more nearly a friend than he who 
hubituully overhauls the register of 
deeds in scurcli o f defects In titles  
whereupon to  stir  up str ife and put 
money into b is pocket? A moral tone 
ought to be enforced In tbe profession  
which would drive such men out o f it."

It is an old saying that If your ears 
bum , people are talking about you. 
T his is very old, for Pliny, the Roman 
philosopher who lost his life  in the 
destruction o f Pompeii. D. 79. wrote, 
“When our ears do glow and tingle, 
som e do talk of us iQ our absence." 
In bis charming comedy, “Much Ado 
About Nothing,’’ act HL scene 1. 
Shakespeare makes the heroine. B eat­
rice, say to Ursula and Hero, who had 
beeu talking o f her, “W hat fire la in 
myne ear"?"

“T o set people by the ear.” means to 
create ill-will among th em ; to set 
them quarreling, as metal pots slung 
together rattle against each other.

"Walls have ears." means that what 
is uttered In secret may get abroad. 
Nowhere ia th is Idea better expressed  
than In E cclesiastes 1 0 :20, which 
reads: “Curse not the king, no not 
In thy thought . . . for a bird of 
the air shall carry the voice, and that 
which bath wings stiall tell the mat­
ter.”

Chaucer, the Middle ages poet, .'ind 
the father o f English poetry, expressed  
the same Idea in a somewhat different 
manner. In one of his Canterbury 
T ales he writes. “That field hath eyen 
(eyes), and the wood hath ears."

Then there la the expression which 
takes one back much farther than 
even the tim e of Pliny. It is this. 
“Mine ears hast thou bored.’’ meaning 
thou has accepted me as thy bond- 
s lave for life. I f a Hebrew servant de­
clined to go free after six years of 
service, the m aster was to bring him to 
the doorpost, and bore b is ear through 
with an awl. In token of his voluntary 
servitude, which continued during the 
remainder o f the servant’s life. Exo­
dus 2 1 :1-6 . '

The French have a saying which 
may be translated, "To send one away 
with a  flea in hfs ear,” meaning to 
send one away after giving one a good 
scolding, giving him through the ears 
or bearing som ething serious to think
