Mi c h i g a n  U one of the  states th a t has made the  ^^ateyt progress 
by the extension of its good roads, l a  industrial im portance has 

been greatly fortified by the  development of a  system of internal com­
munication. I t  can still advance im der a  careful and judicious extension 
of fhig program.

Th o u gh  no land areas of continental 
size  ever existed In the Pacific. D oc tor 
Schaffer stated, there are reg ions of 
m ovable zones w here emergence and 
subm ergence are constan tly in p rog ­
ress.

“S u ch  a line.” he said, “goes all 
around the Pacific  and connects the 
Antarc tic  continent w ith  tbe conti­
nents o f  the  southern  hem isphere. It  
Is  easy, too, to see that tbe northern  
continents m ay more than once have 
been connected by w ay o f the Be ring  
stra it  and by tbe r is in g  of tbe relative­
ly  sha llow  sea bottom between G reen­
land and Europe.”

D r  H e rbe rt E . Gregory, d irector of 
the  B ish o p  museum, d isagrees w ith 
the theory advanced by D r. J. M a cm il­
lan Brow n, chancellor o f  tbe U n ive r ­
s it y  of N ew  Zealand, who d a itn s that 
the Pacific  is land s are the rem nants 
o f a once great em pire that collapsed 
In to  tha ocean In  a se ries o f cata­
clysm s.

"G eo log ica l evidence," sa id  Doctor 
Gregory, “glvea no proof that there 
ever w as a large  area of land In the 
central Pacific. N o  rock ha s been 
found w hich  could be considered part 
o f  an old continent. T h e  on ly w ay 
that geolog ists w ill ever be able to 
m ake  a  real test o f these theories w ill 
be b y  an  extensive system  of borings 
w hich  m ust extend th rough  the coral 
and the com parative ly new leve ls of 
the Islands, and aI.«o by a carefu lly 
p lanned so und ing  of the Pacific 
ocean.”— Science Se rvice  Bulletin.
