I noticed an invitation in tbe Mail a
few weeks ago. to former Plymouthltes
to send items for the home paper. We
enjoy reading about tbe folks back
there, and i>erhaps they might like to
hear some Arizona news. Last Tues-
day, Mr. Hager and | took a party of
friends out to our homestead. They
were Mr. ond Mrs. C. D. Bradley of
(?arrelltOD, IUiuolsi; and Mr. and Mrs.
Oliver Burch of Rifle. Colorado. We
started from Hill Crest Ranch ulrout
10:30. and took a picnic lunch along.

It is seventeen miles to “Cactus
Homestead,” our desert claim. The
(lay was beautiful, one of those warm,
sunshiny, spring days which makes a
I>erson feirl glad to I alive. The
greaseivood was in blossom on the
desert. Jack rabbits scampered through
the sagebrush, lizards were sporting in
the sand, birds were singing, and a
bine liaze hung over Table Monntain.
The coffee nnd good “"cats" tasted fine
amid sm-h surroundings.

There is .something faseioatiug al>out
the desert, a fascination which lures
you back, no matter how far away you
may roam. 1 liveil there for three

years pruciically alone, and | can
vouch for the tnifli of this, ns each
time that 1 visit the scenes of my

homesteading days, | feel so contented
that | can hardly leave to return to
Hill Crest, and yet the latter Is a very
pretty home.

Just now our almond trees are in
bl(K)m. and the fruit trees are full of
buds. By the 3rd of May. the first
apricot will bo ripe. We have just
finished picking our cotton, and have
gathered tbe maize crop. Our garden
is supplying us with turnips, carrots.
I>eets, cabbage, spinach nod mustard
greens.

We go out most mornings and pick a
grapefruit from onr own trees for
bieakfast. We are planning to plant
100 of these trees this season, as grape-
fruit thrive so well at the ranch,
owing to tbe protection afforded by a
range of mountains close behind the
house which makes our place as near
frostless as it is possible to be.

We are experimenting with pecan
nut trees this year. Have planted 24
two year old stock. Several other
farmers have done the same, as we are
anxious to know If the trees will come
to production as in Texas and Florida.

Chickens and turkeys thrive wonder-
fully in this warm climate, and are a
paying proposition, as they can be
hatched so very early. One man
down town in tbe residence district
has a date palm in his front yard
which netted him |200 from the sale of
the fruit. The dates are luscious and
very large.

I (he vision. The explanation of this
difference cannot positively be made,
hut it seems likely flint It is due to
such differing factors as conditions
nnder which the tests were obtained,
bad Hinminution in rural schools and
homes and the small number of cor-
rections of visional defects provided
for rural chlldreu.

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Soldier Stole Gems

From Hawediim Crown

After resting In the vaults of the
archives of Hawaii since 1905 in a
more or less battered condition, the
crown of Hawaii, last worn by King
Kalakoa, has been restored to beauty.

Last .Tnnuary the commissioners of
the archives broke the seals on the
leather case containing the royal
headpiece and examined the contents.
They found that the crown was badly
battered and twi.sted and that several
of Its beautiful gems had been re-
moved. Tracing liack records, It was
found that In 1.SJ3, after the over-
throw of the monarchy, a man named
Ryan, a regular in the enlisted forces
of tlie new government, had discov-
ered the leather ‘ruse In a room at-
tached to that of the former royal
chamberluln. He broke the lock and
stripped the crowv of tuany of its
gems.

According to tiie iii.”*tory of the case
Che largest diamond was sent by Ryan
to a uemuu friend iu Missouri. It was
later recovered by the attorney gen-
eral of Hawaii tlinaigh the attorney
general of Missouri. Tlie theft re-
mained a mystery for some time, until
detectives founil a paper containing
$2,500 worth of diamonds lo Ryan's
room.

A story was afterward current that
Ryan had used some of the Jewels as
stakes in “seven <-0inR eleven." Rymn
was arrested, tried aud convicted. He
later escaped from prison, but was re-
captured and deported.

The 1925 territorial legislature ap-
propriated $350 for the restoration of
the crown. This has been done witii
“synthetic” gems, but nevertheless the
former beauty attd glory of it seems to
have returned. After a public exhibl-
tloQ of the crown in a Honolulu

Jeweler's window it was again placed '

in the archives building on the cap-
itol grounds.

POTATO GROWERS URGED TO IN-1
CREASE PRODUCTION ECONOMY
BY PLANTING FROM GOOD
STOCK.

Tliiit the planting i>f cortitied seed
|)otatoes is an effective form of crop
insurance for Michigan farmers is be-
ing iMiinted out this spring hy H. C.
.Moore, potato spiK*iali.st. at the Michi-
gan State College in charge of seed
potato iu.spei‘tion service*.

“Those .state farmers who each year
phfnt approximately 100.UOO bushels of
<*ertified seed potatoes have found that
such seeil is a vyy good form of po-
tato crop insurance.” says Moore.
"Certified seed has materially Increas-
e<l their yields and bettered the quality
of their crop, so that they have been
able to produce potatoes more econom-
icnlly and to market them to better
advautage.

“"Rconomy in production—lower pro-
dnctlnn costs per bushel—shonld be the
aim of i>otato growers. Numerous
tests throughout the state show a pro-
duction increase of approximately 50
bushels per acre for certified' seed com-
pared with non-certified or ‘common’
seed potatoes. This makes it possible
in many instances for growers to re-
duce their acreage and still maintain
their total potato output by planting
certified seed and following good cul-
tural practices.”

A general shortage of certified seed
potatoes is said to exist this year, not
only in Michigan but also thronghont
the entire country. For this reason
growers have been urged to get their
seed stocks early,' Varieties Included
among those'which are being certified
In Michigan are: Bosaet BaraL White
BuralL Green Mountain, and Irish Cob-
bler.

LEFT-HAND DRIVE—

Left-hand drive -was originally introduced by Henry Ford on the Model T car in
1908. _It caused a mild sensation in the motoring -world, accustomed to nothing
but right-hand drive and control—a feature adopted from abroad where the rules
of the road are to drive to the left.
