Tbe statement is the result of an
investigation nindv by the American
Agtom**bJle A.s«s‘iath»n. of which the
local club is a prmulueut affiliation,
showing that few club members have
their enrs stolen, despite the fact th”t
about one out of every fifteen ear
owners btduugs to an automobile
omAoization.

Mr. Bacheldor explains that owing
to tite development of tbe local and
national emergency road service to
club members the thief who steals a
member's car is immediately at a
disadvantage.

Ser>‘ice to members is operated
through a chain of garages and re-
tiair sbnps throughout the country,
"he says”. This conflicts with the
thleTs plans since it la tbe castoa to
store bis loot in some garage where
tie thinks he will not be detected
I'nless he exercises extreme care in
the selection of “fence” when
stealing a club member’s car be is
very apt to be caught by a club’s
official emergency road service sta-
tion when he goes; to store the car
overnight or until he cun arrange to
complete his plans for fhe dtsposal of
tbe loot. '

When a club member loses his car
his first thought is the motor club.

FARMERS PLANTING
EVERGREEN TREES

ORDER 300.000 SEEDLINGS FROM
M. S. C. FORESTRY DEPART-
MENT FOR SPRING.

Michigan farmers will plant more
tiluu  3(K).000 .seedlings trees in their
woodlots this spring, this number hav-
ing already been ordered from the
forestry department at tbe Michigan
State College.
| The majority of the trees ordered
are pines, spruces and walnuts, ac-
cording to a check of tbe college order
books.  They will be used for wood-
land plauting and Hforestadon work.
It is estimated by Prof. A. K. Chitten-
den, bead of the H. 8. C. forestry de-
partment, that the number of seed-
lings to be distributed wUIl be enough
to reforest about 4,000 acres.

Thbe trees are sent ont to farmers at
cost from the college forest nursery.
Orders have grown so in recent years
tbat tbe number pf trcdlinfi dlatribat-
ed In this way Is said to be limited

W(* read in a daily paper a few days
ago of an Ohio man who died recently
after living for 55 years on a small
farm. In settling bis estate it was
found be had $2.000 deposited In the
bank, and $80,000 In cash held in fruit
cans and secreted about bis home.

Here is u man, who, from every in-
dication, was frugal, industrious, in-
telligent and thrifty. He had to have
these qualities to accumulate that
amount of money on a small farm re-
mote from the city and in a section
where opportunities were few, Tet,
because be did not trust his feilowmen,
almost s-10 of every dollar be bad was
idle, when it could have been earning
interest for him.  In fact, that $80,000
deposited in an Ohio savings bank pay-
ing 6 per cent would have brought him
an income of $4,800 a year, or more
than be could have earned in any year
by bard-work on his farm.

lie was. in a way, like a number of
e<)ple we know around Piymoutb. He
oouUIn't be called n miser, because be
did have a small bank account, but be
was n i>oor business man in that be
did not realize the earning power of
money. He put it away where it
woubl not grow and reproduce; be de-
prived himself of the enjoyment of his
ttiivings.  Then he died without having
derived a penny's worth of I>eneflt
from it. Here Is as strong an argu-
ment in favor of starting a savings ac-
count as we have ever come across, and
we hope and trust it will impress
those who read this article the same
way it has impressed us.

We know that a
jury of Plymouth men would not
acquit tbe reckless pistol user who
killed another—and we believe tbe
time is fa.st approaching when they
will mete out heavy punishment to
auto drivers who slay through reck-
lessness The Oklahoma jury that
agree<] that NeiT is a had kind of citi-
zen to be driving the highways, has
set a good example for other juries

LOOIONG AHEAD

Thbe state of New Jersey has gone
into tbe nursery business, supplying
its citizens with small trees at actual
cost, to be used in replacing those be-
ing cut down, and also for planting on
acres that cannot very well be cul-
tivated. Here is a good idea, and now
that planting season Is so close, maybe
a lot of citizens around Plymouth can
profit by tbe suggestion. It doesn’t
require much time to plant a few
small trees here and there about the
yard.or farm, and they are still easily
and cheaply obtained. They may not
afford much actual benefit to the one
who plants them now, but they will
prove a godsend In the years to come.
