FROM CALIFORNIA

1666 Electric Ave.,
Venice, California.
March 2, 1926
Editor of Plymouth Mail
Dear Friend:

Seeing your invitation in the Mail
last week for all former Plymouth
peojile to write a letter to the Mail,
am ieuding one to you. Think per-
haps the Plymouth people will enjoy
reading it.

Shall just begin Ty telling you we
b:ivo all kinds of green vegetables in
till'  juiirket—ouions. beets, carrots,
im-nips. radishes, ete. As 1 write the
tinTciiry stands at just 78 on the front
IMiri'li in the shade, Roses, cala lilies,
geraniums and other llowers are In
bliHiin in our yard. The grass was
just mowed this morning, and wc have
laid enough rain to make everything
look line and green.

Tlie day Iwfore New Year's we look
a trip up Mount Wilson, where we
saw the largest telescope In the world.
Forty-six tons of steel were used in
its I'onstruction. A wonderful view Is
also to be had from there.

.t few weeks ago we went to Los
*Vngeles. whore we attended the first
night performance of Douglas Fair-
Ibanks’ now play, "Don Q. Doug.
Icame out on the stage and addressed
I (- audiouee. ami then called on his
«wilV. Mary Pickfnrd. who came out
;and made u little siieech. After she
had finished, he culled Charlie Chap-
ilit! onto the stage, ami he recited a
Ifimiiy piece in imitation of an Italian
|who saw Red Grange play football
Resides the notables just mentioned.
the Taliiiadgc girls wore there, also
*Marian Davis and a miml>er of other
prominent movie stars.

The first of November, we took a

Itrip with frieuds from here down
through the Imperial Valley, going
first to Riverside, where we went

through the Mission Inn. where under
the ground are subterranian passages
filletl with antique furniture, paint-
ings. wax figures, etc., ail brought over
from Spain many years ago. and which
are very interesting to one who never
has seen them.

We then drove to a little town called
Banning, just on the edge of the
desert, where we stayed all night, next
morning going on to Westmorland,
where we stayed over night.

So then 1 hung a coat hanger on the
knob so if anyone tried it the hanger
would fall and make a racket and
waken us) but noone bothered us. Next
morning we drove on past the Salton
Sea which is 290 feet below sea level,
and saw many date groves and many
cotton fields. We drove on to Calex-
ico, whiri) is Just across the border
from Old Mexico. We parked tbe ear
in Calexico and waited Just acmes

the street Into Mexicali, where we
Iwught post cards to send to a few
friends back east. Driving on, we
came back to EI Centre*, where we
struck the main Hue again, and drove
ou to SanDlggo, where we stopped long
enough to go through Balboa Park and
Mission Park. Then we drove to
Santa Ana, where we stayed all night,
driving on home next morning, where
we arrived at eleven o‘clock. We were
gone from Mond.ay morning until the
follmving Frida.v, just 566 miles for
tbe trip.

Coco* Might WmU Be

Named Treaeare Idand
Perhaps one of the most famous
of at) si“ts where treasure Is re-
puted to be burled is Cocos Island.
Cocos Island ts a beautiful volcanic
speck haunted by the spirit of pi-
ratic deviltry It belongs to Costa
Rica and lies 300 miles off her coast.
Cocos Is uninhabited except by a
governor, a German by birth, de-
scribed as a huge person physically
He has been there more than 25 years.
In that time his eyes have witnessed
so many parties of adventurers, for-
tune-hunters and mere sensation-
seekers In the frantic efforts to dis-
lodge the hoarded gold, that he has
lost all count of their number, George
Gercke tells us. In the New York
Evening World.

It appears that about 1812 a
Spaniard of high lineage was cruis-
ing Caribbean waters as a licensed
privateer for the purpose of protect-
ing galleons that were conveying gold
bars from Italian mines to the courts
of Spain and the Vaticao. Becoming
tired of the deary work, be grew
covetous of such enormous wealth,
decided be needed It more than did
king or pope, and proceeded to get
op a mutiny among part of bis crew.
These cot ~e throats of the honest
men. High up on the masthead they
ran the black flag. He named him-
self Benito Bonlto, surveyed his gang
of bearded pirates and looked forward
to that career as buccaneer which
was to last successfully for Just four
years.

BOjilto and bis crew became the
terror of the day. overhauling treas-
ure ships, sacking churches, mints
and palaces His loot was becom-
ing so heavy that be was finally
forced to seek a safe place of con-
cealment So on Cocos Island, the
pirates killed wild hogs and tanned
the skins to make bags which they
used to pack and store the heaps of
gold and Jewels. These sacks were
placed In a cave, the spot carefully
marked., and away they sailed for
new adventures.

Rettoring TolttoVt Home

In the Hamovnikl district Ot Sibs-
cow. the house In which Leo Tolstoi
lived and wrote some of hls greatest
works. Is to be restored by the Tolstoi
‘museum, a government institution. In
1900 Tolstoi gave hls city home to his
son. Serge, and moved to hls country
estate, Yasnaya Toliana. In 1011 the
premises were sold to the city and the
furniture, except the study, which was
preserved, was either removed to
Yasnaya Pollana or stored In Stuplin.
The house was nationalized In 1920
and the furniture at Stupln was re-
!'stored. Now the museum has received
1200 more pieces from the country es-
Jtate. It has also a large collection of
j Tolstoi portraits and photographs of
{ historic characters mentioned in hls
works. The museum officials propose to
I complete the restoration of the home
I and to publish a new Tolstoi volume

on the occasion of hls centenary.

Electricity From Treee

A French scientist has discovered a
means of extracting and harnessing
electricity in trees. He c<mnected a cop-
per plate attached to s tree and an-
other plate buried In the earth, with
a galvanometer, a delicate Instrumem
which measures the strength of weak
currents of electricity, mid obtained ii
record of the current passing through
the tree. With three trees connected
in the same way the power was in-
creased. the experliiHMit, with a like re-
sult, being continued until 20 trees
were linked up in tills fashion. The sci-
entist then placed two ci>plier plates
in the earth, about six feet apart, and
with the current thus obtained lighted
a small electric lamp. Whether th *
idea cun be evt«nded to be coiumer-
cinlly worth while has yet to be de-
termined.

J. A. Glaze of the University of Chi-
cago tested the psychological effects
of fasting on a number of subjects
and reported the results to the .Amer-
ican Psychological association, which
met at Cornell university recently.
Two men aud a woman lived on water
alone for from ten to thirty-three
Nys. e

One of the most Important facts
determined was that the mental etS-
clency of all the subjects as shown
by their performance of tests de-
creased during the fast In five of the
tests out of the total of seven. The
average loss In efficiency in compari-
son with the period before aud after
the fast, ranged irom 1 to 24 per cent.

The subjects, hou-ever. seined
bodily steadiness during the fast® es-
pecially after they had been foodless
for a week or more. They were able
to point more steadily at small holes
with a pointer. They could stand at
attention, blindfolded aud with vision,
for two minutes at a time, with some-
what less wabbling than before the
fast.

“The after effects of fasting,” Mr.
Glaze said, "are beneficial In many
ways. One's mental activity seems to

be Increased, but this only takes place
after the fast Is over.”

The subjects described their various
experiences during the fast lu diaries
which they kept. One of them re-
called his dreams and they were most-
ly about food. The sense of smell, it
was agreed, was much more acute
while fasting. The pangs of hunger
were not noticed after the third day.

How physical desires may change
with long fasts was illustrated by one
of the men who had occasionally en-
joyed a cigarette. After about three
days he did not want to smoke at all.
and only after he began eating nor-
mally again did he have any desire

to resume smoking.
Machine Reveals Ills
Vagrant aches and pains which

often nfllict the stomach and are hard
to Identify may now be accurately
located an«l classified by an instrument
resembling a miniature seismograph,
the device with which earthquake
tremors are recorded, according to
Popular Mechanics Magazine. The
pain finder, devised by Dr. W. C. Al-
verez, of the University of California,
is said to register the course of such
ills In almost any part of the abdo-
men and to reveal every step of the
digestive processes. By the recorder,
the passage of food through the diges-
tive tract can be closely followed, and
the exact spot and instant of the set-
ting up of any trouble definitely
learned jn a few minutes. The In-
strument, called the multiple-electro-
enterograph, is said to obtain Its data
by means of a pendulum swung in a
vacuum tube and marks Its records
with a needle.

Both Ovid, who bore the name of
Naso (Latin nasus—a nose), aud the

fhicsman, Seipio Nc~cn d”™
rived their names from thelr very prom-
Ineut noses, and Numa's nose was so
long that he received the name of Pom-
plllus, as being the owner of a super-
lative nose.

Another ruler who was given a nick-
name on account of this organ was
Antlocbus who was called
“Grypus” because his nose was as big
and as hooked as a vulture's beak.

In the medals of Cyrus and Artax-
ences the tips of their noses come clear
out to tbe rim Of tbe coin; Mohnin-
med’s was so curved that the point
seemed to be endeavoring to Insert it-
self between his lips, and Lavafcr of-

fered to wager his reputation that he *

could, blindfolded, distinguish Fred-
erick the Great's huge nose out of
10.000 others merely by taking It be-
tween his thumb and forefinger.

As opposed to these. Washington's
nose was a true .'iquillne, indicative of
great firmness, patieuce and heroism;
Julius Caesar’s was also of tlie same
type, characteristic of patient courage
and heroic Srmnes.s.

The noses of 8luikespeare, Bacon,
Franklin and Doctor Johnson had wide
noatrlls, betokening strength of thought
and love of seriou* meditation, while
Napoleon's was exquisitely clilseled.
sculpturesque in mold, form and ex-
pression.

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CARTER ORDER NOT
OLDEST IN WORLD

in Existence Befors
Its Institution,

Many

The Order of the Garter, aside from
being one of the oldest of the orders
of chivalry, is now regarded as the
ino.si  InilK>riaiit of all such orders,
and has been su regarded for many
years.

The Idea that it Is the oldest of
tbem all, however. Is u popular error;
though the stor>‘ of Its foundation I>y
Edward Il In Litu gives it claim to
the distinction of high antiquity.

Whatever the tniih of the story per-
taining to its origin may be. it Is a
fact that at tbe time King Edward Is
tilleged to have picked up the original
emblem and inuruiured Ids now Im-
mortal “Honi soit qui mal y pensel”
similar orders were already llilck aa
thistles in the great courts of Europe.

The Holy See hud started the vogue
in 1048. nearly iwc»’ty years before
the Norman congm>si of England, by
InauKurating tlie urder of St. John
of Jernsalem, which still exists.

Half a century later, at the close of
the First crusade iu IdtK). the then
pope founded the order ef the Holy
.Sepulchre.

Spain was then full of Christian
knights, dusky .Mimrs and chivalry,
and established thbe orders ofCala-
trava and Alruni:«ri. in ]Jif»U and 1158.
respectively. In Iliij, two years after
Frederick Marbarossa bad crossed the
country ni the head of the Third cru-
sade. the Tetuonic order was founded
In Austria. Nearly three decades
later. In 1219, Wabb-mar the Conquer-
or esKihltahed the ininnehrog order In
Denmark. Tiii.s hitercstiiig e\eiit took
place Just five years before the art of
skating on Ice was first e>sayed lo
Denmark.

SwHleti and Norway were then rath-
er a mi.xwl grill. The Swedes and the
G.ollis were decimating each other,
while the Norwegians were quarrel-
ing wiili b<ith and c<mtracting fancy
alliances with Scotland. However,
toward the end of the Thiriei‘iith cen-
tury, Magnus | organized u regular
government, and before he died, iu
1290. he also insiiimed u rcgudiir order
of chivalry, the Seraphim, which still
survives.

In 1'G8, five years after the sup-
pression of Uie Knights Templar, tbe
Iltily See iustituied the <trrler of
Cliribl.

All these eight orders, and probably
li gre.-uer number of similar ones that
have hmg since become obsolete, were
tlourlsldng iu Eun»pe before that of
the tJarter caiiie into exist<>nce In
1334. So the »iuly thing n*vnintli>nnry
about Its imroilui'l ion was Its end>leni,
jind tile revolullonariness of that
feature was offset liv the piously
chivalrous tone of the tm>tio uriaclied
to the s,inle. *Kvll to him ilnil llilnka
ill of il.~Tlie At-gonnut.

UVED AND WORKED
IN BEAUTIFUL HOME

Lord Laghton’gAbode Well
Termed Dream Hoate,

Tbe home of e great mao—the home
where he lived and worked—Is always
fascinating end of the few places of
this kind in London Leighton house
stands alone.

It was the home of lord Leighton,
for many years president of tbe Royal
academy and one of tlie greatest fig-
ores In British art

In addition to a wonderful series of
drawings and sketches, which show, as
nothing else could show, Leighton’s
methods of work, the house contains
tbe famous Arab hall, a wonderful
piece of eastern architecture, carried
out to Leighton's own designs.

Here, says a visitor, we can hardly
imagine ourselves In London, can hard-
ly believe that only a minute or two
ago we were In Kensington High
street We are in another world, a
realm of enchantment and romance of
tbe purest and most exquiste beauty.
The scene does not remind us of tbe
Bast—It Is tbe East.

This effect has been obtained partly
by the use of an unrivaled collection
of Saracenic tiles, many of which were
acquired by Leighton during visits to
Rhodes. Cairo and Damascus. Pan-
els, stained glass and lattice work
were also obtained from Damascus
But while the material Is thus price-
less, It is the harmony of tbe whole,
the triumph of blending and of light-
ing that most impresses the visitor.

It was In tbe house, which he loved,
and where be worked for thirty years,
that Leighton died, the peer of a day.
The patent of the peerage was dated
January 24, 1696. and he died on the
following day. As he was unmarried
the peerage died with him. There Is
no record of any previous peerage of
so short duration and no British artist
had ever before been honored in this
way.

Many are the stories told of Leigh-
ton. Once a lady who did not know
him told him his “Helen of Troy” was
a "horrid picture.” When he confessed
that he had painted It. she exclaimed:

"“You must not mind what I say; |
am only saying what everybody else
says."

Those who knew real art had a dif-
ferent story to tell. When Leighton
was only a boy bis father took him
and bis drawings to Hiram Powers,
the famons American sculptor.

“Shall I make him a painter?" asked
Doctor Leighton.

"Sir. you cannot help yonrself,"** was
the reply. "Nature has made him one
already.”

MaiUPlane Service

The emergency landing fields of
the New York to San Francisco alt
mall route are now equipped with long-
distance telephones so that pilots who
have to make forced landings may im-
mediately report to tbe regular land-
ing stations.

These mall planes fly on schedule,
and when weather conditions or other
troubles force pilots to land at other
than regular stops the loog-dLstance
phone is used Immediately to report
slight delays or summon a relief plane
if one Is needed. Thus, the coast-to-
coast air mail is kept on schedule and
many delays are obviated.

An attempt to ascertain how many
dogs there are in this country has
brought out the fact that about 8,500,-
QN are known to the public authorl-
liu-s.

-M that is known about the un-
itaxed dogs, tbe strays, tbe puppies too
><jung to get their owners into trouble
If they are not reported or tagged, and
the dugs kept where no effort Is made
to register or tax them. Is that their
number is great. It must surely be
enough to bring the total up to 10,-
0000 or more.

That means 1 dog for every 11
human inhabitants, or a fraction over
11. It Is somewhat above the propor-
tion of dogs to people In Great Brit-
ain. There about 45,000,000 “humani®
have nearly 8.000.000 dogs. That is
about fifteen persons for every dog.

The English seem to be fonder of
dogs than Americans, as a rule, but
the fraction of the British people who
live on farms is very small. Here It
Is large, and dogs flourish in the coun-
try. Their troubles and perils multiply
In cities, the bigger the worse.

Beyond doubt, tbe proportion of
men, women and children to dogs is
much larger in the Doited States than
It was when this country was more
rural and less urban. The contrast
today between West Virginia, say, or
Kansas and Massachusetts. In the
dogs-to-bumans ratio, Is very greet.

But nowhere is there afiythlng to In-
dicate that a dogless age may be not
far ahead. The -love of sympathetic,
loyal, affectionate pets Is too in-
stinctive, too deep, too wide for that.
Millions of people are too hungry for
devotion, even if it comes from ani-
mals in many respects inferior to
human beings.
