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WOMEN W ILL BE QUARTERED IN

SPECIAL COTTAGES ON FARM
NEAR PLYMOUTH.
Plans for a women's prison, con-

sisting of eight spacious cottages, an
administration building and several
supplementary structures, to be erect-
ed liofore next winter at a cost of
<700.000 on n 220-n*Te tract near Plym-
outh. Mich..
by the Hoard of Commissioners of the
Detroit House of Correction.

Ground for the new prison, which
the commissioners state, will be the
most up-to-date institution of its kind
ill the world, will bo broken before the
cud of \pril.

One of the uutstandlug features of
the pi‘sloii will lie the opportunities it
will afford for the segregation of in-
iiia(c.s. considcnal by prisom authorities
to 1< one of the most imimrtaut phases
of correctioual work. Each of the
cottages will house :16 prisoners, giv-
ing the jirison a capacity of 288.
There are now 24h women prisoners
in the House of Correction.

As the pri.sou population increases,
additional cottages may be Imilt on the
tract.

rndcr the plans «lrawn by Albert
Kahn, architect, the administration
Imlldhig will contain offices for the
su]>erinteiideiir and assistant super-
iilUeiidem. a large visiting room
and commissary, receiving and dress-
ing rooms. fiiig<'r print and Bertlllon
room, a welfare office and medical ex-
amination room. It will be possible

to place newly-arrived Inmates in
quarantine or under observation
for two weeks At the end of that
time they will be classified and
boused in one of the cottages

The cottages will be far enough

apart to permit of complete segrega-
gatlon of the various groups. lu
each cottage two matrons will be iu
attendance Each cottage will have
its own dining room and kitchen and
reception room. A plot of ground,
large enough for recreational purposes
will surround each cottage, which will
be made home-like in appearance by
flower gardens and lawns.

In the vrear of each cottage
will be built workshops, consist-
ing of laundries, canning factories and
basketmakling rooms. Heat tor all
the buildings will be sumilied from a
central power plant. Adjacent to the
administration building will be a lai™e
chapel and auditorium, as well as
school rooms.

The commission members say that
the site, because of its distance from
Detroit, will be on ideal retreat tor
women prisoners It will permit of
a varied pit*fram of outdoor actlvitleB.
The women will be permitted to grow

small fruits and v~tablea.
The new prison, the commission
points oot, will be unusually bene-

ficial to dope adtUcts, soirrpiUnn mak-
lag special treatments posMble.

W hile the buildings will not have the
conveational jail appearance, they will
be so constructed as to be secure.
They will be built oi cemmit die.
manufactured by the men prisoners at
the House of Correction Farm. They
will be finished In stnoco.

According to Wesley Thurstin. presi-
dent of the Ohio State Automobile
Association, the smaller towns of this
country lose many million dollars an-
nually because of poor roads In the
early spring. He says: "If the dis-
tance fr<im a person's home to the
town where he usually shops is six
miles and the roads are in poor con-
dition in early spring, |1 have found he
will drive three miles to get on a good
road and drive from six to fifteen
mile.s farther on a good highway
rather than take the additional three
miles on rough or muddy road.s. The
auto has eliminated distance. Five or
six or twenty miles means very little
when a man is on a buying tour and
wants to make the trip on good
road.s."

We want roads ns
nearly perfect as w(> <-an get them, but
we've got a long way to go. The
prosiH'rity of every one of our citi-
zens deiKMids oil good roads, for we
are mily going to prosiier in propor-
tion to tlie amount of trade coming in
from the outside.

The Michigan Bell Telexihone Com-
pany is preparing to reconstruct many
of their overhead lines in Plymouth,
replacing load poles and increasing
cable capacity to take care of our in-
creasing needs.

EXPANDING FACILITIES

MEETS INCREASING TRANSPOR-
TATION DEMANDS OF WEST
SIDE INDUSTRIES.

To meet the ever incfeasing de-
mands of industries In west Detriot
and to facilitate traffic generally, the
Pere Marqgnette railway within the
past year has completed certain work
and carried over other projects that
arc now nearing completion, according
to » statement by railway officials.

These, inclosive of the grade separa-
JtioD work at Plymouth road, in which
the Pere Marqgnette participates to the
extent of 50 per cent, aggregate near-
ly $600,000 in cost. In addition to
this work, there have been several in-
dustrial switches constructed by va-
rious firms, which are not included In
the amount given.

The greater part of this work is in
the western and northwestern part of
Detroit, the principal item being the
<-onstruction of the new yards at Oak.
which involves the building of seven
and a half miles of new track, five
pile trestles, a cinder pit and a yard
nfflee, at an estimated cost of $185,000.

This work was ondertaken last
year and is being carried on with the
regular staff of employees When
<ompleted, it will afford considerable
more storage room for cars, and also
will provide tracks for making up and
breaking up trains thereby relieving
the yards located closer to the city

New track facilities at Twelfth
street were completed In 1926. This
represented the construction of 3,
lineal feet of additional driveways at
a tn-r. including the necessary drain-
age. of approximately $50,000. The
track changes in themselves involved
the exiieuditure of $7,500.

« Tlie improvements on the west De-
troit branch involved, among other
items, a track extension of 1,270 feet,
costing $4,200: two new standpipes,
$7.iVXI. and rebuilding of the tracks
on the cast end of the West Jefferson
avenue spur, where 2,300 feet of track
was rehabilitated at a cost of approx-

TORRENS SYSTEM CONTINUED

INSURED TITLES

What is a guarantee policy and bow
does it compare with a Torrens cer-
tificate? A gnarantee policy insures
the owner or mortgage boidor against
loss on account of defects in the title.
The title company proposes to do what

a fire insurance or a life Insurance
company will do in case of loss of
property by fire or loss of life by
death.

A title insurance policy, however,
differs in important respects from

either a fire insurance or a life insur-
ance policy. In case of loss by fire,
proof of destruction of the property
is a very simple matter, and usually
the loss can be quickly and easily
.settled. Much the same conditions
apply to proof of death and of settle-
ment of claims in case of life insur-
ance. However, if defects of title are
disi'overed and unexpected claims ap-
pear, the matter is not so simple,
i’'uder conditions in the guarantee
I>o]icy. the title company agrees to
make good when an actual loss is in-
curred.

Uefure settling such claims the case
is likely to be fought out in the courts
of last resort, and in the meantime,
the owner cannot dispose of his prop-
erty. it has frequently happened that
the buyer would not be satisfied with
tile guarantee policy furnished by the
title company and would have bis own
attorney examine the abstract. In
this way a defect has sometimes been
discovered which was considered a real
cloud on the title.

Refuse to Cure Defect

In such cases it has often happened
that the title company would refuse to
cun* Uu* defe<-t, standing on its rights
under the iwlicy, that the comiNiny
would only make good when the own-
er hud suffered an actual loss. Title
companies have been known at times
to guarantee over a known defect in
the title and have taken chances on a
IM>ssUtle loss. It has often happened
timt <iiri‘fnl attorneys examining the
jihstmct on their own ammnt ha
n*fus(Ml to accept a guarantee policy,
iM'cnuse defects wore foun«l that had
never lafii cured.

In such cases the seller has no re-
course. iH'cause the c-ompuny will do
nothing until sued by a claimant or
until the owner has suffered a loss,
in the meantime the owner does not
have a merchantable title, and he
los4*s a elmiiee of selling his property.

Once upon a time one saw variable
condensers that bad about 48 plates
and were rated at .001 mfd. capacity
Do you remember the days? That
value of capacity was extremely popu-
lar. But as receiver design Improved
and a higher ratio of ladactaace to
capacity was thought advisable, such
values as .00025 and particularly .0008S
mfd. came Into favor. Now the .00035
and the .0006 mfd. condensers are the
most popular, and as they fall In nice-
ly with schemes of space conserva-
tion they well deserve their hour.

But the .001 mfd. tuning condenser
mtill has its use. It Is In the antenna
circuit. There are several ways of
Including it. but the one shown In the
diagram Is as good as any.

The Aerial

n e condenser is used to tone the
aerial circuit The reason for the
abnormal capacity is that it Is per-
fectly normal In the position where it
is Incorporated. It is in the aerial
circuit and the antenna system ca-
pacity is across It.
