Iieer. St. Clair, Macomb, Oakland, Liv­
ingston. Washtenaw. Wayne. Monroe, 
i-enawee, the southeast township of 
Jackson conn^, the east half of Sag­
inaw county, and the southern part 
of Bay county, aud in view of the fact 
that the State Department of Agricul- 
TTlre In co-operation with the U nited- 
States department of agriculture has 
issued rules and regulations providing 
for the burning of the refuse, Indnd- 
Ing the corn stubble, as a means of 
destroying the European com borer,
1 deem i t  advisable for the general 
good of agriculture th at these rules 
and regulations be carried out and that 
the provisions of Act 143 of the pub­
lic Acts of 1923, as amended by Act 
341 of the Pnbllc Acts of 1925, be eon-

WHAT CROPS TO PLANT
What crops to plant is  a problem  

that confruiits every farm er i s  the 
Mjirlug of tJie year. Some m aintain  
u certaiu rotation quite closely in the 
suc-c-es.sive seasons, others devote a  
t'ertuio fixed acreage to the various 
4-ush criiiks each year, w h ile others are 
infiuenred or guided by the prices ob- 
taiuetl fur the crops of the previons 
season. The annual report issued in 
Miych «)f each year by the U. 8. 
Bureau of Agricultural iilconomics in 
cu-o'pi‘rariou with various sta te  agri­
cultural agem-ies on intentions to plant 
indicates the general trend of what 
farmers expect to do. hut is  not Intend- 
e4l a s a forecast o f \vhat they w ill 
actually plant. I t Is m erely to supply 
information to those who are in donbt 
and al<l them in determining the 
proiH'r <-oursc to pursue in  avoiding  
abnormal increase's or decreases in  the 
u«-reuge o f any crop.

Tlie rei>ort fo r  th is season, issued  
by the Michigan Co-operative Crop Be- 
IK*rting Service indicates th at Michi­
gan fanners are planning an increase 
of about .'lo iHT cent in spring wheat, 
one iHT cent in corn, and seven per 
cent ill outs: a decrease o f tw o per 
cent in hay and ten per cent in  barley, 
and no change from last year In pota­
toes. .Some o f tliese changes w ill de- 
l>eiid niwn the am ount o f fall-sown  
wheat wliich it  is  found necessary to 
abandon, and, o f course, a ll changes 
will be inori' nr le.s.s dependent upon 
prevailing weatber anil planting condi- 
tion.s.

Mr. Editor:
Seeing an article in your la st Issue 

asking former resiilents of Plym outh  
to w rite for tlie mail. I decided to 
com ply w ith  your wishes.

W as born in Plym outh in  1846. 
graduated from the Plym outh school 
in 1861, and joined the army in the 
Civii W ar. H aving fought in a ll o f 

itlie most disastrous battles, I came 
back to establish m yself again in  
Plym outh on July 8, 1865. I  might 
add here that 1 w as the “yonsgest 
Michigan soldier to carry arm s,” and 
I have alw ays praised m yself a t having 
gained such a title.

A s I have before stated, after the 
w ar w as over and peace w as declared, 
1 returned to Plymouth, married, and 
established a future home. The tow ns­
people a t th is time, were kind enough 
to elect me Village M arshall, in which  
office 1 served 16 years, and as Deputy 
Sheriff o f W ayne for 22 years.

H ere let me add that in 1858, George 
Shaffer, a resident of Plym outh, and 
fourteen other boys including m yself. 

Jail aided in planting the trees and 
setting  the park. The park w as pre­
sented to Plym outh V illage by John 
Kellogg. Jr., and among the m ost im ­
portant men that helped in the build­
ing of the village were Michael Con­
ner. Peter Fralick, Capt. John Konock, 

B. Crosby and E. L. Pennlm au. 
Charles Roe and M. R. W eeks built 
the baud stand that stood in front of 
the park, where I w as a  distinguished

■ars. until the death o f my w ife, when 
I cam e to live with my eldest daugh­
ter. At present I am living w ith  my 
ilaughter and .son-iii-law at 350 Algon- 
tjuin avenue. D etroit. Michigan.

My next Idrthday I sh all be eighty  
years old. and I believe that I may 
honestly say that very few  men o f ni>' 
age, now living, can acknowledge the 
record that I am able to.
