The speciiil s(-hool m cfllng. held at 
Iligli schiinl amlilnrinm. bust Monday ; 
eveiiin.g. fdr the pur|Hise of cuu.sidering 
the purchasing of ailditionul laud for 
school puriM-t.sys, .was largely attended. ' 
President John W. Henderson of the I 
Kriard of Education, presided over the | 
meeting, and .Mrs. Ada 8. Murray i 
acte^l ns secretary. |

The meeting brought out considera-1 
lilc sentim ent favoring the purchasing-' 
of a site  and building a ward school I 
t>u the north side of the village, and 
tlifs w as discussed pro and con. Fol­
lowing the discussion, a vote was 
taken, which showed a total of 164 
votes cast, and of th is number 88 were 
in favor of the purchase of property 
upon which options had been secured, 
and 7G against the proposition.

The follow ing day It w as learned 
tliat a recent change in  the school law. 
rtHinires a 60 per cent vote o f the total 
caM ta~.«ftiTy A.. proposition of this 
kind, and for th is reason the board has 
called another spt>cial school meeting, 
Thursday. April 8th. a notice o f which  
iipi)e!irs upon th is page, when the 
proiKisition w ill again l>o submitted to 
tlie voters.

The land upon which the l»oard has 
seciireil options lays between the new  
grade sclinol and Adams street, and 
Is known ii.s tlic Kuhn. Jenks and Buz­
zard property. Thq, purchase price of 
the entire property upon which the 
options have been secured is $20,300.

T h ese  d ia ­
lec ts  sljade in to  one an o th er, the d if­
fe ren c e .in c reasin g  w ith  d istance , tiav - 
e iing  on a  line from  th e  higlituiids of 
sou thern  and  so u th easte rn  G erin iny  
tow ard  an d  througli th e  low lands bo r­
dering  on th e  N orth  sea and th e  low er 
Elbe. T he Low D utch  language com­
p rehends severa l d ia lec ts  of th e  north  
o f G erm any as  well a s  th e  F ris ian . 
D utch and F lem ish tongues. T he High 
G erm an d ia lec ts  a re  usually  classified 
In tw o divisions, a s  South  G erm an and 
M iddle Germ an.

B ut since th e  tim e of Lullier, who 
tra n s la te d  th e  B ible Into new High 
G erm an (In d is tin c tio n  from  th e  cruder 
l ite ra ry  language of th e  an teceden t old 
H igh G erm an), all th ese  d ialec tic  dif­
fe rences hav e  been dying  uu'.. and  are 
now  p erp e tu a ted  only In th e  spoken 
language of th e  peasan try .

! An old M exican gold mine, all tra c e  
i o f w hich had been lost fu r more than  
' a  hundred  years, has beeu rediscov­

ered  ill a curious m anner.
It w as one o f th e  m any ‘prolific 

sources of trea.'m re w orked by the 
.^lianish a d v e n tu re rs  in th e  days of 
Cortes, and  had been given tlie nam e 
o f tlie C ockroach mine on accoun t of 
the large num bers o f tiiese in sects tha t 
in fested  its  im m ediate neigliborhood. 
I t  wa.s a f te rw a rd s  sea led  up and  i ts  site  
forgotten.

R ecently , a f te r  th e  lapse of more 
th an  a cen tu ry , a p ro sp ecto r in th e  dis­
tr ic t. no ticing  a rock sw arm ing with 
cockroaches, rem em bered th e  story , 
follow ed th e  tra il of th e  insect-s. and 
found "the mine, wlilch is  again  being 
w orked.

S trangely  enough, th e re  is  in Mexico 
an o th e r an c ien t m ine known to only 
a few  indlan.s and to  one o r tw o w hite 
p rospectors, who have been lucky 
enough to  re tu rn  unscatlied from  the 
region.

T h is m ine Is s itn a ted  in th e  m oun­
ta in s  n ea r D urango, and  s till b ea rs  
trac es  o f the opera tions conducted by 
th e  long-dead ra ce  w hose civilization 
w as hard ly  less advanced  than  o u r 
ow r.

T he S p an iard s  in th e ir  tu rn  m ade 
a tte m p ts  to ra ise  th e  precious ore, 
specim ens o f  w hich have proved th e  
m ine to be th e  rich e st o f its  k ind  in 
th e  world, bu t th e  ch ief obstacle Id 
the w ay of fo r llie r developm ent Is a 
vast horde o f dea th-dealing  scorpions 
which sw arm  in th e  w orkings.

So larg e  and  venom ous a re  these  
specim ens th a t  m any lives have been 
lost by th e  num erous exploring  p a r­
ties  who have tried  to  reopen th e  mine, 
and although organized m easures have 
been tak e n  to  deal w ith th e  pests, 
th ere  h a s  been no a p p a ren t dim inution 
in th e ir  num ber.

T his 
Is w ritten  fo r these  men. I t  Is hoped 
th a t  It will help som ew hat In th e ir 
rectify ing  a th ing  often  done hap­
hazard ly .

F irs t, a t  th e  risk of being u n in te r­
esting , le t ,u s  go into (he theory  of the 
H azeltine o r  any  neu tra liz ing  scheme. 
’T he theo ry  fits m ost of them , bu t the 
specific applica tion  discussed will be 
H azeltlne 's .

The Neutralizing Arrangement,
T here Is a feed-back from  p la te  to 

g rid  In a radlo-fretiuency tube th a t  
re su lts  In th e  osclltatiou so annoying 
w ithou t som e annu llng  o r neu tra liz ing  
schem e. -The feed-back may be re ­
duced by sacrifice of effectiveness, by 
In troduction  o f losses o r by a  n e u tra l­
izing, so-called, a rrangem en t. T he 
D eutrallzing idea w orks on w h a t is 
know n as  th e  b ridge principle. No­
tice th e  d iagram  in Fig. 1. T he p ath  
from  in p u t to  B plus, going backw ard  
fo r th e  m om ent. Is a double one. T he 
c u rre n t can e ith e r  go by th e  capacity  
o f C and  th e  inductance  o f L H . o r  by 
th e  capac ity  o f GP and  th e  Inductance 
of (L % , because L is tapped  in 
th e  m iddle). Now, i f  th e  cu rren t d i­
vided equally  in both of those b ranches 
and  reversed  i tse lf  in one branch  to 
re su lt in opposition, th e  re su lt a t  B 
p lus w ould be nothing, assum ing th a t  
w e control th e  patlis  C L ^  and GPL'H, 
so th a t  they  a re  equal, and  th u s  pass 
equal but opposing forces.

T h a t sounds all righ t, 
bu t th e  capac ity  from  G to  P  is  very 
sm all, and it Is qu ite  a  trick  to  p ro ­
vide so sm all a cajiaclty  a t  C witlr- 
ou t h a r in g  th e  w ires run n in g  from  L 
and  G overdo th e  .1ob.

Now, th e  ex act a rrangem en t of Fig. 
1 is  being used a t  iiresent In many 
se ts  em ploying a sing le stage  of rad io  
frequency  am plificalion. T he detec to r 
coupler p riu iary  L  Is a coil o f double 
w inding, tw o w ire s  In para lle l, o r a

neu tra lized . So, If we a r ra n g e  such 
a control circu it from  a  proper source 
o f oppostng c u rre n t we can effect th e  
sam e thing. T ide wa.s done In th e  
com m ercial neu trodyne by tap p in g  off 
th e  inductance L7 which w as sec­
ondary  to  L2, fo r The voltages o r cur- 
rent.s In a secondary  circu it a re  gen ­
e ra lly  com pletely out o f p h ase  w ith 
those in th e  p rim ary . T he p rim ary  L 
w as alm ost a lw ays .stuck a t  th e  fila- 

j m eut end o f L i. us Kig. 2 im llcutes, 
so (h a t th e  voltage tra n s fe r  from  L to 
H  a t  th e  low er portions would be 
m ade w ith sm all loss. T hus th e  tap  
a t  L I generally  iiu-luded th e  sam e 
num ber of tu rn s  as  w ere p re sen t In fl, 
g lriu g  an  oppositional c u rre n t w hose 
voltage w as prac tica lly  equal to  th a t  
pu t on the p la te  by L. t ’outrol o f the 
n e u tra liz in g  capac ity  C would then  
pu t th e  ex act n eu tra liz in g  voltage ou 
G. Since L and LI w ere equal Uie

T he rem edy is aga in  as  before. H ave 
a  sm all n eu tra liz in g  inductance an d  a 
la rg e  n eu tra liz in g  capac ity , u sing  th e  
m idget variab le  coudenser. T ap  off 
th e  secondary  o f th e  iieu tro fo n n e r L l 
to  Include th e  num ber of tu rn s  to  the 
filam ent equal to  about one-balf o f L. 
th e  prim ary . Then the neutra liz ing  
condenser Is safely  ilie usual m idget, 
bu t no t very sa tisfac to rily  th e  so- 
called neutrodon of the sliding tube 
type.
