AS HEAVENLY GIFT

One of the Four Original Ce-
leetial Bleesinge*

The Indian is the reat advocate of
com. To him It was the staff of life.
Both be and It are distinctly AmeH-
can. The sailing vessels which car-
ried back to Europe news of the dis-
covery of the one bore also samples
of the other. Com has meant so
mncfa to the Indian In bis economic
life that he came to reverence It' It
was one of the four original celestial
blessings sent down to him from
heaven, the Indianapolis News says.
The others were squash, beans and to-
bacco. Com meal Is used by the
Pueblos and other Indians In all their
rellgloQS ceremonials. No tribal un-
dertaking is complete, no official pro-
Douncemefft Is effective, unless they
are accompanied, at their reception,
by the sprinkling of the sacred meal.
The medicine man finds Ux the meal,
blessed end sanctlfled by his own
hands, bis chief ally In Imploring the
blessing of the good spirits which rule
the Indian world, or In driving away
the evil spirits which threaten to usurp
the functions of the good. Growing
com will wither and die. seeds will
not sprout, horses and sheep will per-
ish, families cannot prosper and: the
evil spirits of misfortune and disease
will s ~ ~ the villages unless the sa-
cred ZD” is sprinkled at the begin-
ning of all undertakings. The chief
fetich of the Pueblo medicine man Is
an ear of spotless white corq, adorned
with a plume of downy white feathers
bound to the top. Known as the
mother, this ear of com represents
the mother of all mankind. With It
the medicine man performs wonders.
Pollen of com and squash, especially
among the Navajoes, performs an Im-
portant function in sanctifying auLun-
dertakings. It is to them the most
spiritual of material offerings and no
ceremony connected with growth Is
complete without it Its symbol, as
well as that of growing corn, often
appears In the sand paintings made
famous by this artistic people. The
ancestors of the Indians, the so-called
cliff dwellers, cave dwellers and
mound builders, used com. Among
arrowheads, pottery, stone implements
and other artifacts found In the caves,
cliff dwellings, mounds and ruins of
communal houses of these prehistoric
people, little ears of com are often
discovered. To these people the great
American commodity probably was as
essential ns It became later to their
descendants.

Feared Effect of Eclipee

hundreds of thou-sands of Hindus from
Calcutta congregated on the bonks of
the sacred Ganges river, where they
bathed and pra.ved for proiectlon
from the demon believed to be swal-
lowing the sun. which, being too h<it
to retain, is causing it extreme an-
guish.

Cooking by Exhaust

A mechanic of Columbus. Ohio, has
invented a device by which motorists
may now utilize the exhaust from
their motors to cook their camp
suppers, says the Scientific Amer-
ican.

A
pipe connectloD is fitted to the ex-
haust manifold and Joins with a round
circular burner.
