Typhoid 
fever fakes thousands of young lives 
yearly, and diphtheria, which is con- 
sldowMl preventable and for which 
ibere has been a cure for th irty  years, 
takes the largest toll of death of any 
disease of childbood. Of ail crippled 
persons, a t least one-third of them re- 
ivived their injuries in childhood.

A TE.XTILE TRIP 
By Muriel Cord

On Wednesday, April 7, the Domestic 
Art class of Plymouth High school, 
visited Blank Bros, department store. 
The purjiose of our visit was to ex- 
aiiiim* nigs.

Mr. Ultmk very kindly showed and 
explaiti(‘<l to us the various kinds of 
rugs. The difference in tbe nap and 
in the weave was well explained.

The Itest grade o f ‘rugs is tbe Wilton. 
I t has a very .^boH nap, and it  has 
usually fourteen or fifteen wires to the 
inch. There are  five grades of Wilton 
rugs; but there is so little difference 
in the prices and quality of the second 
and third grades and between the 
fourth and fifth grades, that the small­
e r  .store.*! do not handle them. They 
usually carry first, th ird  and fifth 
grades. The Wilton rug Is seamless. 
The Bagdad Wilton is one of tbe best 
known. Tbe next grade In rugs is tbe 
Colonial Velvet. This Is very soft and 
has a somewhat longer nap.

The Axminster rugs are  next in 
quality. They are  made both seamed 
and seamless. The seamed rugs are 
of a  finer weave, running from five to 
eight wires per Inch. The s^m ed  rugs 
a re  woven in strips twenty-seven 
inches wide, while tbe seamless rug is 
usually from nine to twelve feet wide. 
There are  stweral grades of A xm instcr: 
rugs. The best known are  the Yon­
kers and CnrletoD Axinlnsters.

The loss important rugs arc  Brus­
sels. Wool Fibre rugs and Tapestry 
rugs. Bruswls vary much In price. 
One may get a cheap one or an expen­
sive «me. They are  made the same as 
.\xmiusters. The Wool Fibre rugs are 
so woven th at every other weave is 
wool, tbe o ther thread being a sea-weed 
fibre. Sometimes pnp4>r is treated and 
p r e s i^  into fibres for use in these 
rugs, The Tapestry ruga are made on 
the same plan as the Axmlnsters, only 
they are of a finer weave.

7 
feet 6 inches by fl feet. .8 feet three 
inches by 10 feet fi inches. 9x12 feet, 
0x1." feet. 11 feet 3 Inches by 12 feet, 
11 feet 3 inches by 15 feet, and 12x16 
feet.

Conspicuously absent from the con­
versations of the anthracite miners 
who recently returned to work was 
the old superstitious talk of ghosts 
and skeletons seen in the mines upon 
return after suspension of work.

In former years not a strike ended, i 
but that trouble was not experlenc«*d 
a t some of the collieries by ^ liners' 
refusing to ge into certain pits in the 
mines because they alleged they had 
seen a ghost or had heard some un­
earthly ranklings. At one of the op­
erations near Ashland. Pa., threo 
minors came rushing up a gangway 
one hour after they bad returned to 
work a t the end of the 1922 strike, 
and absolutely refused to return to 
their pit because they had seen the 
ghost of a mine mule which had been 
beaten to death at the mouth of the 
pit by a cruel driver ou the day be­
fore the suspension went into effect. 
The three men were given work in 
another portion of the workings and 
others sent to rhe jiit where ilie ghost 
of the donkey had been seen.

In years gone by sucli superstilioua 
tales were especially prevalent among 
the newly arrived foreigners in the 
mines and they'spread rapidly among 
all the men. In the Locust Gap dis­
trict the story of how a youthful 
miner one afternoon went hack to hl.s 
pit to get a watch which he had for­
gotten and never returned, was re­
vived with the llrst day of work. The 
young man never returned to the sur­
face of the earth and a systematic 
search failed lo reveal the body. The 
coinpensalloii department of the slate 
refused to pay compensation lu the 
ca.se.

The men went cautiously into the 
pits which bad marked the gr.nve of 
other miners before rhe suspension 
started. In the underground caverns, 
dug out of solid coal, where there Is 
no light except tlie flickering flame of 
a carbide lamp, superstition Is certain 
to breed and devebqi. There are still 
miners who will swear that they have 
seen the returned ghosts of raeu who 
died at their work.

Especially are brutal accidents 
breeders of superstition. In the sec- 
tloQ.s of the mines w'here a fall of top 
cru.shes the life from a man’s body or 
where a sudden rush of water curries 
a man down an almost perpendicular 
slope to his death on the floor of the 
next lift hundreds of feet below whole 
gangs most often be transferred to 
other sections In order to prevent the 
dangers of a growing superstition.

Such superstitious talk, however, 
was absent on this occasion, for the 
men were joyous over the end of the 
long strike.
