d its to burg larize  the F i r s t  N a tion a l 
B a n k  of Cassopo lls, o ve r w h ich  the 
telephone centra l office Is  located.

George Lofb lad. a linem an  at Pow. 
era, M ich., w a s aw arded the medal 
fo r  sa v in g  a life, that of a com pan­
io n  w ho  had been d raw n  beneath the 
w aters o f a  w h irlpool in  the^C edar 
river, in  the N o rth e rn  Penlusu la .

M rs. A ugu st, b e a rin g  the- band its 
a t  w o rk  in  the  b an k  offices be low  her 
sw itchboard , attempted to ca ll the 
•herlff and the fire departm ent at 
Cassopo lls. but found that the lines 
had been cut. A fte r  se ve ra l attempts 
she aroused  a  re siden tia l su b sc rib e r 
of the telephone se rv ice  and asked 
h im  to c a rry  the a la rm  lo  the sh e r­
iff 's office, w h ich  he did.

B and it’s A ttem pt Fo iled

H e a r in g  shots fired at the alarm  
m essenger. M rs. A u g u st  th rew  a 
sw itch, provided by the city, w hich  
tu rned  on a num ber of red ligh ts In 
the streets and alleys, designed to 
attract the attention of the n igh t  pa­
tro lm an in  em ergencies, and then at­
tempted to notify su rro u n d in g  to 4 n s  
of the bandit la ld  fo r the purpo se  of 
a.skiiig fo r  help. T h e  toll c ircuits, 
excepting  one to Dow agiac. had been 
rut. also, evidently b y  the bandits, 
but she  notified the telephone m ana­
ger at Dow agiac. w ho aroused  the 
countryside , v illa ge s and towns.

M eanw h ile, th rough  M rs. A u g u st ’s 
activities, C a ssop o lls  residen ts had 
been aroused thorou gh ly  and the thugs 
were interrupted at the ir w ork  and 
fled, e scap ing  in an auromoblle. T h e y  
fa iled to obtain any  of the fun d s of 
the bank.

W h ile  b ath ing  i n ' the Cedar river, 
on  June  7. 1925. a com panion o f M r. 
Lo fb lad . unable  to sw im , ventured 
beyond h is  depth and  w as d raw n  Into 
the vortex o f a w hirlpool. H e  w as 
d isappearing  the th ird  tim e when 
the telephone linem an plunged into 
the sw ir l’ o f w aters and b rought the 
d ro w n in g  man sa fe ly  to .■ 'hore,

Pub lic  presentation  o f the medals, 
the twenty-third and rwenty-fourth 
given  in M ich iga n  in  si.\ years, w ill 
be made on dates later to be an ­
nounced.

On Thursday, April 8th, the qualified voters of the 
Plymouth school district defeated, and for the second 
time in less than two weeks, the proposal to annex more 
property to the present centralized school location. The 
rank and file of our citizenry have emphatically declared 
that they do not approve of any more central schools 
activity until it can be shown that the matter of ward 
schools for Plymouth will be given immediate and serious 
attention.

An option was secured on the Robert Walker property, 
in the north end of the village, on April 6th. Against 
the approval of certain powerful interests, the proposal to 
buy this property was and at almost the last minute 

^•placed on the ballot along with the proposal to purchase 
the central, or Adams street property. The time was 
short and people generally had not become thoroughly 
informed on the issues to be voted on. And yet the meas­
ure to buy the north end Walker property carried by al­
most a four to one vote, while the centralized Adams 
street proposition suffered a greater defeat than at time 
of the election of a few days earlier. |

The price to be paid for the Walker property is $8,-|
000.00, or much less than half the amount which would' 
have been paid for the rejected and less desirable Adams 
street property. Now it is becoming appareflt that cer­
tain powerful influences are again at work in an attempt 
to thwart the popular choice of the people. It seems ap- j 
parent that an attempt is being made to sidetrack, or to i 
perhaps permanently delay, the purchase of the north end 
Walker property. j

The present attractive option on the Walker property | 
will not last. Only thirty days could be secured. The i 
time limit expires at midnight, May 6th. It cannot be re- j 
newad. There is certain to be a large advance in price.;
But there is still time. The people have already spoken, j 
Action on the decision of the people should be taken 
NOW.

The Robert Walker property is located on Spring! 
street, north village, and is directly opposite St. Peter’s !
Lutheran chui'ch. Its area is something like 200x3001 
feet. Adjacent to this property, and fronting on the 
southeast corner of Spring and Holbrook, there is a strip 
of land, already belonging to the village, approximately 
50x200 feet. 'To all appearances this strip of land is a 
part of the Walker front lawn. But it belongs to the vil­
lage, and it does not enter into the 200x300 foot plot the 
people of Plymouth have voted to buy. And directly op­
posite this corner, or the southwest corner of Spring 
street and Holbrook avenue, is the .so-called Centennial 
Park, also village property. The area of this is some­
thing like 140x180 feet. This may not be exact. '

The 50x200 foot strip of land, and Centennial Park, was 
a gift to the village of Plymouth very many years ago.
Nothing was ever done to improve this village property. ]
It has never served any particularly useful service and it 
does not do so today. The land is restricted to park pur­
poses, and no building may be erected upon it. But now. 
in connection with the people's decision to buy the Walk­
er property, the village is given the opportunity to turn 
this old land gift into a very valuable and useful posses-;
sion. j ........... .................... ^

The mandrake, aeeonling to no old 
legend, never was found growing ex­
cept under the site of a gallows, from 
which it was nourished by the Wood 
of the vletim. partU 'U larly an Inno­
cent victim.

The Syrians would not touch the 
herb until certain concoctions had 
heen poured upon it. after wliidi the 
ground was loo.s-ened and a dog tied 
to the root. The dog was then left 
alone, and In its struggle to escape 
the plant wus torn from the groiin<l. 
killing the dug by tlie frightful 
screams coming from Its root. In re­
turn for Its capture the plant was 
thought to have power to cure dis­
eases. frighten away demons und act 
as a love potion.—Missouri Botanical 
Garden Bulletin.

Fire Preterves Fruit
A new process for preserving fruit, 

vegetables and kindred thing.s makes 
use of a system similar to that adapt­
ed for exhausting wireless valve.s. Ac­
cording to recent research the main 
cause of decay in perishable goods 
packed in tins Is the presence of 
oxygen, and the object of the new 
process Is to remove the oxygen. . The 
following Is a brief resume of the 
process;

The fruit is placed in tlie metal con­
tainer, over wliii'h Is placed a metal 
cover. A piece of wood Impregnnted 
with a s]ieciat solution next placed 
over the shield and igiiTfed. and when 
conflagration is weU developed the 
container Is hennethiilly sealed.

This process re.sults In carbon diox­
ide (C02) being left in place of the 
oxygen, Tlie food is preserved f«ir 
much greater periods, without aiiintx- 
ture of chemical preservatives.

Mrs. Helen Hamil­
ton Gardener, famous as a writer, and 
the first woman'  United States civil 
service cnmmlssiotier. made this strange 
bequest in the hope of throwing light 
on tlie age-old question, "Are women 
as smart as men?"

In deuUi site proved at least that 
the brain of one eKveptional woman 
is as big as tliat of one exceptional 
man, for her brain was found to 
weigh 1,150 grams—esiictly the same 
as that of Dr. Burt G. Wilder, dis- 
tingulsiied scientist, who for many 
years was a member of the Cornell 
faculty.

Will further study of Mrs. Gar­
dener’s brain help establish the truth 
of the old belief that all great think­
ers have big bruins and that a man’s 
mental capacity may be judged by the 
site  of the hat he wears?

I'robably not, says popular Science 
Montlily. Informed scientists now 
agree with the saying of Oliver Wen­
dell Holmes that "You can't tell by 
looking at a man's lieud wliat kind of 
mind is inside it, any more than you 
can tell by looking at a safe how much 
money It contains.” So if your but size 
Is small remember that a large bead 
may mean large cranial capacity, but 
not necessarily a large or well-de­
veloped brain. And remember, too. that 
great men's heads, on the average, are 
no larger than those of the rest of

The average American wears a 
bat. How does that compare with the 
sizes of hla fellow citizens who have 
acliieved fame?

<}rover Cleveland, and Benjamin H ar­
rison wore size 7 ^ .  and Theodore 
Koosevelt and Warren G. Harding 
wore 7%~ all well above the average. 
Yet Woodn-w Wilson and U. S. Grant 
both wore t he average 7’A, while Pre.' î- 
dent I'ooliiige wears size "H . sllghUy 
below the iiutional standarrl.

Klilm U'lOt. perhaps the most bril- 
lluni Aiuorican statesman of bis time, 
wears 7H- William G. McAdoo goes 
him a split size belter by wearing 
7 1-6. Secretary of the Treasury An­
drew Mellon wears size 7H-

The same variation is noticeable In 
the hat sizes of the famous and suc­
cessful In other fields of endeavor. 
John .L. Sullivan, might.v mnn of his 
hands, wore a 7Vi hat. Jtrtnes J. Jef­
fries, almost as famous a ringmau of 
his day, wears size 7?i. Christy 
Mathewson, who was baseball's most 
famous pitcher, wore size 7 ^ .

Chauocey M. Depew, who has 
brains enough to have lived welt over 
ninety years and to have enjoyed 
them all. also wears a 7H hat. Robert 
G. Ingersoll, one of tlie greatest of 
orators, wore size 7 \4 : but so does 
Harry K. Thaw.
