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CEDAR FORESTS OF
LEBANON ARE CONE

Little Remaint of the Once
Mighty Groves.

Of all the mighty cedar forests
which once clothed the gray heights
of Lebanon there survive hut a few
huddled groups of trees, as the cedars
above Aiti Zunnlta and those above
Baruk, Hut of all these poor survivors
there is one grove known above all
others as Al Arz—the Cedars—the tiny
forest of some four hundred trees
which lies like a si/all black stain on
tbe bosom of the mountains above the
sacred viilley of the Qadlsha,

These insignificant groves are sole
survivors of the fair forests which
once spread over the whole Lebanon,
and fur their disappearance the ax Is
alone responsible. For centuries and
tens of centuries the people of the
I"ehanun have hacked and sawn aad
hewn and felled, until not only the
cedar, but the cypress, oak, poplar
and pine as well have dwindled away.

Of all trees the slowly maturing ce-
dar has most suffered. It furnished
Hiram and his Phoenicians with tlie
sweet-scented timber which they sold
to Solomon and the other kings of the
earth for their temples and palaces.
The Greek settlers used It, and so did
the Kfiiiiaus during their occupation—
and so have all races, whether of the
soil or foreign to it, which have utilized
the resources of the Lebanon. It is
only a sentiment approaching to re-
Hgions awe which has preserved these
last stragglers of a vanished host.

There is one guarded spot—the
patch above the Qadlsha. A wall has
been built around the cedars, and the
grove Is looked upon as a national
treasure, a national sanctuary. It is.
in fact, the last sacred grove. Most
people when they go to the Cedars
take the new carriage road from
Tripolls. But we preferred to take
the old road which, as It climbs up
from Shekka on the coast to Haddat,
offers some of the finest and wildest
scenery In the Lebanon.

It runs close to the forge of the
Qadlsha. Above, far away, towers the
highest peak of the Lebanon. Qom-
matas-Sauda. and immediately above,
like huge walls erected by Titans,
sparsely grown precipices shut In the
valley, their sternness softened here
aud there hy terraced vineyards. Kvor
upward climbs the road until nt lust
the mountain villages of Bosharreh uiid
EbUen are visible on a ilisinm height,
with a hlnok spot staining the moun-
tain heliiiid them. That spot Is the
Cwilnrs.

Andl that reninant «f a forest, fenced
about with a gray stone wall outside
whioli hilt,a few truants remain, is all.
But when one gets closer oiie®M»s tliai
It is a mighty remnant, aflermll. .As
one flinihs up over the sliptiery, sweet-
greiiteil needles, layer upon layer deep.
iit(» the .s<lenm ami ancient wood, one
realizes thul it is enough to evoke all
that the wortls ‘Tedars of l.ebiinon"
Impl\.

‘lhe\ gr<ilv rinse. lliese trees, a few
of wiliirli nnmluT llieir years mst hi
tiiinilreil.- hut ill tens of I'.undreils, utnl
and hash of a holy place. Some of
ihe \»*lerans have attained an im-
na>nse size, ami five men are neede/l
to i-ncirde one aged trunk with their
arnts. It is reputed to have seen two
thoiisaiel summers and winters, \Vhi>
knows? It may have .seen the birth of
rtii‘istiMnity, the first fearful years of
the faith and Its triumph.

The silence, and the twilight mnelo
by the thick branches, and the Incense
of the *sun-warmed. aromatic timber,
give tbe impressli'n that fone is in n
temple so that the little Maronlte
rhapel which pious people htive built
in the center of the w«tod seems un-
necessary. The chapel bell is hung
ijii ilie trunk of a ce<iar tree nearby,
ami once <hirlng the day Its voice rings
out through the wood calling people
to prayer.

Emerald in Perfect

Form Hard to Find

The real emerald, which few are
able to recognize. Is the green form
of the mineral beryl. The name em-
erald has come to designate later vari-
ous green stones, such as tbe Brazilian
tourmaline, olivine and garnet. The
true.emerald is of course superior lo
value and quality to these stones.

The chief reason for the great value
attached to the emerald is the fact
that there Is a big demand for the
stone and a very small supply. The
emerald has become a favorite en-
gagement ring stone. A beautiful ar-
rangement has been effected by setting
a diamond and emerald side by side
in an engagement ring.

Perfect stones are very scarce.
Many emeralds contain small cracks
and foreign matter which tend to
make them dull. Of course perfect
large stones are the rarest, and they
are therefore very expensive. One of
the largest known to exist Is the prop-
erty of tbe dnke of Devonshire. This
famous stone Is two Inches across and
weighs almost 'nine ounces.  Such
stones are almost priceless.

There are only two real sources of
supply of emerald at present Most
of them come from Sooth America,
where they are mined in the Andes
mountains. Another source of supply
Is Siberia, but since the war Siberia
has not famished many of these
stones to the world. Emeralds never
are found In gravel, like diamonds,
rubies and sapphires. They always
are Imbedded In rock formatfons.

The sea green aquamarine has been
mistaken at times for the emerald. As
a matter of fact It has the same min-
eral composition as tbe emerald. The
pale blue and sea-green shades take
their name from the color of the seas.
Of course, the aquamarine Is not so
rare, nor so mnch in demand, as tbe
emerald.

The
Netherlands scientific world monros
Prof. Kamerllogb Onoes. who became
famous hy the establishment of the
cryogen laboratory at Leyden and by
his discoveries regarding the liquefy-
ing of helium.

Diet’s Effect on Stature

Dr. Victor G. Hesler, director in the
Far East of the internatlonak health
board of tbe Rockefeller foundation,
has been convinced of the claims made
by tbe Japanese Institute nf Nutrition
that a certain flour made from fish
powder actually does increase stature.
The flour is made from cooked and
boned fish. Strangely enough, it is an
American chemical manufactured by
product, and It is thought it will cor-
rect short stature that has been pro-
duced by an unbalanced diet over a
long period of years.

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GORILLA CALLED
WISEST OF APES

Iniellectu€dly Easily Leader
of the Species.

Of all the man-llke apes whloli have
been studied by psychiiloglstp. the
gorilla probably Is the leader intellec- |
tually. This is Indicated by a series
of tests recently cutiipleted on a'
young female gorilla by 1)r. Robert
M. Yerkes, professor of psychology
at Yale unlver.wity.

Doctor Yerkes recently returned
from Jacksonville. Kin., whei"e he
spent six weeks testing the iiniinul.
which belongs to Renjuinlii Hurhrldge.
Mr. Burbrldge, an experienced hunter,
captured the gorilla single handeii
iu the forests of the Belgian Congo.
On bis last trip to Africa he couglit
four, but two died in .\frica; one.
which was taken to Belgium, has
since died, and the other is Congo, the
one that was studied by Doctor
Yerkes. Probably It is the only exam-
ple of its species, the mountaiu gorilla,
that has ever been brought to the
Uinited States.

The chimpanzee, the most familiar
anthropoid ape, has been tbe sub,led
of many psychological inquiries. Tiie
Yale institute of psychology has sev-
eral chinipanzees iu Us '‘primate
oratory,” on which tests are being
conducted, but. on account of tiib
scarcity of specimens, the gorilla lias
never before been studied experlment-
all.v.

“One's first Impression is that the
chimpanzee Is the wore iiilelllgoiit,”
said Doctor Yerkes. “but that is prob-
ably due to the tempenmiental ilifTer-
ences of iJie two animals. The chim-
panzee is the more emotional and im-
pulsive: the gorlllu is the more delib-
erate. and worked calmly and witli
better judgment, and 1 should expect
that the gorilla would go further in
the long run. I was able to work with
Congo for hours at a time, and she
stuck to her tasks. A chimpanzee by
comparison tires quickly.”

The auimal weighs about sixty-five
pounds. Doctor Yerkes stated, and Is
perhaps five years old. Although their
average span of life Is not certainly
known, they probably attain the age
of thirty or forty years. Congo dIs-
play.s great strength, for "when she
tugged at me | felt as If something
would break," he said. When tested
with a spring balance, she pulled 160
pounds, which, considering relative
weight, would be equivalent to a pull
of four hundred pounds by a man.
Despite this, however, the animal is
quite gentle. In Doctor Yerkes’ opin-
ion. for, lie said, "slie doesn't realize
her strength.”

The nietimds used with the gorilla
were similar to tliose employed on the
other anrhropold.s. One consisted in
arranging the animal's food so that It
was necessary to pull on a rope to ob-
tain it. and then, after this had been
learned without aid, the rope was
hooked at one end, and it was neces-
sary for the monkey to unhook it be-
fore it could retrieve the reward. Sev-
eral hundred feet of motion piclurcs
were made of the ape while she w».s
solving the problems, and rfiese. IO
ronJuDcilon with many thmisi*tid feet
which Mr. Burbrldge made of the
gorillas in tlieir native haunts in
AfrU-a. will throw cotisidenible light
on gon'llu psychology.
