KILLED IN AUTO ACCIDENT

Fatal Accident Occurred at Intersection 
of the Plymouth and Whitbeck Roads 

Monday Evening About 7:00 O’clock.

H e r e  C o m e s  t h e  B r i d e

An autouioblU' acvlilent which re­
sulted fntuUy for one jutsod. and in­
juring several others occurred a t  the 
Intersection of the .Whitbeck ond 
Plymouth roads last Jlondny evening 
about 7 :00 o'clock, when a Ford car 
driven by Mrs. Tena Bovee of this 
place, odlidetl with a car going east, 
driven by Roy Fathers of Detroit. 
Mrs. Bovee was thrown from her car 
to the pavement, and sustained injories 
from which she died in a very fetv 
moments a fter the collision. Her son, 
Norval. who wa.s In the car with her 
was severely cut on the face. The 
occupants of the Cadillac touring car 
suffered minor injuries.

Following the accident a  coroner's 
ju ry  was emiiaueled by Justice Phoebe 
Patterson, and the inquest was held a t 
Schrader Bros. Funeral Home Wednes­
day evening. After bearing several 
wltm*sses. the Jury brought in a verdict 
i-ompletely exonerating Mr. Fathers 
from any responsibility, and th at the 
accident was unavoidable. The jury  
was comi>osed of W. H. Hoyt. Oliver 
W estfall. Fred Ia>c. Elmer Losey. 
Charles Uathburn, Sr,, and Charles 
Bentley.

The tragic death of Mrs. Bovee cast 
a pall of sorrow over the entire com­
munity, as she" was a lady highly es­
teemed by everyone who knew her. and 
her untlnjcly death came as a  great 
shock t*> her many friends and ac­
quaintances. T he’ funeral services 
were lield from the Schrader Bros. 
Funeral Home. Wednesday afternoon, 
and were largely a tte n d ^ . Dr. F. A. 
I-endruin of the MetluKllst Episcopal 
church, officiated, and Rev. and M m  D.
D. Nagle of Strathmoor. sang two 
beamlful numbers. The floral offer­
ings wen- many and l>eautlfu!. The 
internii-nt t«*ok place in I«apbam's 
••emetery.

Tena L. Packard was born May IC. 
1880. at Salem, Michigan, vhere  her 
childhood clays were spent. After 
graduating from the Ypsllantl Normal 
she temght sc hool a t  J-apham's Corners. 
On June 20. lOOC. she was united in 
m arriage with Charles Bovee. To this 
union, four children were born.

Mrs. Bovee- luid long been an active 
luemlK-r of the Methodist church, and 
took a prominent iwrt in a ll of its 
varioo-^ Hi-rlvitles. She was a conse­
crated mother, ond earnest chrlstiaD. 
talented in many ways, devoted to her 
family, her c-hun-h and the community. 
Besides her f«*ur children, she leaves 
two brothers and two si.sters.

The number of bacteria decreased 
gradually. It Is true, but as mao.v as 
11,000 living typhoid bacteria sur- 
rlved In the tinal sample a t the esid 
of two years.

GIVES GOLDEN RULES 
FOR POTATO CULTURE

M. S. C. EXTENSION MAN U S T S  

IMPORTANT POINTS IN PROFIT. 

ABLE T I  BER PRODUCTION.

A set of "golden rules*' for the potato 
producer lias been Issued by H. C. 
Moore, extension specialist in crops a t 
the Michigan State College. In  dls* 
cus-sing the high price of seed potatoes 
this spring. Mr. Moore recently warned 
s ta te  farm ers to follow the very best 
cultural tuethotls, and not to expend 
their acreage in a  gamble th at the high 
ll)2rj potato prices would be repealed 
this year.

The factors essential in profitable 
potato production, according to Moore, 
are  as follows:.

1. Plant tbe best seed available. 
Poor seed will prove a liability. Plant 
Michigan certified seed.

2. Treat tbe seed with corrosive 
sablimate for the control of scab and 
black scurf.

3. Cut the seed so th a t the pieces 
average one and one-half to two 
ounces. Space the hills close in the 
row to overcome the production of 
oversize, rough, hollow potatoes. 
Memberx of tbe Michigan 300 Bushel 
Potato Club plant an average of ap­
proximately 19 bushels of seed per 
acre. They space tbe rows 34 to  36 
Inches a p a r t ; the distance between 
bills is from 12 to 18 inches.

4. P lant potatoes on fertile, light 
loamy soils th at are  well drained and 
well supplied with htunns. I f  possl. 
ble. plant on an alfalfa, sweet clover 
or clover sod. Avoid planting on 
heavy, poorly drained soils and old 
grass lands th at may be infested with 
wire woruLs and grubs.

.'5. Plow early and keep the soli 
cnltivRteti until planting time to con* 
serve moisture and control weeds.

h. Give tiiorough. shallow <ruUiva- 
tiou a fter plants a re  up.

7. Spray the vines with Bordeaux 
miximv and arseniejiis to control 
foliage <ti.<eu.ves iind insi-cls. i se a 
Idgh pro>suri- sprayer.

S o  B a d ly  " H e n p e c k e d ”

Miss Selina Purnlvail, daughter of 
SItelley's physician, is one hundred 
years old, according to a  dispatrii 
from London, and she reineiubers 
bearing her father talk about Shelley: 
Doctor Fnrnlvall. it appears, had a 
“high regard" for ilie poet, •‘a l­
though Shelley paid iiim only one 
guinea of seven which Ite owed.’* This 
was magnanimous of tlie doctor; but 
it reveals Shelley as In a class with 
Leigh Hunt, who never paid lila debis^ 
and who frequently called ou Shelles 
for aid.

Slielley's weakness about paying 
btUa, however, is not the most inter­
esting thing Miss Furnlvall remem­
bers hearing her father say about him. 
The doctor, s h e  soys, believed Shelley 
was a bady henpecked husband—hen­
pecked by his .secoiul wife, and cer­
tainly not by ills poor first wife. The 
doctor, according to Miss Furnlvull, 
remembered well how liie second Mrs. 
Shelley continuously was saying to 
her husband, “Shelley, fetch this, or 
that.'*

This iittie glimpse into the poet's 
domestic life is worthy of biographic 
note, for it reveals that in Slielley'a 
time a man was believed to l>e hen­
pecked when his wife merely request­
ed him to fetch sometlilng. But what 
would Shelley think—and what would 
good Doctor Furnlvall think—were 
they to return to earth and witness 
the home life of tbe modem American 
husband whose domestic activities em­
brace everything from stoking the fur­
nace to washing the baby? Today 
tbe wife does' not mlltlly suggest tliat 
the hnsband “Fetch this, or that." 
She would make Mrs. Shelley look like 
an oppressed hired girl wbow as afraid 
to lift her voice above a whisper. The 
wife nowadays simply doesn't suggest 
domestic duties to her husband, she 
issues commands—and maybe liils is 
one reason why there* are not more 
American husbands who can write 
poetry like the lucomparable Shelley's. 
—Wilmington Every Evening.

The linporlunce of keeping the roof 
In perfect repair cannot be 'overesti- 
ruuted. since without a good roof it 
is impossible that the rest of the 
house CUD give satisfactory service. 
One leak can cause more damage 
(•Pilings, walls, furnishings and dispo­
sitions than the cost of a new roof 
twice over. The tragedy of H is that 
the owner pays both ways; the inte­
rior damage must be repaired and the 
roof Itself must be renewed. On the 
other hand a coat of paint or stain 
seals the cracks in a roof, prevents 
leaks, increases the security of all 
things within the house, makes the 
roofing materials last almost Indefl- 
nltely. and vastly improves the ̂ ap­
pearance of Che buildiug. '

Roofs of dwellings are commonly 
of two inarerlals. shingles and tin. 
The destructive forces of rot und rust, 
lying In wait for those material.^, cun 
only be routed by proper paint pro­
tection. Tin should be painted on 
both sides before being put in place. 
There are several types of paint spe­
cially adapted for tin roofs. Future 
trouble will be avoided by painting 
the upper surface at least every two 
years, for a paint fllm is hardly more 
than one-flve-hundredth part of an 
inch in tliickness and will wear out. 
like everything else.

The butt ends of shlngie.'^ should 
he dipped for sl.x or eight inche.s of 
their lengtli In paint or stain of the 
preferred color, then placed In a 
trough to drain and dry for a day be­
fore they are  put on. When the roof 
is complete, another coat of paint or 
stain is applied. Shingles will give 
adequate protection If they are re­
painted every fourth or fifth year.

Scientists who have been excavat­

ing ancient ruins In Algeria have 
made a curious discovery. Among the 
relics unearthed U a bit of stone, 
sjiotted and striped with red ocher. 
The archeologists are  undecided 
whether the painted pebble is a primi­
tive form of writing used in the transi­
tional period between the old and the 
new Stone age or whether It is one 
of a  pair of dice.

Should an examination of the relic 
prove that the stone Is one-half of a 
pair of “Mlssissfiipl dominoes" It will 
prove that the dice game so dear to 
the heart of the African race had an 
ancient origin.

The scientists who were sent out by 
Beloit college are  somewhat, puzzled 
by this particular relic. Tfley are 
unable to decipher the writing or the 
characters on the stone, and. having 
little or DO experience with dice games, 
they are  at a loss what to do.

I t  would be presumptuous, perhaps, 
to suggest a n\pde of procedure for 
such learned men, but the thought oc­
curs naturally that they should sub­
mit the find to {lersons who have 
handled dice. If it should be found 
that ''African golf" was played In 
the Stone age. the fondness of the  
African race for that particular game 
could be explained. It cannot be 
doubted th at the American negro takes 
to the game played with two dice 
easily and naturally. Perhaps, a ft­
er all, be .is merely displaying a 
primeval impulse. Let somebody de­
cide the question who has rolled dice. 
Clearly It is a situation which calls 
for technical knowledge and not for 
book learning.—Seattle Times.

P ow erfu l Indian  C hief
Pontiac was an Indian chief bom In 

Ohio about 1720. He was head of the 
Ottawa tribe, and led his own and 
the tribes of the OJibway and Pota- 
watomle Indians against Braddock In 
1755. He determined to eiterm loute 
the white settlers encroaching in his 
domain, and organized the greatest 
confederacy of savage peoples ever 
known. Practically every Indian tribe 
In the Mississippi vnlley was drawn 
Info If. He attnrki'd In 17(Vl, took 
eight furtificuUuus utid massacred sev­
eral hundred soldiers and settlers. 
His siege of Detroit failed, and be 
Kignwl a treaty of peace there In 170."). 
He was murdered at Cahokla, 111., by 
a Ka^liaskiii 'imlljin in 1760, and, in 
revenge Uie Ottawa tribe all but ex- 
temiinuterl the irUies of Ulluuis.—K an­
sas Cltj" Star.

College Degrees
The degree, an acailemic. rank or 

tilt, originated in the medieval uni­
versities. Scholastic distinctions of 
an nnalogous nature seejn to have ex­
isted In ancient times. In the latter 
pdrt of the classical tireek period 
education was well organized into in­
ferior and superior courses and there 
evidently existed some recognized 
proof th at such courses hart lieen com­
pleted. The degree as a university 
distinction orlgluatert at Bologna and 
Paris during the Twelfth century and 
the titles ‘'master" and “doctor" sig­
nified a t fiftt nuUiing more than a 
license to teach.

j M any Color Standards
I In making certain colored fabrics 
I like nigs.'tapesfcfles and similar mate- 

rlalA it ia necesary to liave a large 
number of color standards and In tlie 
rug Industry some mills have as high 
as 3,000 standards from which they 
work. The men In charge of th» col­
ors and dyes are artists as well as 
craftsmen, and they have to have al­
most infinite patience in working with 
the aniline dyes used in getting the 
color values for each job. A few 
grains of dyes in a thousand gallons 
of water materially clianges the color 
of a thousand pounds of yam.

Concerning Speech Energy
The speech euergy of the human 

voice azDOunts to very little In the 
way of power. It Is only 125 ergs s 
secemd, an almost InfinIteMlomlly 
small amount of power, say.s the 
Washington Star. Consonant letters 
require the least amount of energy.

BRONZE MEDALUON 
OF JAMES SMITHSON

B M e v e d  to  B e  W o r k  o f  F a- 
mouB A r t is t .

From a Washington dealer In an- 
tlQues tbe Smithsonian institution of 
Washington has unexpectedly ob­
tained an excellent bronze medallion, 
probably executed by the famous Ital­
ian sculptor, Antonio Canova. of its 
founder, the English srlentlst. James 
Smithson. On tbe back Is the rough 
Inscription, "James Smithson, 1817.’’ 
The medallion bears au initial letter, 
evidently of the artist who made It, 
which seems to be an old-fashioned 
"C,”

A Tilan la under consideration to 
have bronze replicas of this jnedal- 
lloQ made for presentation of all par­
sons who respond to the Smithsonlnn 
instltutloD’s appeal for funds in its 
effort to add $10,000,000 to Its endow­
ment—the first appeal 'l l  has made 
for* financial aid since it  was founded 
with money left In tru s t to the Unit­
ed States by Smithson Just 100 years 
ago.

Iluel P. Tolman. assistant curator 
of graphic a rts  of th e ' Smithsonian 
Institution, who has charge of the 
personal rellcb of Smithson, has writ­
ten to a man in Italy, author of a 
life of Canova, In an effort to dis­
cover whether the famous Italian 
sculptor ever made a medallion of 
Smithson. I t  Is considered to be 
quite likely th at he did, for Canova 
and Smithson were contemporaries 
and the English scientist spent much 
of his time In Italy, where he died.

Mr. Tolman is taking nothing for 
granted, however, especially In view 
of the fact th at the single letter on 
the medallion may possibly be a "T." 
Re wrote to a museum at Copenha­
gen and inquired about the possibil­
ity  of the medallion having been ex­
ecuted by Albert Thorwaldsen, a 
Danish scufptor of the same period, 
who did much of his work in Italy. 
A reply came th at it is not the work 
of Thorwaldsen.

A curious circumstance In connec­
tion with the discovery of tbe medal­
lion Is that among the relics of 
Smithson in the possession of the 
Smithsonian Institution Is a die of 
the same medallloD, with no Inscrip­
tion on It. The late Prof. S. P. Lang­
ley. third secretary o£ the Smith­
sonian Institution, In his life of 
Smithson, wrote:

“We have a likeness of him taken 
from a medallion executed probably 
In the years when he was most active 
Jo these scientific labors. The pre­
cise date of the medallion . . .  Is 
unknown."

Tbe dealer In antiques says he ob­
tained the medallion from a collector 
of old coins. How It came Into his 
possession Is a mystery. There is a 
record of such a medallion once hav­
ing been in the possession of the 
Smithsonian institution, but it was 
long ago.

Tbe medallion Is an artistic piece 
of work and reseiiihles the work of 
Canova. Replicas of it would have 
artistic value and historical interest.

Urim and Thummlm, of certain ob­
jects mentioned In the Old Testament 
as being used as mediums for the 
revelation of the will of God, or as 
being placed In the brea.'nplate of the 
high priest on certain occasions. They 
appear to have been originally forms 
of lots used for obtaining oracular an­
swers. In the nnlvcrsity'.s seal, there­
fore. they symbullze wisdom and di­
vine guidance.

Engligh Covamw Who
S e r v e d  C o lo n iee  W e ll

Ring George’s war, the bloody 
period of 1744-48, la an Important his­
torical link, says Hugh Pendexter, in 
Adventure Magazine.

In New England the V a r  was com­
monly called "Shirley’s W ar" because 
of the leading role played by Massa­
chusetts’ governor. He was one of 
the very few popular English gov­
ernors In America. His father was a 
London merchant. Instead of going 
into trade he became a lawyer, lo­
cated in London, ami was familiar 
wiUi the Intrigues of the court of 
George II. He came to America in 
1731 and became governor of Massa- 
chqisetta In 1741. Previous to his ap­
pointment he served as surveyor of 
the king's woods, and was quick to 
understand the value of our forests 
opd especially the importance of re­
serving the choice pines for “m ast­
ing" tlie royal navy. This work also 
gave him an extensive knowledge of 
the geography and resources of New 
England.

F or fifteen years he was a royal 
governor and military commander In 
America, and almost constantly en­
gaged in fighting the French and their 
Indian allies. He was one of tlie 
first. If not the first, royal governors 
to discern the supreme Importance 
of the crown’s contributing to the 
Colonial welfare if Colonial loyalty 
was to continue. Aside from the mili­
tary rule he played during the old 
wars, he carried through many civic 
reforms. Chief agjdng the la tter was 
establishing M assachusetts on a 
specie basis, th at colony being bank­
rupt when he took office as governor. 
He succeeded in securing cutupensa- 
tion for the colony’s expenses in King 
George's war. and was successful in 
Insisting the coin received should he 
used to redeem Colonial paper. Wlien 
assuming office tlie relative values 
of silver and paper were four to one. 
He received no aid from the crown 
that his efforts deserved. There was 
DO P itt to speak for him and the 
Colonies at court. He endeavored to 
end the jealousies of the Colonies 
and unite them for mutual defense 
and self-improvement. In this he was 
largely balked by the quarreling of 
Newcastle and Bedford, neither of 
whom gave any evidence of being well 
acquainted with, or interested in the 
n e ^ s  of the Colonies.
