According re a bulletin of llie .Na­
tional Geographic society. .\ew York 
and Amsterdam have iniicii io (-oimnon. 
Each la the largest and most populous 
city In its respective country. .N'elthor 
Is the politUal capital of ilie couniry. 
but each U the undisputed -.’oiumercial 
dictator and tlie kevpolnt of mllitury 
defense. Karb Is a seaport, although 
here the analogy does not follow fus 
closely. Rotterdam's commerce ex­
ceeds that of Amsterdam. Amster­
dam, however, has the lieadquarters 
of all the large shipping compauies, 
ju st as has New York. Amsterdam 
Is also an Important industrial center, 
with shipbuilding plants, refineries, 
machine shops, many small fac­
tories. diamond polishing mills, etc.

The city of .Amsterdam lies In the 
southwest corner of the great Inland 
body of water known as the Zuyder 
zee, a t  the influx of the Am.stel and 
Y rivers. Like Venice It Is built on 
a number of Islands, hut with much 
more regularity than the queeit of the 
Adriatic. Rougitly, the city plan took>4 
like the profile of a  half-wheel, with 
omnerons water spokes and Inner 
rims In regular succession. These 
rims or successive enclrclJnc <'mi)u1s 
Indicate zones of expansion in the 
past, and. flanked with avenues of 
elms and tall narrow hrlck houses 
witli the pahles turned toward rhe 
street, give a liamlHome and plciur- 
eaque effect to tlte residential secMon.

Amsterdam might be said to he the 
first setting of nearly every diamond. 
Its diamond polishing and cutting 
mills have been famous since the Six­
teenth century, when the a rt was In- 
trodneed by Portuguese Jews after the 
sack of Antwerp. At the present time 
there are  nearly TOO mills, employing 
several thousand persona. Most of 
the raw dlannmds come from South 
Africa, although Brazil and the Far- 
Elaat are other sources nf supply.

The m atter of flashings is one that 
neeils careful attention when a person 
1b building a house In which he hopes 
to be comfortable and free from petty 
troubles. A most important place for 
proper flashing is about the chlm- 
neya. On a stucco home the chimneys 
usually are finished in stucco to har­
monize with the rest of th e  house, 
but a re  of masonry conafroction, lined 
to conform with the rules of fire 
safety.

The stucco should be applied only 
I after the chimney has been carefully 
' covered with metal lath. Such a chim­

ney always should have a cap of 
stone, cast concrete or other masonry 
which will overhang the metal lath 
and stucco and provide protection 
against water seeping in at the Joint. 
Usnally this is accomplished by pro­
viding the underside of the chimney 
cap well away from th# stucco, so 
th at the water will be carried to the 
vertical aud unbroken portions of 
the clilnmey where it ejm do no tlani- 
age.

Tlie menibers of the commission took 
the stand tlinf. as the course of the 
river is through lt»w ground, it would 
be unfit for platting in any case, while 
It is ideally fitted for park purposes.

Tile Metropolitan Park  Plan was 
preimretl as a suggestion of n course 
to l)e followeil by adjoining townships 
and counties iti developing a compre­
hensive park and boulevard district. I t 
provides for a network of park.s and 
driveways surrounding Detroit, stretch­
ing from Mt. Clemens on the east to 
be.vond Pontine northward and south 
to Sturgeon Bay.

The park arena follow water courses 
and land so sltunie<1 as to Ik* unde.slr- 
able for sulxllTldlng.
