Ph.ralcal education gives the person 
un all-round development. Let us take 
for example Tlionuis A. F3di.<w>i». Presi­
dent t ’<H>lldge. Ilerliert Hoover and 
Henry Ford. They are  all great men 
who have sound minds ns well as 
sound iiodles. Now let us take some of 
the grent men of old. Milton, the 
great jxn't. wln» was blind and feebled 
Uuhert licwie Sfe^vnson. wh«» died of 
MilH*n-nliisis: Hobby Hums, who died 
from liitempernm-«‘. These were great 
genliis(*M in spite o f  the ailments, hut

Now girls have perfect free­
dom in sports, and are  even rivals of 
their brothers, .Many are  even better 
athletes.

In Plymontb High school all grades 
up to tbe fifth are in charge of the 
pb.v.sical training teacher once a week: 
the grade teachers have charge of the 
exercising tbe other days of the week. 
Another phase of our health education 
is the school nurse who Is here two or 
three Times each week to examine tbe 
children. Once yearly, a dentist makea 
an examination of every child In the 
grades. One Wednesday each month, 
the s<‘hool sponsors a baby clinic, when 
iiabies are weighed, measured and ex- 
amfne<L The children in tbe grades 
also have their Health Cruaade work 
which means that ekefa child in the 
grades bos a chart to fill out. telling 
whether he lias told tbe tro th  or not, 
whether he ate vegetables and drank 
intlk. and whether be bos kept many 
other m lee of health. Ttieae charts 
are kept and sent home to the parents. 
When a child baa kept these rulee of 
health regularly for a certain length 
of time, be is awarded a  plctnre. 

.This, of cqnrse. encouragee the  child 
,to be healtly .

COUNTY SETS NEW

MARK IN MORTGAGES

Demand for mortgage money In 
■\Vayne County during May was the 
greatest of any month since the first of 
1926, and established a new high mark 
for any May in tbe history of Detroit, 
according to A. J . Maynard, vice-presi­
dent of the American State Bank of 
Detroit.

“A total of 3.740 mortgages were 
recorded during the month, involving 
loans aggregating $18,942,000," said 
Mr. Maynard. "This compares with 
3.38G mortgages recorded In April, this 
year, fo r $18,036,000 and 3,813 mort­
gages in May. 1925, for $18,206,000. 
Tlicse figures are  w ithont consdderatdon 
of tru s t mortgages, for which there 
has been a strong demand since tbe 
first of the year.

"Based upon figures for the first five 
months of the year, mortgage loans for 
the first half of 1926 will total approx­
imately $100,000,000. A total ot 15,- 
792 mortgages were recorded during 
the last five months, involving loans 
nraiiunting to $81,578,000. This com- 
imres with l,"i.762 mortgages recorded 
during the same period of 1925, with 
loans aggregating $84,210,000.
