The pcreisteut lowering of the water 
levels In the Great Lakes during reeent 
years has caused wide discussion 
both in the United States and Canada, 
and has been under eouglvssional in- 
vestigatiou. ns well as the subject of 
International correspondence.

The weather bureau of the United 
S tates de[Hirtment of agriculture has 
ju s t completed a compilation, which 
throws some light on this question, 
since it  gives tlie amuniit of rainfall 
and snowfall in the basin of the Great 
l^akes for the 50-.venr iK’riod ending 
with 1924.

llroadly speaking, this study shows 
th at the removal of the forest, the 
drainage of swamps, and the cuMva- 
tinn of the soil have no measurable 
effect uiK>n the preidpiration and con- 
siHjuentl.v u|sm  lake levels. There 
have Iteeti. however. pronomi<-ed varia­
tions ill res}HH-t to  calofall during In­
dividual years; for example, heavy 
rains dnriug the ten years from 187-V 
1SK4 reflectHl in high water in Su- 
l>erior in 1876. and in Huron an<l .Mich­
igan in 188.7-18S6. -Moderate, but di­
minished precipitation from 1885 to 
1916 i.s .shown in lower lake levels: 
and. hually, tlierc have tieen nine 
years of rains Jinieli lighter than ii.stial, 
from 1!>17 to date. st*en in the re­

sult of very declde<l Wwering of the 
water levels of the Lakes.

Past records of rainfall Indicate 
that afte r a proltmged period of de- 
fieient rainfall, normal rains or rain 
in excess of normal may be expected to 
prevail.

Only large, well graded and well 
packed fru it sells to advantage when 
the m arket is well supplied, according 
to FI. D. Hootman, extension spedallst 
ut Che .Michigan State College. Fed­
eral forecasts place this year's peach 
crop a t  12.000.000 bushels more than 
th at of 1925. Therefore., the advice to 
thin this season.

“Peaches should be thinned foilow- 
lug the ‘June Drop’ and before tbe pits 
burden," says Mr. Hootman. "The old 
rule of thinning peaches, leaving them

six inches ap art oii tbe individual 
branches, is a good one. However, 
etivh tree Is a problem in itself and the 
rule of a six inch distance between 
fruit.'; must be adapted to fit Indlvidnal 
cases.

Before they can carry an election

On a bill in West Barnstable, Aiass., 
overlooking the broad sweep of marsh­
es and lowlands toward Barustable 
harbor, stands the old white Congre­
gational church, says the Boston 
Olobe. It Is conteuded that this so­
ciety Is one of the oldest religious 
organiaaiions la the Uulted States, 
having been formed In Southwark. 
England, in Iflld. Rev. Henry Jacob 
waa the orgaulaer of the society, and 
In October, 1689, members of the little 
Southwark flock emigrated to the 
United States, where they settled at 
Great Marshes, later called Barn- 
■table.

The old church, which has a ttrac t­
ed the atteotloD 4)i bundreda of sum­
mer visitors, was built in 171T. It waa | 
remodeled recently. During Its b is- ' 
tory It has had 22 pastors. The pres­
ent pastor is Rev. T . D. George of 
Centerville.

Today the interior of the church 
bears small resemblance to the orig­
inal. But the old framework, the sol- 
Id-hevn Umbers can atlll be seen in 
the attic. The bell In the steeple 
bears In large letters the name 
"Revere." The old records show that 
it was sold to the town In 1867 by 
Paul Revere. I t is believed to be one 
of the few Revere belts in existence.

Of the gilded cock.on the steeple 
the  records say th at It was made in 
England and was first placed on the 
•teeple of the church In 1723.

Of the pastoral succession of the 
church it Is w ritten : “Rev. Henry 
Jacob, who In 1616 organized In South­
wark the F irst OoDgregatioual church, 
resigned hia pastorage in 1624 and 
emigrated to Virginia where he short­
ly afterw ard died. He was succeeded 
a t  pastor of the Southwark church by 
Rev. John Lothrop, who had recently 
withdrawn from the established 
church.

"W ith diligent wisdom and careful 
foresight he shepherded the little flock 
throBgta eight dUBcult years, and at 
the end of which time, in April, 1632. 
while they were gathered in worship 
In the house of Mr. Humphrey Barnet, 
a  brewer’s clerk in Bleckfrlars. Tom­
linson, ao agent of Bishop Laud made 
a raid upon their secret sanctuary and 
arrested 42 of the worshipers, while 
18 escaped. They were released ex­
cept Mr. Lothrop. who was held tor 
two years His wife died during his 
imprisonment. His children became 
beggars but afterw ard received help 
from the bishop a t Lambeth.

"Mr. Lothrop by a decree of April, 
1634, was released on condition that 
he leave the country. Consequently 
he landed with the other members 
of the persecuted flock, from the  ship 
Griffin, in Boston, on September 18, 
1634. and soon proceeded with them to 
S dtuate. where they tarried for a few 
years. In October. 1639. having 
moved again, they arrived a t Great 
Marshes which soon was called Barn­
stable."

NEW SUBMARINE CABLE CON­
NECTS ST. IGNACE .AND MACK­
INAC ISLAND.

Sixty-four and a half tons of espec­
ially made submarine telephone cable 
will be laid, during this week, connect­
ing St. Ignace with Mackinac Island-— 
almost four miles away—so members 
of tbe 100 families residing on the is­
land the year around and tbe tens of 
thousands of tourists who visit that 
historic spot each season might have 
vocal communicatioD with the outside 
world when and as  they w ant it.

This cable will replace th at laid in 
1899, which was badly damaged by tbe 
dragging anchor of a  lake freighter

The placiug of the cable will be a 
spe^'tncular piece of work and one of 
great importance to the people of the 
state as well as to tourists and travel­
ers. P lan t men of the Michigan Bell 
Telephone company’s northern division 
which embraces all of the Upper Penin­
sula, will place the cable, w ith D. I. 
Dixon of Menominee, division plant 
superintendent, and Lyman Green of 
Mcnomiuee. division construction super­
intendent, in charge. The cable, which 
was m anfactured in the Hawthorne 
plant of the W estern Electric company, 
has been shipped to St. Ignkce, where 
it  is being coiled on a large barge In 
figure "8’’ form, loop upon loop, so It 
will readily slip off into tbe water as

the boat is towed across the Straits 
Mackinac.

At Mackinac Island, the cabla will 
laud a t  the foot of M arket street, froB  
where it will go into aerial cable lead 
ing to the central office of Mackinac 
land City. At St. Ignace. 21,500 feet 
distant, the submarine clrcaite a t e  
will connect with the central office fegf 
aerial cable and from there by open 
wire and cable and submarine cable 
circuits to other points. Tbe greater 
volume of me.ssages from the island 
will, of course. |wss through two 
cables, the new one to be laid tide 
week and tbe larger cable extendiaff 
from St. Ignace to Mackinac City, te  
the southern peninsula, which connects 
the two peninsulas of the sta te  and 
was laid in 1918.

B O Y  S C O U T S  H E L P  
I N  F O R E S T R Y  W O R K

T h o u ta n d *  o f  T ree*  P la n to d  
in  M a n y  St€Ues.

The combination of boy and hatchet 
has a mythical potency which is any­
thing but reassuring to trees, espe­
cially those of tbe cherry family. But 
when you take the boy without the 
hatcbet—or with a hatchet which be 
has been taught to use with discrimi­
nation—and when you foster bis love 
of nature and train him In the ways 
of conservation, then you turn him 
into a valnable force of friendship and 
helpfulneas toward the vanishing for­
ests. And this Is what has happened 
to tbe bey scoots, according to the Boy 
Scout Weekly Bolletln. As we rea d :

Forestation work in many states 
calls attention to the public spirit of 
boy scoot troops. In New York 85.000 
trees were planted last year through 
their efforta Forty-flve thousahd of 
these, Alexander MacDonald, conser­
vation commissioner, reports to the 
national scoot office, were p l a n t s  in 
scoot forests. Tbe remaining 40.000 
were placed elsewhere, in co-operation 
with the New York State Forestry as­
sociation.

Thirty thousand registered boy 
scout forest guides are co-opSrating 
with Pennsylvania's department of 
fdrests and waters, according to R. Y. 
Stuart, secretary. They post fire warn­
ings, patrol the woods and tight fires 
as fa r  as permitted by the legal six­
teen-year age limitation. Tbe troops 
in Pennsylvania planted 44,200 trees 
last year. Considerable other work 
was done by scoots of which the de­
partm ent had no record. It was said.

From Massachusetts comes acknowl­
edgment of the planting last year of 
6,500 trees by scouts. The boys also 
assisted in extinguishing forest fires 
and in fighting the blister rust.

And another chronicle tells us that 
birds as well as trees are "the special 
wards of scoutdom,” and th at "a build­
ing boom in blrdtown" each spring is 
one of the  happy coDseqneoces of the 
boys' tree-planting actlvYtle.s. More­
over:

In every p art of tbe cmintry boy 
scouts have tree-planting and refor­
estation projects under way. Two of 
the largest programs are reaching 
completion a t Macon. Ga.. ami Mem­
phis. Teno. Camp sites of several 
hundred acres are being plunU'd.

Flowers, shrubs and vines huve spe­
cial roles in the planting project of 
Logan. Utah. Scouts have pledged 
their help In every phase of this cam­
paign. Thousands of poplars, the tree 
that Utah made famous, are to be put 
in Logan canyon, in the town all 
yards are  to be cleaned. The.boys | 
will clean up their own gardens oml 
help widows, sick people or oilier 
persons who have difficulty In man­
aging alone the work on their prem­
ises.—Literary Digest.

R adium  T im es th e  Blood
The latest use to whicli nvdlum has 

been put is to show ihe rate of flow | 
of blood In the veins. The melliod 
adopted is to put the nuinml used In  ̂
the experiment Into a lead box with j 
one foot sticking out of a hole in the 
side. A solution of salt in w ater to 
which la adde<i a small portion of a 
radioactive compound of radium, Is 
then injected Into a vein in ilie anl- 
lual's ear.

The time is noted and a careful 
watch kept on an electrical device a t­
tached to the foot. When this devl«-e 
reveals that radioactive rays are being 
given off from the foot Hie time is 
again noteil and the difference be­
tween the two limes gives the rate of 
flow of the blood from ear ji» foo t— 
New York World.

COMPANIES INCORPORATED IN 

M.\Y HAVE CAPITALIZATION OF 

$19,891,000.

New companies Incorporated in Mlcb- 
igan In May numbered 181 and bad an 
aatborlzed capitalization of $19,891,000, 
according to figures complied by tbe 
American State Bank of Detroit and 
released through John J. Barium, pres­
ident.

The number of new corporations 
formed continues the rapid rate, which 
has been maintained since the first of 
tbe year, and compares with 191 new 
concerns formed in  April w ith an 
authorized capitalization of $19,611,- 
000, and 240 in March, capitalized a t  
$11,323,000. Approximately 960 new 
companies were formed during the first 
five months of tbe year, having a  com­
bined capitalization of close to $65.- 
000,000.

Four of the new corporations formed 
last month had authorized capitaliza­
tions In excess of $1,000,000. These In­
cluded the Berkey & Gay Furniture 
Co., of Grand Baplds, w ith an au thor­
ized capital of $4,000,000; the In terna­
tional Development Corp. of Detroit, 
w ith $2,050,000; tbe GoCfredson Truck 
Corp., of Detroit, w ith $1,500,000. and 
the Cliffs Power & Light Co., of Ishpe- 
ming, with $1 ,2 0 0 ,0 0 0 .

I d addition to this new wealth, es­
tablished companies increased their 
capitalization by close to $1 2 ,0 0 0 ,0 0 0 , 
compared with approximately $52,000,- 
000 in April and $43,000,000 in March. 
Foreign corporations licensed to do 
business In tbe s ta te  had a  total capi­
talization in excess of $28,000,000, as 
against a little over $4,000,000 in 
April, and $4,875,000 in the preceding 
month. The total last month was in­
creased materially by the American 
Car & Foundry Motor Co., with a  cap­
ita l of $1 0 ,0 0 0 ,0 0 0 .

Detroit led In the number of new 
companies incorporated in May with a 
total of 101 compared with 119 in 
April and 134 in March. Grand Rapids 
was second with 15. while Jackson, 
Lansing and Saginaw each bad four. 
Cities w ith three new companies In- 
clnded Highland Park, B attle Creek 
and P ort Huron.

Real estate firms again led the field 
of new incorporations w ith a  total of 
50. as  against 60 in April and 62 in 
.March. Building and contractlDg 
firms wore second with 1 0 . while au to­
mobile and accessory dealers and man­
ufacturers ranked third with seven.— 
Detroit News.

DECREASE IN  VALUE. HE 
FORMS A UNION.

A realtor is rually a manufacturer 
of home sites. He takes a  piece of 
raw lands, plats i t  and improves It 

ith  graded streets, sewers, water, 
good landscaping and other good con­
veniences. He then restricts It in more 
or less ways to appeal to a  type of 
home seekers th at will best cause val­
ues to increase later. The realtor can 
control every item of Interior Improve­
ment be gives to his/property but, un­
like other forms of manufacture, bis 
land suffers or is  enhanced in value by 
the character of the development th a t 
goes on around i t  

Tbe realtor is powerless to control 
the development of surrounding prop­
erty  and very often this has mitigated 
against his own property, no m atter 
with w hat controlled development he 
endowed it.

Realizing tbe importance of endow­
ing a neighborhood with the same type 
of restrictions, a  new method has 
arisen in which groups of reputable 
companies interested in the develoi)- 
ment of a  locality combine to act In 
unison on their Improvement and 
striction plan.*;. The result is th at 
scientific planning for a wide area is 
used which insures the best type of 
community while the strength of the 
union often allows the quicker instal­
lation of community conveniences.

Such a development is Marquette 
Park, which extends a mile on either 
.side o f  the Pore M arquette railroad, 
between River Rouge Park  on the east 
and the city of Plymouth oh the w est 
There are  20 square miles of p ro p er^  
in this area.

Two highways traverse it from end 
to end—Plymouth road now paved, 
and the proposed 204-foot Schoolcraft 
superhighway. Some of the most Im­
portan t roadways of the county sys­
tem cut through i t  running north  and 
south. The d istric t Is uniformly zoned, 
restricted an<I platted to take care of 
all elements necessary to a hlgh-dnss 
community.

Tbe gateway of M arquette Park  Is 
Rouge Park, which the city acquired 
some time ago. and which it plans to 
transform  into a very fine recreational 
area.—^Detroit News.

I’rovl.'ilou of the Michiguu act in

Rodyard Kipling wsa a t  SlmU for 
brief periods of leave during the 
middle eighties. He was then subedl*  ̂
to r oY the Civil and Military Gasette 
01 Lahore. His “Plain Tales From the 
Hills" used to appear on the front 
page of that newspaper, over the la- 
lUals “R, K."

We thought he was never in Simla 
long enough a t  a time to get the inti­
mate knowledge of the social atmos­
phere which bis writings portrayed. 
And we concluded, rightly or wrongly, 
that he was greatly helped In this re­
spect by his clever little sister, who 
spent several seasuna running at 
Simla.

It was she, I think, who told us that 
her brother used to walk down the 
road to Jutogh, where was stationed 
a British battery of mountain artil­
lery and a company of British infan­
try, an(j th at on the road he used to 
stop and converse with British sol­
diers. and thus got many of bis quaint 
expressions and turns of language. He 
used to do the same at Lahore, going 
down to the fort to meet the eoldiers.

And now for a curious thing. I my­
self bad served for many years with 
soldiers, but had never once heard the 
expressions that Rudyard Kipling’s 
soldiers used. Many a time did I ask 
my brother officers whether they bad 
ever heard them. No, never.

But, sure enough, a few years after 
the soldiers thought, talked aod ex­
pressed themselves exactly like Rud­
yard Kipling had taught them in bis 
stories. He would get a stray word 
here or a stray  expression there, and 
weave them Into soldier talk, In bis 
priceless stories. Rudyard Kipling 
made the modem soldier.—From “A 
Soldier's Memories In Peace and War," 
by MaJ. Qen. Sir George Youoghus- 
band.
