This sea letter Is written in four lan­
guages. Freiieli. Portugtiese. English 
and Dutch, atjd Iwiirs the sJeumnre of 
Thomas .Teffersoji. President. an<l James 
.Madison, Sis-retary of State. Madison 
later Ix'i-iinie fourth Presid<>nt. uud 
first "wjir jireshlent” of the I'nlted 
,State.s.

The full text of this rare and curious 
document reods ns follows:

•’Thomas Jefferson. President of the 
Unit(si 3tnt(>s of America, to all who 
shall see these- presents. Greeting: 
Be I t Known. That leave and permis­
sion are  Eierehy given to Jo.seph Skim 
tier, master or commander of tbe ship 
called the Frances Henrietta, of the 
hurden of 410 tons or thereabouts. ly­
ing a t  present in the port of New Tork, 
imund for India, and laden with flour, 
gin. wine and specie, to depart and 
proceed with bis said ship, on his said 
voyage, such ship having been visited, 
and tbe said Joseph Skinner having 
made oath before the proper officer, 
that the said ship belongs to one or 
more <-ltizens of the United States of 
.\merica. and to him or them only.

In Wime.ss Whereof. I have sub­
scribed my name to these presents 
and affixed tbe Seal of tbe United 
States of America thereto, and caused 
the ?yime to be countersigned by David 
Golston. Collector of tbe Customs at 
New York, the third day of October, in 
the year of our Lord Christ, 18(X).

blight."

In the face of such warnings it 
would si-om but an act of wisdom for 
residents around Plymouth to take 
immediate steps to save trees of other 
varieties, which are also threatened. 
The elm beetle has destroyed thousands 
of frees in every section of the country 
111 the past few years, and others are  
falling prey to the  brown-tall moth. 
The old custom of spraying and pro- 
twriug fru it trees and letting forest 
and shade trees take whatever nature 
sends is a mistake, as we a re  coming to 
realize when it i t  almost too late.

So if  you bare  one shade tree or 
several of them just remember th at 
they are becoming more and more val­
uable each year, and for th at reason 
should lie protected. Any tree lover 
can tell you how to give them tbe 
attention they need and how to success­
fully fight the insects and blights 
which destroy them.

Sl'RV'EY SHOWS INCREASE IN 
NUMBER OF PIGS RAISED.

A recent rural mail carrier survey 
indicates a slight increase in the num­
ber of iiigs raised this spring in the 
corn bell states. The numlier of sows 
farrowe<l was 3.5 i>er cent greater than 
in the spring of 1025. but this was 
partially offset by a smaller number 
of pigs per litte r lieiiig saved. The 
s|iriiig was late and cold and this un­
favorable couditioii resulted in an 
average of 5.54 j»igs jut litte r us coni- 
pun**! with 5.78 one year ago. accord­
ing to u statement issued by L. W hit­
ney Watkins. Commissioner of Agricul­
ture. ami Verne U. Church.- V. 3. Agri­
cultural Statistician for Michigan.

The number of sows bred for full 
farrowing is 36.4 per cent greater than 
fhe niiml»er that farrowed in the fail 
of 1925. In  other years, the actual 
full farrowings have fallen from 15 to 
30 i»er cent sh<irt of the June report, 
depending upon prevailing conditions. 
Comlitions this year, such as prices of 
hogs, corn-hog jirice ratio, present feed 
.supplies, etc. indicate th at breeding in­
tentions will be more nearly carried out 
this fall than in any year since the sur- 
^•cys u'cre started.

In Michigan, the number of sows 
farrowed this spring was practically 
the same as 'lust. The percentage of 
pigs saved was 91.9 i»er cent tif one year 
ago. and the increase in breeding for 
fall pigs is 43.6 per cent. The lieoreiit- 
age of spring farrowing was somewhat 
greater in each of the <ither corn belt 
states than in Michigan. The numlier 
of pigs .saved was al.-̂ ti greater, lieing 
1(H) jK'r cent or above in several states 
most «if which were west of the Miss­
issippi river. The imrrease in breeding 
for full farrowing in the different 
.states ranged from 27 to 62 per cent.
