Bandits

I'lvimmtli «itizeD*< liavo read about
bandits hoUHup up and n>bbing banks
in our iieiKlilxTiiifi towns and citii-s.
but it was not until list Friday after-
uoon that this has ever hapja-nod in
Plymoutli. and the wind™* ri»wu was
tbrowu into a furor of eidttment
whfn it became penerally known that

bandits bad held up and robbed the|

First National Bank in this village, of
Cearly six tbousuml dollurs, and ufter
wounding one man mid aring several
shots at luiother citizen, bml success-
fully ma<le flielr getaway from the
town.

Aeeordiiig to citizens, the bandits, all
young iiieu. iu an olive green roud.ster
with a rumble seat, drove about town
tefi>re invading the biiuk.

At p. JiL leaving tlieir ear park-
e« iu front, of tlie liomo of \\. T. <ou-
ner on Penulman avenue, and one of
their numl>er on the outside, three of
the men entered the bank. Drawing
pistols, they ordered John B. Hubert,
president of the bank, who was in the
fn*ut oftne s«mversing with Mr. and
Mrs. IUchnrd Benjamin, enstomers,
Floytl Kehrl. cashier, and Jack Taylor,
assistant eushier, to throw up their
hantls. The bandits then »)rdered lltt-
lauT. Kehrl. Taylor and Mr. and Mrs.
Benjamin into the l«clt room, where
Mr. lluliert's bauds were tied with
tape. lie was ordered to stand still
ami not turn around, but he managed
to etlge along a little until be was
able to rlirow the switch of a burglar
alarm.

In the meautime the thugs had gone
into the cashier's rage where they
scooimhl up the money, which They roll-
eil into a «oat IH*longing to Mr. lluliert.

Alxmt this time, the bandits bv>gan
to run out of the bnuk, and at the door
they met Mr. an«l Mrs. Kli Bollcan
wi<»> live near Plymouth, coming
into tile bnuk. Boli«*nn was ordereil to
throw m> his liand.s. but iusu-atl of
complying, he started to run. and the
barKlits opt>ne<l lire upon him, two bul-
lets timling their mark in Mr. Bollcan'a
neck ami back. Mrs. Bollcan's screams
bnmght people running from the stores
while tin- haiidits beat a hasty retreat-
«h*wn the street to their car. In their
haste they dropped several packages of
bills ni>on the str«*ef.

Kmanuel Fatseas, who is employed
as clerk in the Palace of Sweets, was
just «oming out of the Wolf store
when two of the bandits passed and
saw pjH-kagos of money lying upon the
walk. He sjiw another man coming
with a gini in his hand, but thought
be wiis chasing the other two. and he
I>egan jacking up the money, when a
shot fnim the bandit's gtin struck the
walk in front of him. and as he truned
to enter the -store another shot went
thnaigh the window, narrowly missing
him.

On their way to the car they ordered
M%nnu Blunk. who bad just driven up
in front of the Penniman Alien theatre,
to get back into his car and stay there.
They got Into their car. and turning
around they turned'south on Harvey
street aud east on Ann Arbor street
and fore out of town at terrific speed.
They were pursued by several Plym-
outh citizens in cars, hut the bandits
had too good a start and the.v .were not
overtaken.

Immediately after the robbery, the
1Vtroit police, sheriffs office and state
police were notifetl of the robbery.

At Eaton aud Hubbell avenues. Ko-
bin.sky and McPherson. Detroit patrol-
men. came upon the bandit car but.
DOt bv*ing positive of the identity of
the four youths, ordered McCarthy, the
driver, to pull over to the curb. In-
stead of complying. McCarthy acceler-
ated the speed of the roadster and Mc-
Pherson fired. The bandits answered
the fire and Koblnsky slumped In hla
seat with a bullet in his head. Mec-
Pherson leaped to the street and, using
a tree as a ahield. continued to fire at
the bandits and they at him as the
roadster swung into Eaton avenne.

They re-
juovial their green slickers and over-
alls. worn during the holdup, and
threw away their pistols and a nuni-
lier of steel jacketed btillets. In the
jHH-kets of one of the coats was found
$1 of the money re«over«M. 'rh<'v
then e.scapetl ncro.s;s the flehls.

McCarthy, after making a statement
to Kiigeiie ~ Walling, assistant jirose-
eutlng attorney, diet! a .short time
later. McCarthy was only 18 years of
age.

l.ast Saturday afternoon at four
o'ldock. three youth.s. all of whom were
armed, and with [4,000 in large hills
and a deposit slip of the Peoples State
Bank of Plymouth in their possession,
were taken into custody by two II-
linois state police, who stopped the
touring car In which they were riding,
a mile south of Marshall. Ill., who be-
came suspldou.s because their enr had
Its curtains drawn. The thr<*e said
they were on their way to Arkansas.
The three In custody are James By-
lander. 2B years old : William MacFay-
den. 1ft. and .Arthur Sheehan. IS years
old.

Investigation by the troopers, ac-
cfirding to Sheriff J, M, Turner of
Clark County, in which Marshall, in-
is located, disclosed that each of the
youths had between $400 and $000 on

L»iHf Sunday'.s Detroit .News «i»iJtniii-
ed a splendid article on Plymouth,
written by Donald C. rameroii. The
article wu.s uts-omiiauied by pictures of
till' MetlKKlist church. Main street, vil-
lage hull, resldenw of Harry S. I"ee.
High school building, mill (mukl -on
River Itouge und residence <f J. M.
larkins. Tlie utricle reads as follows:

Prominent uii the seal of the village
of Plymouth Is this slogan. "Tlu' Vil-
lage of Homes.”

*That." said Sidney I). Strong, vil-
lage manager, "is our i>roiidest IK)ast.
The acilvltle.s <if our home owners in
Improving their houses and lauds have
made our town one of the most beauti-
ful in Wayne (‘ouiity. We would rath-
er have it that than one of the largest
or richest,"

In those as.sertlons Mr. Strong, It
seeme<l. voiced the foremost thoughts of
the large majority of Plymouto s resi-
dents who are iiitens<lv interested in
the welfare of the village.

In 1820. 14 men took up guvernmeDt
grants on the site of Plymouth. Two
years later the township of Plymouth
was formed. In 18G7 the settlement,
known for some time previously as
Plymouth (.'omers, was Incorporated
under its present name. Since that
time the village has grown steadily
and substantially, until now it is a
thriving community of more than 4.000.

Y%Suburban Center

Plymouth is called the bub of sub-
urban Weyoe County west of Detroit.
Within a radius of 15 miles are. to the
north, the communities of salem,
NortbvlUe. Farmington. Novi. South
Lyon. Wix4)iu. Walled Lake and Mil-
ford. and, to the south. Newhurg,
Cherry Hill. Ann Arbor, Yiisilanti,
lieUeville. Wayne. Hoinulns and Dear-
born. Fine WDcrete roads” connecting
most of these towns, afford beautiful
drives for the motorist.

The Detroit tlty Hall is Just 23
oilles from tlie village. Plymouth road,
which runs westward from Grand
River avenue near the city limits, is a
dire”-t automobile route along modern
I1>aved highways. The drive rtKiuires
als>ut an hour.

All hourly bus service is maintained
to and from Detroit. Electric c-ars on
the Detroit I'nltod Lines run at fre-
quent intervals and several passenger
trains run daily on the twp Pere Mar-
quette  Railroad divisions pas.sing
through the village.

\ Acres of Parks

Eighty acres of public parks within
Plymouth’s <me and one-half square
miles of area are evidence that the
resideuts have given more than a pass-
ing thonglit to preserving the natural
beauty of their vlila®. Kellogg Park,
a large triangle containing statues, a
playground for children, a hand stand
and a grove of call trees, is located
in the exact center of the village, fac-
ing the main husiuess district. A park
at the north limit of the village, along
the River Rouge, affords a Iwiuiiful
walk Iteside a mill pond, where water
rumbles over a small dam. Others are
scattcrw! ulamt the town:

There are live-eighth of a mile of
vitrirte<l brick pavement in Plymouth
and two miles of concrete. The rest
of the village streets are graveled, and
are olhsl twlee ea<li sea.son. Every
street has wide sidewalks on either
side.

The village has a iu«Miem street
lighting system, with biiulevard lights
on the main .streets; its own water
su{>ply from natural springs, and U
vllIHge-owiie<I nitration plant: a gas
system lualntnined by the Michigan
KiHlerntwl T'tillties (‘orpnratlon. that
serves oint-teuths of the residents:
an meto-ilate tire deiiartment with two
nuHiern motor trucks, and an efficient
motorized police department.  The
sewer system, which now covits prac-
tically all the village, will be augment-
ed by live miles of new sewers and a
large sewage disposal plant this sum-
.

and the tax rate is
15 mills.  The village’s two hanklug
institutions  showed  resour«*es  of
$37125.000 on their 1025 statements,
attesting to the financial soundness of
the town.

The schools are housed in two
modem fireproof buildings, complete-
ly -equipiied for both academic and vo-
cational work. A staff of 38 teachers
cares for the enrollment of 1.100 stu-
dents.  The High school is one of the
smallest to be accredited to the North
Central  Association of Secondary
Schools and Colleges.

The Daisy and King air rifles and
Hamilton .22, caliber rifles, known
around the worid. are manufactured
in Plymouth. >Eleven other small
indnstrial plants provide employment
for many skilled and semi-skilled work*
men, who male up a large part of the
community.

Pioneer Easy Victor in

Rough and Tumble.

An ldea of the early pioneer's no-
tion of “playful” antics may he ob-
tained In the following incident re-
lated by Rev. J. B. Finley, a pioneer
preacher in Kentucky and the Oliio
valley, says .Arthur Woodward. In
Adventure .Magazine.

According to Finley, one of the
principal meats of the hackwoodsmen
and tlieir families was that of_ the
Mack bear. In the fall of the year,
when the beechnuts were about ripe,
the Kentucky hunter repairc<l to the
place where the hee«h trees were
thickest, for the nuts from those trees
were especially liked liy lirnin.

Before the nuts were rllie. the
hears often climbed the trees ami
raked the nuts from the branches.
This was called lopping by the set-
tlers. Mhile the animal was thus en-
gaged. it was an easy matter for the
bear hunter to sfeal iifion the iinsus-
pecring hear and shoot him.

One autumn <lay a Kentucky emi-
grant. whose name Is not reci>rded,
went Info the weods with his ax to
cut a hronmsrick and. nli.serving a
bear In a tree. de<-ided that It would
be an easy tinmer to climb up behind
the engrossed animal and slay him
with the ax.

He reached the foot of the tree all
right, hut. to his surprise. Mr. Rear
didn't waff for him to make the <Hmli.
but sHd down the trunk and «-onfroni-
ed the alarmeil man. He swting his
ax Valiantly, hut the bear, sTreK'htiig
out u huge paw, warded off the Mow
and .seized the man’s left arm with
his teeth. In retulialioit, the horder-
man played border ladles of a rough-
and-tumble fight and pronilitly set his
teeth into the bear's nose.

In the ensuing struggle the tieavy
weight of the bear threw the imm to
the ground.
