Section 1. No person, firm or cor­

poration shall discharge or dump 
any dirt, sand, brick, refuse, Junk, 
foreign m atter or m aterial of any char­
acter. including garbage, ashes, metals, 
old automobiles or parts thereof, tin 
cans, or any other m aterial or sub­
stance of like character, upon any 
property of the Village of Plymouth 
within the limits of the Village 
of Plymouth, including streets and 
alleys, or upon any real estate be­
longing to ^ d  Village beyond the 
corporate lim its w ithout first being 
duly authorized so to do by the Vil­
lage Manager or by the Village Com­
mission.

Section 2. No person, firm o r cor­
poration shall drive ^ny motor or other 
vehicle off from the regular driveways, 
streets, alleys and roadways onto and 
upon any of the property of the Village 
of Plymouth within the lim its of the 
Village of Plymouth or any real estate 
belonging to said Village beyond the 
corporate limits, except fo r x ^ u la r  
parking purposes unless a u th o r ise  to 
do so by the Village Manager or by the 
Village Commission.

Se^oD  3. Any person, firm or cor­
poration violating this ordinance 
upon the conviction thereof «baU be 
punished by a  fine not exceeding ONB 
HUNDRED DOLLARS o r by Imprison­
ment in the  Wayne County Ja il o r In 
the Detroit House of Correction not to 
exceed ninety days, or to both sodx 
fine and Imprisonment In the discretion 
of the co u rt

But there is more 
to the urge than that, and something 
the Emporia Gaseite said recently on 
the subject ought to set other towns 
In-other states to thinking about them­
selves.

'*We can be nice, decent, agricul­
tural towns, with each town having 
some small industry, some specialty In 
schools or local development like oil 
or coal and the products of the soil. 
Bat Mg plants—Do.' We are  doomed 
by o u r geography to be small towns. 
Then why so t be beautiful towns? 
Why not get the best out of our toe'os, 
and our Uvea? Why not apple blos- 
aoms In Arkansas City, roses in Eldo­
rado. cannaa In Fredonla. redbuds In 
fiiBporia? Surely Japan  can grow 
famous over the world for beauty of 
Its cherry blossoms, we can make 
something out of the beauty that lies 
in our bands."

There Is more to being a popular 
and thriving town than having the 
largest population or the biggest man- 
QfacturiQg plants or the most money. 
.\nd the sooner a lot of small towns 
all over the country realfae this, the 
sooner they will begin to create 
charm sod distinction for themselves.

Even the towns that are already 
beautiful have something to do in 
maintaining their high standard. And 
the others should sta rt right in mak­
ing the most out of the beauty that 
lies In their hands.—Kokomo (Ind.) 
Dlcpatch.

D i s t i n c t i o n  G i v e n  t o

G r o u n d s  b y  S h r u b b e r y
Shrubbery about a dwelling Is of 

equal. If not greater, import’ance 
than trees. For, while trees give 
■Shade and add to the general attrac­
tiveness of a place, shrubbery ‘'ties 
the house to the ground," as ft has 
been expres.sed: outlines boundaries 
and provides th at seclusion now con­
sidered both desirable and necessary.

In small cities and suburban towns, 
where the custom often prevails of 
having the front yards In a block like 
one big lawn, It might break the gen­
eral scheme to put in a front hedge, 
but shrubbery should be so ma.ssed in 
foundation planting as to single out 
that house as beautl/ul beyond all the , 
otliers left unplunted. regardless of 
size or cost. And. where the b.ack 
yards also have been thrown into one, 
or separated by almost Invisible wire 
fences, that shrubbery following the 
house foundation could be carrleil 
around to (he rear and extended onto 
the lawn far enough to make n se­
cluded outdoor room.

Taller shrub.s, with a few of the 
smaller trees, might be used in exe­
cuting this Idea without interfering 
with the whole block scheme, but 
beautifying the whole as seen from 
11 distance.

P lant for  P erm anence
.\bove all things 1 would urge that 

permanent planting, like tree.< and 
shrubs and vines, be used. They are 
the background of any gardening, any­
where, and old-fashioned pluni.i are 
always happy looking.

Even people who rent a house 
should feel enough interest in making 
the city Itself beautiful to plant one 
tree or shrub or vine each season. It 
costs so little and they could get such 
fun out of only one year of watching 
it grow and If they stayed longer than 
a year they would find th at nothing 
gives you such a feeling of home as 
watching something you have planted 
grow each year into greater beauty.— 
Chicago Post.

Ccfy’d G row th
George B. Ford, speaking to 2,000 

delegates a t the national chamber of 
commerce meeting In Washington, 
asked why cities grow and then sought 
to answer his own question. He men­
tioned four causes of growth—natural 
advsAitage of position, nearaess to raw 
materials, nearness to market and 
presence of skill derived from experi­
ence. All these are causes for Indus­
trial development, he explained, and 
"produce population growth only 
because industrial development leads 
to population growth. . . . Cities 
grow because of Industrial agtlvity.’*

In cultivated beds It 
la relatively easy to supply water and 
renew plant foods; and species of 

fp lan ts may be selected which best

This has 
been made certain by tbe paaauge of 
BODlng ordtnancea in practically every 
Important ceaier of population In the 
United States. Latest figures by the 
Department of Coiiiiuence Indicate 
giore than half of tbe urlNin popula­
tion live in zoned cities and towns. In 
1916 only a lenlh resided i» coimiuni- 
:les where zoning ordinances governed 
oulldlng activ]rie.s and city develop­
ment. The number of zoned cities lii- 
rreased from 6 in li>16 to 73 in 1921. 
265 In 1923 and 425 In U>25. Gr<>upe<I 
according to population. 47 of the 66 
largest cities In the I ’nited States hav­
ing over lUO.UUO population hqiJ 1.50 of 
the 287 cities and lowiis having over 
25,000 population have zooltig ordi- 
-aances in effect.—IJncoln Star.

The only difference was 
that one fished about until he got the 
choicest morsel, while the other dell-

A guest sat at table with his hat on 
•and only removed It If a toast was of­
fered to his health. One drinking 
glass usnally served the whole com­
pany, and was kept on the sideboard. 
When one wanted wine he had to call 
fo r  the goblet. Extra conslderatlou 
was paid tu a lady when drinking; a t­
tendants standing on either side held 
a napkin under her chin.

A person In society th at pretended 
to good manners, advised one Seven­
teenth century authority, should not 
"stick Ilia meat into the mustard pot,** 
neither should be “return meat to the 
disb after removing It." Swiillowing 
too fa.st often made h man choke - 
"which was impjilitj* nmi iiicimveni- 
ent." "PockeMiig the dessert” was an­
other ofTeiise.

Old New York, iiiuDy modern auUit»r- 
iries are  taking seriously the claims 
which ast'rihe tiie o»me to a grem 
drunkeD bout held on the island by 
tbe Dutch discoverers, whereat the.v 
made certain of the natives most 
ecstatically drunk for the tirst time in 
their lives, the Indians being so tie- 
lighted by their Jovial entertainment 
that they gave the |>1uce the name of 
Mannhaltaiiink. or the 'Tslimd of Jolly 
Topers." To sulwrantlate this. It is 
pointed out tliat many of the early 
maps called the IslHUd Monados, Man- 
ados and Miinatoes. all said to mean 
‘’n place of drunkenness.**

The Dutch .scholar, Van Der Donck, 
seemingly ivriiteii tills idea, however, 
in hl.s "Description of New iTether- 
lands," In which he pictured the In­
dians as hciiig an nltstemious race 
whose coinumn drink was water from 
a living spring or well, and having no 
name in their languages to express 
drunken tie.ss.

Schoolcraft, one of ibe^ early phi- 
lolngist.s and lilsttirians tif the nation, 
who made a deep study of abttrlginal 
names anti geogniphical terminology 
<if the stitte of New York, gave a dif­
ferent deflnilion.

"When the Mohegans first discov­
ered the Island." he wrote, "anti de­
noted Hell gate. they, true to their 
habit of naming loctilltles after the 
most striking geographical feature 
near It. called the Island 'Mon ah tan 
uk.' meaning » Imd running water 
whirlpool, Themselves they calletl 
Manaiuiis. tir 'I ’eojile of the Whirl­
pool.'”—Detroit News.

The first moivy of the Greeks was 
the copper {wD Everybody wanted 
I'opper pots and. therefore, anybody 
would exchange whatever else he had 
for them. Copper pots became a com­
mon denominator in the market, tend­
ing to replace barter. Tlien some 
y<mng Greek hit upon the idea of 
making up the copper of which pots 
were made luio strips and using them 
in the m arkets instead of pots. Wil­
liam -Atherton Du I’uy tells us. In Cur­
rent Hi.^tory. These strips were called 
'*oIk>Is.” and six of them made a hand­
ful. They were the first actual money 
of the Greeks. They marked flu* be- 
gimiliig of the use of metals us money.

'Two hundred years before t'aesiir. 
sliver dispincetl copi>er as money In 
Iloiue because it imd been shown to 
he a handler metal for the pur]>"se. 
From that tinte on it was the pre- 
doiiiimnt money metal tintil. U.0tin 
years later, gold took precerieiu’c.

In la id  the count «tf Schlitz openeil 
up a silver mine of coiisideniMe (iro- 
ductlveness in St. .loaebiurs thal. or 
hale, ill his native Hoheinin. Me ap- 
prei-iuted the dire need of tlie Middli* 
ages lo iiave inure money as a meilium 
to facilitate trade. So he made liiN 
silver Into coins .and plm'ed on (hem 
a picture of St. .Toachim. In honor of 
his native community he i-alled these 
coins St. .Toachiiu’s thalers. They soott 
heoame known as .loachitii.stlinlers: 
then they got over int<» Genmiay and 

ailed thalers, I.iiter. in the 
Netherlands, they were called dulers. 
TIm'.v «-ros.«cd to England and were 
knt>wn a.s dollars. Joacliltnsthalers 
were. In fact, the first dollars.

After the discovery of .America. 
Spain gained a donilmince wliicli was 
largely due to the posses.sion of silver 
from Mexico and Peru, which pro­
vided her with a circulating medium. 
She made a coin, the ‘'piece-of-elght" 
of pirate stories, which was a dollar. 
England could not furnish ctirretu-y 
for her colonists, so die latter began 
to use Spanish pleces-of-e4ght, which 
were comparatively abundant. Tliey 
liked these coin.s better than the Eng­
lish shillings and pouiuls. and so. 
when they set up a money system of 
their own. they modeled it <m the 
Spanish rather than the Hnglish 
scheme. So did a dollar currency, 
destined to loom large a hundred and 
fifty years later, come Into being.

Marco Polo brought the Idea of pa­
per money hack from Gliinn. Many 
nations have .since priqtcd paper 
money and iiinsi of them have hud a 
great deal of dilficnlty in maintaining 
a stable value. 'I'he rn ited  States 
tried a number of experiments in pa­
per money, hut when the riv il war 
came it had <<f that sort of currency 
only the issues of state bonk.s which 
were of uiu-ertain value. The dollar 
issued by the banks of one state might 
be worth -10 ceut.s ami llmse issued by 
another state might be worth 60 
cents.

Core and Cultivation
G r o u n d s  Im p o r ta n t

Where It Is not possible to build tlie 
new house on a lot having good trees, 
the first step toward an attractive 
home is tree planting. Even with 
trees already established, plants of 
smaller growth are required in addi­
tion if a home atmosphere Is to rad i­
ate from the bouse. A. proper combi­
nation of these gives the most pleas­
ing resnlt.

Locating the walk and the drive. It 
there Is to he one. is a necessary pre­
liminary to planting the grounds. 
The less consplcuoos they are the bet­
ter for the general effect If the 
house Is close to the street a straight 
walk is the le a s t‘obtrusive and cuts 
up the lawn less than a carving one; 
but If the house Is farther.from  the 
street than the- width of Its own front, 
an unbroken lawn may be provided by 
curving the walk from one com er or 
the other. When a drive Is' needed It 
may often be nsed as a snbatltnce for 
a walk. Walks and drives should be 
kept as few in nnmber and as limited 
in area as conditions will permit.

Proper location of shade trees Is 
probably the most vital of all the 
planting details. Where the house Is 
placed close to the street the street 
trees are usually the only ornamental 
trees that can be nsed, bat where 
there is room some are  needed near 
each com er of the house as a frame, 
but none In front to obstruct the view. 
On a large lot additional trees provide 
welcome shade, but roust not obstruct 
the picture of the fro n t

So fa r  as its ability to make Its 

salt Is concerned, a commercial build­
ing 'of architectural beauty will out­
live Its neighbor of ordinary lines and 
proportions.

There are several reasons for this, 
any one of which ought to convince 
the owner of a commercial building, 
be it a single store or an office sky­
scraper. th at It pays actual dollars to 
create the beautiful rather than the 
ordinary or ugly.

The building that has been erected 
for commercial purposes should con­
tain elements in its makeup that will 
Insure for its owner a continuation of 
Its profitableness as time goes on. At 
first, a building's newness and loca­
tion usually w arrant the Investment 
being made without fear of Its becom­
ing a white elephant Instead of a hag 
of gold to tlie original in%-estor. But 
when a new building goes np along­
side. or across the street or the busi­
est portion of the thoroughfare moves 
away, then there Is a great llabimy 
of a deollne In the ordinary building’s 
value as a profitable investment.

The modern buying public will pa­
tronize that shop which does not grate 
on Its esthetic nature. Consciously or 
unconsciously, the present-day shop­
per will discriminate between the 
beaotlful and the ngly. Wise Is the 
investor who realizes this tendency 
before he commits the mistake of 
erecting an unattractive building.

Consideration in Build ing
There are a lot of things that can­

not be and should not be regulated 
by law, but should be governed more 
successfully than they are by good 
taste and proper consideration for 
others of good taste. This applies in 
a particularly conspicuous way to 
architecture. To break Into a street 
of generally good building standards 
with a freaklah, garish or otherwise 
Incongruous structure Is not only a 
manifestation o( bad taste, but a 
selfish disregard for the rights and In­
terests of those who exercise good 
taste and good business Judgment. 
The same is true of the architect or 
builder who puts a freak dwelling lu 
a beautiful and harmooions neighbor­
hood of homes. Such an archltei-t or 
builder discredits himself and otfends 
and Injure.s persons of better taste.— 
Kansas City Star.

"urban,” liowever, often iiiukea com- 
l>urisons misleading.

New light has recently been thrown 
on this question by the examination 
of 9,478 mule students in one of tlie 
large state universities of the Middle 
IVest. The results are distinctly fa­
vorable to the cities of more liiaii fifty 
thousand population as compared 
with small cities, countryside and vil- 
lage.s. The students from the large 
cities show the lowest nmnher of phy­
sical defects. "It is a well-known 
fact." aa.VK a Unite»l States heaitli of­
ficial. ‘'that the natural udvuninges 
which the rural districts possess are 
more than offset by tlic better health 
protection afforded the ciiy dweller."
